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ORDINANCE NO. 1

An Ordinance Entitled An Ordinance Prohihiting Gaming With-
in The Corporvate Limts Of The City Of Merkel And Prescribing a
Penalty For Its Violation.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF MERKEL:

Section 1. Playing cards in a public place.—If any person shall
play at any game of cards at any house for retailing spirituous
liquors, store house, tavern, inn, or other public house, or in any
street, highway or other public place, or in any outhouse where
people resort, or at any place except a private residence occupied
by a family; or, if any prson shall bet, wager any money or other
thing of value, or representative of either, at any game of cards,
except in a private residence oc cupied by a family and the pro-
visions of the act that permits gaming in a private residence shall
not apply in case such residence is one commonly resorted to for
Jhe purpose of gaming, he shall be fined not less than ten nor more
than twenty-five dollars.

Section 2. What included in preceding article.—All houses com-
monly known as public, and all gaming houses are included with
in the meaning of the preceding article. Any room attaghed to
such public house and commonly used for gaming, is also includ-
ed, whether the same be kept closed or open. A private room of
an inn or tavern is not within the meaning of the pgbhc plgces.
unless such room is commonly used for gaming; nor is a pl'l‘va‘te
business office or private residence to be construed as within
the meaning of a public house or plarg; pm_vn_ded, sal_d private
residence shall not be a house for retailing spirituous liquors.

Section 3. Offense complete without betting.—In prosecutions
under the two preceding articles, it shall n'ot be necessary for 'the
state to prove that any money or article of value, or the represen-
tative of either, was bet at such gume.whoq ;he pro.ﬂ'ecutl.nn 1?' f(Tr
playing cards at a house for retail‘ing spirituous ll({ll()’l S, .s'tn:e
housa, tavern, inn or any other public place, or in any St"“'_.h'g.l'
way or other bublic place, or in any .outhouse whgre pe(v)p.le; espll':

agreement as to the manner of disposition of gate recepits de-
rived from such games. . :

Section 6. Punishment for.—Any person found guilty of vio-
lating this law shall be subject to a fine of not less than five
dollars nor more than one hundred dollars.

Section 7. If any person within this city shall bet or wager
at any gaming table, or bank, or prgeonhole, or jenny lind table,
or nine or ten pin alley, or shall’bet or wager any money or
other thing of value, at any of the following games viz: poker,
poker-dice, jack-pot, high-dice, hnghtdne. low-dice, low-die, dom-
inoes, eucre with dominoes, pok®r with dominos, muggins, crack
loo, or any other game of any character whatever that can be
played with dice or dominos, or On any table, bank or alley, by
whatever name, the same may be known, and without referergcc
to how the same may be construed or ODerat.ed. he shall be fm-
e ot less than ten nor more than t\\'ent,\.'-fx\'e @nllal's. provid-
ed, no person shall be prosecuted under this section for plaving
of'any said games with dice or dominos at a private residence
Occslglggnbg. ?Fli\':n;:ilcyt. that there Is no ordinance now cm'cripg
the above subject creates an emergency, and the rule requir-
ing the reading of this ordinance at. three several meetings is
hereby dispensed with and this ordnpange shall be in full force
and effect after its passage and publication.

An ordinance entitled an ordinance prohibiting fast driving

.MBE 1T ORDgAIN%eD B{’ THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE

Section 1. That hereafter, who ever, within the corporate
limits of the City of Merkel, shall ride or drive any beast of
burden, in or through any street, alley, road, highway or other
public place, in a gait faster than ordinary, unless in a case of
urgent necessity, or shall drive any dray or heavy wagon
throtgh any such public piace, in a gait faster than a walk
when loaded, or faster than a trot when empty, shall be deem-
ed guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon convistion, shall be fined
in any sum not less than one nor more than fifty dollars.

Section 2. When any person within the corporate limits of
the city of Merkel, shall ~ide or drive any beast of burden in
any publicplace in such a manner as to come in collision with
any vehicle, animal or perscen, or shall ride or drive any animal

guilty of a misdemeanor, and, UPon conviction, shall be fined
in any sum not less than ten dollars nor more than twenty-five
dollars for each violation, and each day such motor vehicle or
motoreycle is operated upon the highways and streets within
thecorporate limits of the City of Merkel in violation of the
provisions of this ordinance, shall constitute a separate offense,
Any person obtaining a distinguishing seal, as provided by the
State Laws of this state, from any source other than the State
Highway Department or its authorized agents, or except as
herein before provided, or any person not authorized by the
state Highway Department, who sells or offers to sell any seal
or number in imitation of those furnished by the State High-
way Department, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and shall,
upon conviction, be fined not |ess than twenty-five dollars;
provided that all sums arising from the imposition and collect-
ion of fines under this Ordinance, shall constitute a special
mainteance fund to be expendfd upon the streets of the City
of Merkel. ; Me@imge -

Section 4. Operation of motor vehicles without numbers dis-
played; false or fictitious plate; motoreyeles; plates to be kept
clean and distinet.—No person shall operate or drive a motor
vehicle on the public streets of the city of Merkel unless such
vehicle shall have at all times displayed one on the front and the
other on the back thereof, number plates, corresponding to the
distinctive number assigned to such motor vehicle by the said
department and such number plate to be in conformity with
other requirements of said department.

No person shall attach to or display on such motor vehicle
any number plate assigned to it under any other motor vehicle
law other than by the Highway department of this State, or
any registration number other than that assigned for the cur-
rent year, or a fictitious number plate; provided, however, that
but one number plate shall be required upon motor eycles and
that such number plate upon motorcycles shall be attached to
the rear thereof.

All letters, numbers and other identification marks shall be
kept etear and distinet and free from grease or other blurring
matter so that they shall be plainlyseen at all times during day
light. .

Section 5. Operation of motor Vehicle with out seal display-
ed; fictitious seal.—No person Shall operate or drive a moto
vehicle within the corporate limits of the City of Merkel unless
such vehicle shall have at gll {Jmes conspicuously displayed on
the front end thereof the seal for the current year assigned
and no
person shall attach to or display on such vehicle any seal assign
ed to it under any motor vehicle law, or a fictitious seal or a
seal not of the current year, provided that the seal assigned a
motorcycle shall be attached cchspicuously to the rear thereof.

Section 6. Equipment with signal device; sounding.—Every
motor vehicle shall be equipped With a bell, gong, horn, whist-
le or other device in good working order, capable of emitting an
abrupt sound adequate in quality and volume to give warning
of the approach of such motor vehicle to pedestrians and to
the rider, or driver of animals, or of other vehicles and to ped-
estrians on the streets.

Section 7. Lights on motor vchicles, motorcycles, and bicycles.
(a) Every motor vehicle other than a motorcycle while on the
streets within the corporate lim ts of the City of Merkel, when
in operation, during the period of one-half hour after sunsetto
one-half hour before sunrise, and at all times when fog or other
atmospheric conditions render the operation of such vehicles un
usually dangerous to traffic and the use ofthestreets shallcarry
at the front at least two well lighted lamps showing the white
lights visible under normal atmospheric conditions at least
five hundred feet in the directich toward which such motor ve-
hicle is facing, and shall also carry at the rear a well lighted
lamp exhibiting one red light plainly visible for a distance of
five hundred feet to the rear. . S ESD

(b) At the times and under the conditions herein before
specified in this ordinance, evely motorcyele or bicycle, while
on the streets of the City of Merkel, and when in operation,
shall earry on its front one lighted lamp showing a white light
visible under normal atmospheric conditions at elast two hun-
dred feet in the direction toward which such motoreyele or bi-
cyvele is facing and shall also carry at the rear of such motor-
cycle or bicycle one red light, plainly visible from the rear.

Section 8. Brakes.—All motor vehicles must be provided at
all times when being operated on the public highways with ade-
quate brakes kept in good working order.

Section 9. Intoxicated persons not to drive vehicles.—No in-

jtoxicated person shall operate o drive a motor or any other ve-

hicle with in the corporate limits of the Cty of Merkel.

Section 10. Standing in street without setting brakes. —No
person having control or charge of a motor vehicle shall allow
such vehicle to stand in any publit' street or public within the
corporate limits of the City of Merkel unattended  without
first effectively setting the brakes thereon and stopping the
motor of said vehicle. ;

Section 11. Racing prohibited.—No race or contest for speed
shall be held upon any public highway in the corporate limits
of the city of Merkel.

Secticn 12. Rate of Speed.—Every person operating or driv
ing a motor or other vehicle on the streets within the corporate
limits ofthe City of Merkel, shall operate or drive the same in
a careful and prudent manner, and at a rate of speed not great-
er than is reasonable and proper, having regard to the traffic
and use of the streets, and no person shall operate or pass a
motor or other vehicle on the streets at such rate of speed
as to endanger the life or limb of any person or the safety of
any pedestrian, or persons in another vehicle or vehicles or the
safety of any property; provided it shall be unlawful to drive
at a rate of speed in excess off fifteen miles per hour.

Section 13. Hereafter it shall be unlawful for any person to
operate or drive a motor or other vehicle on any public high-
way or street or any place within the corporate limits o the
City of Merkel at a greater rate of speed than eighteen miles
per hour..

Section 14. Tt shall be unlawful for any person to drive at »
rate of speed in excess of fifteen miles per hour with in the
business section of the City of Merkel or within one block of
the boundary lines of any publi: school building.

Section 15. The business section as herein above mentioned
is defined to be any part of the City wherein there is a busi-
ness house, within the block.

Section 16. Penalty for violation of this ordinance.—The vio-
lation of anv of the nrovisions qe  wasvivamante  sontained  in
prmshavle by

There is no other parrot like the
kea. The power centered In Its neclk,
beak and talons Is so great that the
kea Is the most formidable pest with
which the New Zealund sheep farmer
has to contend. While soaring over-
head 1t selects Its prey, and, swoop-
lng downwurds, settles on the sheep's
back and proteeds to tear away the
wool with Its beak, then, digging deep
into the flesh, holds on to the wool
with  its  talons wuntll thoroughly
gorged.

When the first settlers came to
New Zealand the kea was malnly a
vegetarinn, the anlmal part of its diet
being confined to insects and grubs,
It has heen suggested that it ae-
quired lis taste for sheep flesh from
the offal which the farmers left ex-
posed after sluughtering a sheep.

And speaking of sheep in New Zea-
lund, In the mountain districts there
flourlshes & plant known as the
Raoulln, or vegetable sheep—a mass
of closely packed twigs thickly cov-
ered with white, woelly leaves!-Seen
from a distance the Raoulla so close-
Iy resembles a sheep, or a group of
sheep, resting on the hillsides that
shepherds are often led to make a
bong trek in its direction, mistaking
It for lost members of their flock.
