An ordinance entitled an ord nance prohibiting working on 
Sunday: providing whom it is n**̂  applicable, horse racing, gam­
ing and selling goods, and prov/ing a penalty for its violation.

BK IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY 
OF MKKEL:

Section 1. Any person who hereafter labor, or compel, 
force, or oblige his employes, \\f>rkmen or apprentices to labor 
on Sunday, or any person who >‘hall hereafter hunt game of 
any kind whatsoever on Sunday within the corporate limits of 
the City of Merkel, shall be fined not less than ten nor more 
than fifty dollars.

Section 2. The preceding .section shall not apply to household 
duties, works of necessity or ch*nty; nor to necessary work on 
rail cars, wagon trains, common <’ar»iers, nor to the delivery of 
good.>i by them or to the receivi» if of storing of said goods by 
the piirties or their agents to whom aaid gCKxIs are delivered; 
nor to stages canying United States mail or passengers; nor 
to persons traveling: nor to keePers of hotels, boarding houses 
and restaurants and their servants; nor to keepei-s of livery 
stables and their ser\ants; nor to any person who conscient­
iously believes that the seventh or any other day of the week 
ought to be observed as the Sabbath, and who actually refrains 
from bu.siness and labor on that day for religious reasons.

Section 3. Horse racing, gaming etc., on Sunday.—Any per­
son who shall run, or be engaged running, any horse race, or 
who shall permit or allow the u.se af any nine or ten pin alley, 
or who shall be engaged in match shooting, or any specie of 
gaming for money or other consideration, within the corporate 
limits of the City of Merkel, on Sunday, shall be fined not less 
than twenty nor more than fifty dollars.

Section 3. Selling goods on Sunday.— Any merchant, grocer, 
or dealer in wares or merchandise, or trader in any business 
what-soever, or the proprietor of any place of public amusement, 
or the agent or employe of any pei*son. who shall sell, barter, 
or pennit his place of business or place of public amusement 
to be open for the purpose of traffic or public amusement on 
Sunday, .shall be fined not le.ss than twenty nor more than 
fifty dollars. The term, place of public amusement, shall be 
construed to mean circuses, theaters, variety theaters and such 
other amusements as are exhibited and for which an admission 
fee is charged; and shall also include dances at disorderly 
houseg, low dives and places of like character, with or without 
^€^s for admission.

Siection 4. Exceptions from operation of this oidinance— 
This ordinance .shall not apply to markets or dealers in provis­
ions as to .sales of provisions mâ Je by them before 9 o’clock a. 
m.. nor to the .sale of burial or shrouding material, newspapers, 
ice, ice cream, milk, nor to the sending of telegraph or tele­
phone mes.sages and the keening ©f offices for that purpose.

Section 5. The fact that there is no ordinance now covering

An ordinance entitled an ordinance defining Vagarancy and 
pre.scribing a pt'iialty for its vio^ntion.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 
CITY OF MERKEL

Section 1. “ Vagarancy” defin‘d**-— following persons, are 
and .shall bepunished as vagara®̂ *»- ^

(и) Per.sons known as tramps* wandering or strolling about in 
idleness,, who are able to work have no property to sup­
port them.

(b) Persons leading an idle, immoral or profligate Iife,who
have no property to support th«m, and who are able to work 
and do not work. ,.

(c) All persons able to work, have no property to support
them, and who have no visible w  known means of a fair, hon­
est and reputable livelihood. T̂ »e tei-m “ visible or known 
means of a fair, honest and reputable livlihood,”  as used inthis 
article, shall be con^tioied to me«® reasonably continuous em­
ployment at some lawful occup®tio® tor reasonable compensa­
tion, or a fixed and regular iiuome from property or other in­
vestments, which income is sufficient for the support and 
maintenance o f such person. ••

(d) All able-bodipd persons who habitually loaf, loiter and
idle in any city, town or village, or railroad station, or any 
other public place in this state for the larger portions of thci*’ 

jtime, without any regular employment and w’ithout any visi­
ble means of support. An offense under paragraph (d) of this 
section .shall be made out whenever it is shown that any per­
son has no visible means of support, aH(i only occasionally has 
employment at odd jobs, being for the most of the tintp out of 
employment. , ' *

(e) Persons trading or bartering stolen property, or who un- 
;lawfully sell any vinous, alcoholic, malt, intoxicating or spiritu­
ous liquors.

(f) Every common gambler or person who for the most part 
maintains himself by gambling.

(g) All companies of gypsies, who, i!i whole or in pjirt.,
: maintain them.selves by telling fortunes.

(h) Every able-bodied who .sliall go L>egging for a livlihood.
(i) Evert’ common prostitute.
j) Every keeper of a hou.se of pixxstitution.
(к) Every keeper of a house o f gambling or gaming.
(1) Every person who shall abandon his wife, or child, or 

children, without ju.st cau.se, leaving such wife, or child, or 
children, without support or in danger of becoming .a public 
charge.

I (m) Every able-bodied pcraon who lives without employ-

have not some knowT), visible m«ms of a fair, honest and reput­
able livlihood, and whose parents, or those in loco parentis,, 
are unable to support them, and who are not in attendance up­
on .some educational institution.

(p) All peraons who advertise and maintain themselves in 
whole or in part as clairvo.vants or foretellers of future events, 
or j».s having supernatural know’l^dge with respect to present or 
future conditions, transactions, happenings, or events.

<q) All male persons who habitually as.sociate with prosti-«: 
tutes, or habitually loiter in or around houses of prostitution; 
or who, without having visible means of support, receive finan 
cial aid or assistance from prostitutes. |

Section 2. Duty of sheriff and other officers.— It shall be 
jtho duty of mar.shal, deputy marshal, and other like officials^ 
within the corpi>rate limits of the city of Merkel, to give in-  ̂
formation under oath to any officer empowered to issue crim-, 

'ina  ̂ warrants, of all vagrants within their knowledge, or up- 
on complaint; thereupon the said officer .shall issue a warrant 

I for the apprehension of the person alleged to be a vagrant.
I Section 3. Complaint charging vagrancy.— All complaints
charging vagiancy shall be under oath; and, while it is made 
the special duty of the officers named in section 6 of this or­
dinance to file said complaint whenever they shall have know­
ledge or good reasons to suspect that any person is a vagrant, 
as defined ky any clause of Section 3 of this law, yet any infor 
mation charging vagrancy may be filed under oath by any resi 
dent of the state.

Section 4. City Court having jurisdiction; penalty for.—
Whenever any person shall have been arrested on a charge of 
a vagai-ancy. he shall immediately be carried before the city

! recorder, and. upon conviction thereof, shall be fined in any
sum not to exceed two hundred dollara.

Section Failure of officer to p-irform duty; penalty for.— 
If any officers named in .section 4 of this ordinance shall fail or 

irefu.se, or neglect to perform the duties therein required, he 
shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and shall be punished by a 
fine of not less than twenty-fiyo dollars, nor more than 
one hundred dollars.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 
CITY OF MERKEL.

Section 1. Abusive I.,anpruajje.—If any person shall, in the 
presence or hearingr of another curse or abuse such person or 
use any violent abusive langruaite to such person, concerninjf 
him or any of his female relatives, under circumstances reason­
ably calculated to provoke a brfach of the peace, he shall be 
deemed ifuilty of a misdeme;vnor and, upon conviction thereof, 
shall be fined in a sum not less than five nor more than one 
hundred dollars.

Section 2. Affrays. If two or more persons shall fijfht tojjeth- 
er in a public, and within the corporate limits o f the ciU’ of Mer 
kel, Texas, they shall be punished by fine not exceeding: one 
hundred dollars.

Section S. Disturbance of the iieace.— If any person shall jfo 
into any public place, or into or near any private house, within 
the corporate limits of the City o f Merkel, and shall use loud 
and vociferous languagre, or abusive, vulgar, or indecent langu­
age, or swear or curse, or yell or skriek, or expose his person 
or rudely display any pistol or other deadly weapon, in a man­
ner calculated to disturb the inhabitants of such public place or 
private house, he shall be fined in any sum not exceeding one 
hundred dollars.

Section 4. Vulgar or pixifane language over telephone.— If 
any person shall use any vulgar, profane, obsene or indecent 
language over or through any telephone in the cori>orate lim­
its of the City of Merkel, he .shall l>e guilty o f a mi.sdemeanor 
and, upon conviction, shall be fined in any sum not les.s than 
five nor more than one hundred dollars.

 ̂Section 5. “ Public place” defined.— A public place, within the 
meaning of this ordinance, is any public road, .street or alley 
within the corporate limits of the City of .Merkel, or any inn, 
tavern, store, grwery or work shop, or nlace at which i>eople 
are assembled, or to which piYiple commonly resort for the 
purp'vie of hus*ness, amusement, recreation or other lawful pur 
poses.

Horse racing on public road and streets.— Any p* r- 
son who shall run or be concerned in running in anv way any 
horse race in, along or across any miblic .square, street, or al­
ley within the corporate limits f the city of Merkel.he .shall 
be fined in any sum not less than twenty-five nor more than one 
hundred dollars.

Section 8. Appearing in a nude condition, etc.— If any person 
shall appear in any public place within the coi"porate limits of 
the city of Merkel, or in a dress not belonging tc his or her sox 
or shall make an indecent exposure of his or her person, or the 
person of another, or shall show or expose in public, or shall 
sell or offer for .sale, any indecent books, sign writing, draa- 
ing. print or caricature, which may incite scandal or disturb 
public peace, shall be fined not les.s than five nor more than 
one hundred dollars.

Section 9. Disturbance of corgregation in any manner.— .Any 
person who, by loud or vociferous talking or swearing, or by 
any other noise or in any other manner, wilfully di.stur*)s any 
congregation, or part of a congregation, assembled for relig­
ious worship and conducting tf^mselves in a lawful manner, or 
who wilfully disturbs in any mrpner any congregation as.sem-

Offender may be l)ound over.— if complaint ’ 
made to any magistrate that a pc>rs n l̂ as committeii the of­
fense mentioned in section 0, he may Iv*. at the di.scretion of 
the magistrate, lx)und over to keep the peace and t refu.in 
from like di.sturhances for the tenn of one year.
