The notes issued were print-
ed in blue ink on paper made from the
fiber of mulberry trees. Several speci-
mens of Chinese notes issued during
the Ming dynasty, in the Fourteenth
century, are still in existence. That
was about 50 years before the estab-
lishment of the first European bank.—-

The outstanding trust Institutions
of the United States are those that
were ploneers in using advertising as
a means of selling thelr services, a
speaker ®wld a conference of trust
companies held in New York recently
He presented the results of a question-
paire sent out by the Trust Company
Division, American Bankers Associs
tion, making an inquiry into the ad
vertising practices of institutions do-
ing & trust business. Three out of
every four trust companies and banks
engaged In extending trust services
were found to be advertising. The
opinion was expressed by the speake

that their growth would closely foliow
the amounts spent each year for ad
vertising.

The local newspaper is the most
highly regarded advertising medium,
it was disclosed. In all, 929 companies
answering the questionnaire used the
4cal papers and 338 did not. The in-
stitutions buying space in local papers
are evenly divided among all sections
of the country, Comparing six media
tor selling personal trust services and
considering their effectiveness from
the standpoint of producing results,
the speaker declared that the local
newspapers should head the list. Fold-
ers and booklets can reach a limited
audience, he observed, but the news-
naper is the best medium for acquir
ing prestige and mass circulation. It
should never be omitied, he urged.
