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Chrysler Car Sets 
Double Transconti­
nental Trip Record

Coast-to-Coast and back af?ain!
A round trip transcontinental auto­

mobile record was hunjf up Tacsday, 
June 7, when a Chrysler Imperial ‘80’ 
phaeton driven by its owner, L. B. 
Miller, arrived in Los Angeles at U;F)0 

M., 107 hours and 51» minutes out 
of San Francisco— by way of New 
York.

The time for the double transcon­
tinental trip was just one minute less 
than seven days.

. . Miller started from San Francisco 
Tuesilay, May 31, at 10 a.m. His pri­
mary purpose was to establish a 
round trip .American record, but iu 
doiiiK so, he also broke the one-way 
cross country automobile record, 
which he himself had made la.st A uk- 
ust. He arrive<l in Xew York Friday, 
June 3, havinjc driven the 3.385 miles 
of the Lincoln Highway in 71» hours 
and .55 minutes^ This was three hours 
and 17 minutes faster than he covered 
the same route last year.

Not content with thus breaking all 
one-way transcontinental records, 
.Aliller waited in New York only one 
minute, no lonRor than was neeeded 
to have his time card officially 
stamped to verify his arrival at 8:55 
p.m. and his departure at 8:50, and 
then he was on his way back to the 
Pacific Coast. On the return trip he 
took a southerly route by way of the 
National Old Trails, and over a dis­
tance of 3330 miles he reached Los 
AnKeles in SO hours 20 minutes.

The entire distance covered on 
this unprecedente<l trip was 0721 
miles. The elapsed time between the 
departure from San Francisco and 
the arrival in Los Anjfelcs wa.s one 
minute less than seven days.

“ 1 made a me-way tran.scontinental 
record two years asro by drivinK from 
New York to San Francisco in 110 
hours,”  said .Miller, after arriving in 
Los Ani^les. ’This record was brok­
en, but last I pjt it back
'K^ain. Now I ’ve broken my own re­
cord, and the other fellows have 
somethinK to shoot at. The new 
mark we made troinK east this time 
will stay put for tne one-way trip, 
I guess, and this round trip record 
is going to tax the abilities of any 
one to better.”

’’Mighty few drivers can sit seven 
days and niijhts at the wheel without 
a wink of sleep, and there are even 
fewer cars rugged enough to stand the 
terrific punirhinent o f the 6700 mite 
grind involved in this sort of a trip. 
I t ’s one thing to make long distance 
records over smooth race tracks or 
indoor treadmills, but it’s altog»>ther 
a different thing to drive the same 
great distance in all kinds of weather 
and over all kinds of road.s— city 
streets conge.-ted with traffic, moun­
tain roads, concrete, gravel, brick, 
dirt, mud and gumbo roads such as 
you get in the different sections we 
have gone through with this Chrys 
ler car.”

Miller was accompanied in his 
gruelling ordeal by J, E. Wieber, o f 
Portland, Dre., who was his compan­
ion on the one-way record trip last 
August.

Neither man was able to sleep more 
than a few minutes at a time during 
the week and their only nourishment 
was black coffee and orange juice 
carried in thermos bottles, supple­
mented by an occasional brick of ice 
cream picked up at filling stations 
under orders wired ahead. In spite 
of lack of sleep and in adequale food, 
both Miller and Wieber were in ex­
cellent physical condition on their ar­
rival in Los Angeles, apart from the 
loss of a few pounds of weight, a 
fact all the more remarkable in 
Miller’s case, as he is in his 64th 
year. This absence o f exhaustion, in 
his opinion, is striking proof of the 
unusual riding ease of the Chrysler 
car.

As the time wsa officially clocked 
by the Western Union Telegraph 
Company and verified by officials of 
the Lincoln Highway and National 
Old Trails Roads Associations, the 
two-way record made by Miller and 
Weiber will stand as official.

The double transcontinental trip 
was arranged by the Stover Signal 
Engineering Company, of Racine, 
Wit., for the purpose of demonstrat­
ing the value in night driving of the 
newly perfected Ilco-Ryan non-glare 
headlight According to Miller, the 
light proved itself a complete suc­
cess. and he attributes his accomp­
lishment of his remarkable feat to a 
combination of its assistance in il- 
Inminating the highways at night and 
the aboed and stamina ef the Im-

is making from 200 to 400 barrels 
daily. The News wa.s advised last 
night from a reliable source.

The shrubbery and surrounding 
country for one and one-half miles 
has been sprayed with oil. The 
whistling o f the gasser can be heard 
for four miles and meml>ers of the 
crew are forced to stuff their ears 
with cotton for protection of the ear 
drums ugain.st the deafening sound.

“ 1 wa.s offered cars by several au­

tomobile companies when they heard 
I was planning a new trip but 1 was 
ret on making an owner-driver record 
and I bought one to suit my own 
ideas of what I needed,” he saiil.

" I  knew by experience ju«t whnt 
speed and stamina I  must have td 
cross the continent in record time. 
I felt confidence I was getting them, 
but never did I dream there was such 
a car as the Chrysler. I have never 
seen its ec|ual.

“ My maximum speed on the trip 
was 85 mile.s an hour. From San 
Francisco to New York we averaged 
better than 42 miles an hour. Across 
Iowa and Nebraska, in hail, sleet and 
driving rain, we kept up our steady 
pace. From Kimball to Central City, 
Neb., we drove 315 miles at night in 
a hard rain and hail storm, over 
gumba roads.

“ ust before we reached Kansa.s and 
while we were in the state, that sec­
tion had the worst rainstorm known 
for years.

The roads were atrocious, of 
course, and at times it seemed more 
like driving through swamps than on 
highways.

“ Our worst trouble came on the last 
leg of our trip between Albuquerque 
and Gallup, New Mexico, where the 
going WHS tougher than anything I 
ever experienced before. Bridges were 
down. Road.s were impassable. We 
were forced to make detours of 89 
miles through the Petrified Forest, 
and there were times when nothing 
but the marvelous performance abil­
ities of this Chrysler car stood be­
tween us and quitting. We were in 
the wildest imaginable country and 
both of us were on the point o f ex­
haustion after the terrific strain.

Motor Bus Law 
Now Effective

A U S T IN , Texas, June 15,— Under 
orders issued Tuesday by the Rail­
road Commission, motor bus compan­
ies are authorized and directed to 
continue temporarily their operations 
over the routes, on the schedulea andF 
at the pa.ssenger fares that were in 
effect at the close of business Juno 
14. The act of the regular sê  don o f 
the Fortieth Legislature placing mo­
tor bus companief under jurisdiction 
o f the Railroad Commission bt-carmj 
effective midnight, June 14.

In its orders of Tuesday the Rail­
road Commission .said it will require 
some time for the filing o f appli­
cations, issuance of certificates or 
permits of public convenience and 
necessity, perfect an organization and 
generally to perform the necessary 
administrative acts required to put 
the new law in full force effect. It  
it (1, *ired to accomplish this with the 
least interruption to the public ser­
vice anil the least inconvenience to the 
operators, the commission onnounced, 
and it is for that purpose that motor 
bus companies are to temporarily fol­
low their present system of operaG'in.

The companies are directed to file  
as .-peeilily as possible and within a 
reasonable time, on blanks furnished 
by the commission, applicatiorsi fo r  
certificates o f convenience and tM>ces- 
iity, and to in all respects comply 
with the law regulating passenger 
motor busses for hire.

Arctic Tern Holds
Record as Traveler

Some water birds hove developed an 
extraordinnrjr mlsratory course, we 
are told In "nirds and Their Attri­
butes.” In this book the flight of the 
golf^en plover Is pictuied as a typical 
(light of this nature.

This bird leaves Its Arctic breeding 
haunts and upon reaching Labrador's 
eastern m.nst takes a course apparent­
ly directly overseas to Venezuela.

What Is perhaps the longest route 
of them all is taken by the Arctic tern 
A distance of 11,000 miles is traveleo 
annually by this bird, which wants to 
live always In an eotiuble cllmat&

The Arctic tern nests and breeds In 
the Arctic circle, but In the winter It 
return! to the south aa far as the Ant­
arctic circle. To accomplish this al 
most Incredible flight the bird needs 
must travel at the extraordinary rate 
of speed of 75 miles in one day. At the 
rate It takes only 10 months to change 
from winter to summer residence.

Honor Not His Due 
Anstralla'i one great waterway, 

which carries to the sea the drainage 
of nearly 500.000 square miles of ter 
ritory, bears the name of an obscure 
EUtgllsh politician who had virtually 
nothing to do with the colonization of 
the country. Alexander Hume In 
1!S4 discovered the Upper ilurray 
river and named It Home river; but 
when Sturt six years later explored 
Its lower reaches, he named It after 
Sir George Morray, a member of Well- 
Ingi.on's cabinet who had had thrust 
on him for a few months the position 
of British secretary of war and the 
colonies, and of whom it was written 
that he “ displayed no qualifications 
In administering a civil office.”  Not 
many years ago an atlas used In An» 
tralian schoola listed the stream as 
“Hume or Murray river," but during 
recent years Murray has come into 
general usage.—Sydney Bulletin.

Spread of Education
Compulsory education In the United 

States occurred first in Massachnsetts. 
As fur back as 1642 the selectmen 
were enjoined to compel parents to 
tench their children themselves or pro­
cure teaching for them. The follow­
ing list shows the dates at which the 
several states enacted compulsory 
education: Massachusetts, 1852; Dis­
trict of Columbia, l i ^ ;  Vermont, 
1SC7; New Uumpshire, Michigan, 
Washington, 1871; Ck>nnectlcut, New 
Mexico, 1872; Nevada, 1873; New 
York, Kansas, California, 1874; Maine. 
New Jersey, 1875; Wyoming, 1876; 
Ohio, 1677; Wisconsin, 1879; Rhode 
island, Illinois, Dakotas, Montana, 
1883; Minnesota, Nebraska. Idaho, 
Colorado, Oregon, Utah, 1885-1890; by 
190S almost all states.

Henry IV, of Fyance, had served to 
him dishes of a variety limited only 
by hls imagination. These meals, al­
ways heavy and rich, Included four 
kinds of soup. Four'entrees, a course 
of boiled meat, a ten-pound Joint of 
beef, a side of mutton, a capon, and 
three other chickens. Is a fair sum­
mary of the main dishes usually 
served, while on Sundays, Tuesdays 
and Thursdays these were augmented 
by a capon pastry. On days of fast, 
lighter dishes were helped out with a 
roasted pike or carp. The evening 
meals were not much lighter than 
those o f midday and vegetables never 
speared on the menu.—Detroit News.
