SIX PASSENGERS

WOMAN KILLED
IN AUTO CRASH

Route to Christmas Reunion
Meet With Tragedy.

A family reunion and Christmas
celebration, planned at Sidney, Com-
anche county, was shattered when tra-
gedy overtook a party of the guests en
route from their home at Petersburg
in a truck-automobile accident on the
Bankhead highway near Tye about
3:30 Sunday afternoon in which one
woman, Mrs. A. M. Janes, a grand-
mother, was killed, and her daughter
Mrs. King Janes, and two grandchild-
ren were injured. '

Members of the Janes family were
en route to a family reunion at Sidney
in the home of Mr. and Mrs. W.C.Cox,
parents of Mrs. King Janes, and the
truck in which they were riding car-
ried a load of § gifts and toys, which
were scattered in all directions in the
ditch along the highway when the
truck overturned after the accident.

The car was driven by King Janes,
the son, and in the party besides his
mother and his wife, were their four
children. Two daughters, Shelah, 14
years of age, and Lois, 10 years old,
were also injured, the former suffer-
ing a broken collarbone. Mr. Janes and
his two sons escaped uninjured.

Janes said he was behind two cars
and attempted to pass one of them,
sounding his horn. As he did so, the
car he was passing attempted to pass
the one in front of it, striking the
front wheel of Janes’ car, running the
truck into the ditch where it overturn-
ed.

The body of Mrs. A. M. Janes will
be taken to Plainview for burial be-
side the grave of her husband, who
died in 1922, according to the announ-
cement made by an Abilene undertak-
ing company.

CULL AND MARK

PRODUCING HEN

Pall is a season of year when flocks
of poultry should be culled, according
te L, H. Schwartz of Purdue univer-
sity, Getting rid of the nonproducers
now means better living conditions
for the birds which are left. It gives
the better birds a chance to produce
eggs from now on when the price of
cugs beging to rise. It will also re-
duee the feed bill

Poultry flocks should, of course, be
regularly, Any birds which
show Iadications of positive sickness,
poor laying capacity and lacking in
vigor should be culled whenever seen.

Let Wing Feathers on
White Leghorns Alone

The practice of pulling out the wing
feathers to prevent the birds from fly-
ing the fences (a viece especially pe-
cutiar te Leghorns) is both slovenly
and harmful to the birds themselves,
The butt end of the feather quill of
a growing bird contains julces which
are essential to its satisfactory devel-
opment, and the wing feathers should
therefore be cut, unless the poultry-
man wishes his birds to undergo a
sethack.
