Editorial 
City Sales Tax? 

During the past year or so, the general 
public, feeling that it is already over-taxed, 
usually turns a disapproving or at least a 
disinterested ear to mention of increased 
financial assessments by governing bodies. 

For that reason, local governments have 
a tendency to be hesitant about creating sit-
uations which increase the tax expenditures 
of the citizens,! 

The lone exception to this thinking seems 
to be the one per cent city sales tax which 
has been accepted favorably by the people in 
many towns in Texas since being authorized 
by the state government a few years ago. 

The one per cent city sales tax is simply 
an extension of the present 3,25 per cent 
state tax. The extra penny of tax is collected 
just as is the present state tax, The state 
government then returns the one per cent to 
the city which collected it. 

This tax has been, and will continue to be, 
beneficial in keeping down property tax in-
creases. It is also looked upon by some as 
being extremely "fair" in that the people 
who spend money in a particular town are 
contributing to its financial income. This 
takes a portion of the tax burden off the prop-
erty owners. 

A majority of the towns in our area have 
adopted the plan and it appears from here as 
if Bovina should join the trend so as to have 
the benefits which the tax offers and which 
our competitive neighbors are taking a d-
vantage of, 

The people must approve the sales tax 
idea at an election for it to come about. We'd 
like to see such an election called by the 
city. This would give the people of Bovina an 
opportunity to help themselves to a great 
extent in a way that is considered much less 
"painful" than most taxing methods.
