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Letters from the People
To the Editor of Merkel .Mail:

W© wish to call the atUmtion of 
your readers to the “ Ninily Bill” 
that was vete<l out of commitXet“ last 
session of congress anil is now on 
the calendar of the senate.

This bill makes it obligatory on 
all states receiving funds direct from 
the United States trea.sury t« have 
ci\il service rules in operation ap­
proved by the U. S. Civil Service 
commission. Since the fisleral gov­
ernment has not the right nor the 
power under the constitution to con­
trol a state’s political machinery, it 
certainly has the right to dictate the 
conditions under which its money is 
to be spent.

Of course, politicians will raise a 
loud hiTwl on the theory that the 
federal government is attempting to 
invade state's rights. So it avnild b«‘ 
in an indirect way with this differ­
ence. No state's rights would Is- in­
vaded unless that state used fiileral 
funds.

While we bitterly oppose th<> in­
roads the federal governnvnt ha.s al­
ready made >n our state rights as 
accorded us by the constitution, yet 
we are of the opinion that only by 
the federal government can the 
“ spoils system” be controlled.

It is too much to hope that our 
Texas legislature o f their own ac­
cord will ever pass anything like an 
effective civil service law. Too much 
pressure would be brought to Ix-ar 
on them by th • politicians who have 
so securely intrenched themselves be­
hind breastwoiks made practically 
impregnable through the “ spoil.» sys­
tem."

Honest executives and heads of de­
partments should welcome such a law 
as it would relieve tham of the re- 
vpi.«!rtb»hty f>t h#nng to make a 
choice among the several applicants.

We very much doubt that̂  the pres­
ent privilege of appointing one's sub­
ordinates adds anything to one'» poli­
tical prestige. While making a friend 
of the appointee, more often than 
not, he makes political enemies of 
the other applicants. Furthermore,

uniK*r civil service rules, should 
fraud or inefficiency show up among 
the subordinates, his skirts would be 
clean.

It IS a well-known fact that under 
the “ s)«>ils system" appointees, as 
a ryle. are not selected because of 
their fitness or qualifications for the 
respective positions, but because of 
their loyalty to the powers that be. 
It has proven an utter impossibility 
to enforce our nepotism law under 
present conditions.

Evidently a strenuous civil sertice 
law would do more to improve ef­
ficiency in office, eliminate graft, 
and give us cleaner politics than any 
law or laws ever placed on the 
statute b«x>ks.

With all appointments to office 
made under civil service rules, the 
incentive to create new commis­
sions—a practice that has already 
b*vn carriiKl to extremes in Texas— 
in order to accommodate friends iit 
an attempt to build up their own 
political prestige, would be lacking.

I f  one doubts that efficiency in the 
various departments of our state and 
county governments would not fol­
low a cfvil service rule, he should 
compare our post offices with our 
several government departments.

We are glad to note a growing 
sentiment among our thoughtful 
citizens for this change.

Louisiana's disgraceful m u d d l e  
should bestir our citizens to become 
more politically minded, lest we find 
our state drifting in the same direc­
tion. It IS to be hoped that the citi­
zens of Texas, and other states as 
well, will deluge congress with de­
mands that the “ Neely bill" be pass­
ed, which would sound the death 
knell to a practice that is responsible 
for the greater part of fraud, ex­
travagance and inefficiency found 
m our government.

Ours is supposed to be a govern­
ment by the people; therefore, the 
people have the right to shape and 
control it. But so long as we remain 
indifferent to our political affair», 
we can re«t assured that our govern­
ment will continue to be run in the 
interest of the politicians with the 
overburdened taxpayers footing the 
bills.

The citizens of this state now have 
a chance to give their endorsement 
to a hill, which, if pas.sed, will not 
only eliminate the eniils of the “ spoils 
system” but will practically destroy 
the political ring.« that infest prac­
tically every county and state gov­
ernment.

I f  you are intei'^sted in good gov­
ernment, clean potties and efficient 
.service, then writelvour congressman 
and your senator u jging them to sup­
port this bill.

It will require an immense pres­
sure to get this bill by the politicians, 
but it will be well worth the effort.

Fort Worth Man Tells 
What O il Industry 
Means to West Texas

Fort Worth, Feb. 20.— More than
122.000 persons in Fort Worth and 
its trade territory of West Texas 
get their living from the oil indus­
try, Harold G. Neely, Fort Worth 
oil man, told the Junior Chamber of 
Commerce here Wednesday.

Over 44,000 men, women and chil­
dren in Fort Worth, or more than 
one in five you meet on the street, 
depend for their livelihood directly 
upon the oil industry,’’ Mr. Neely 
reported. “ In addition, there are over
77.000 others in the 73 West Texas 
counties constituting our trade ter­
ritory. That’s a total of more than
122.000 Texans in these 74 counties 
who get their bread and meat sole­
ly from this one industry.”

Thousands more benefit indirectly 
from the expenditure of the wages 
of the oil employees, Mr. Neely de­
clared. Oil’s pay roll in Fort Worth 
is $11,758,800 a year, while in the 
West Texas area the industry spends 
$22,325,270 more for wages, a total 
of $34,084,070 a year. In addition, the 
oil industry pays West Texas ranch­
ers and farmers $20,000,000 a year 
in lease and royalty payments. Taxes

Age Limit Makes It 
Possible F o r More 

Bovs to Participate

Austin, Feb. 29.— For every high 
school footbsll player disqualified 
under the new 18-year Interscholas­
tic League rule, two will participate 
who would have been ineligible un­
der the former eight-semester regu­
lation. University o f Texas League 
officials believe.

"By stressing an age limit, we lose 
l.3fi8 older boys who could have re- 
turnetl under the semester rule,”  R. 
J. Kidd, league athletic director, ex­
plained. “ On the other hand, we 11 
gain exactly 2,990 who will still be 
under 18, but will have c»*npleU*d 
eight seme.sters’ attendance in school. 
Thai’s an increase of 1,662 or 54 per 
cent.

"What we’re trying to do is make 
it possible for more boys to play 
football without lowering either edu­
cation’s or the game’s standards."

Kidd als<i contended that tlie qual­
ity of players will not be impaired 
by the ag»*-limit reduction, pointing 
to the fact that only fiVe of the ‘2*2 
boys on the 1939 all-State football 
squad were 18. Of the remainder four 
weix* 16, 13 were seventeen.

The plan wa.s adopted to eliminate 
friction over the eight-semester rule 
that had arisen between 11-grade 
and 12-gra(k‘ schools, since the latter 
sysU'ms objecteil to the semester rul­
ing as unfair because it eliminated 
students in the twelfth g ’ âde. Under 
the new sy.stem the number of sem­
esters of participation will be unim­
portant.

lA'ague officials jiointiHl out that 
the state department of education has 
decided on a 12-grade school sy.stem 
for Texas and that, therefore, any 
discrimination against the system by 
the league would be in conflict with 
the board.

May Elected Head 
Community Gas Co.

Dallas, Feb. 29.-^''hester L. May 
of Dallas, executive vice-president 
and general manager of Community 
Natural Gas company and Texas 
Cities Gas company, Feb. 19 was 
elected president of the two com­
panies served by Lone Star Gas com­
pany. the wholesale end of the sys­
tem. Mr. May succeeds the late L. B. 

T

CHESTER L. MAY
Denning, Sr., who in addition to be-, 
ing president of I»n e  Star Gas cor­
poration was also president of these 
companies.

Mr. May’s election places him at 
the head of a gas s>"stem serving 
170,000 meters in more than '290 
towns and cities in north central 
Texas and southern Oklahoma, the 
largest gas system in the southwe.st. 
The system extends from Hollis and 
Purcell, Oklu., on the north, to Round 
Rock and College Station on the 
south, and from San .Angel© on the 
west, to Sulphur Springs and Clark.s- 
ville on the east. It also includes El 
Paso and Galveston which arc o ff the 
main pipe line system.

.A career man in the natural gas 
industry, .Mr. May entered the busi­
ness in 1909 in Ohio. He served with 
the Ohio Fuel Supply company and 
later with the Arkansas Natural 
Gas company. Coming to Texas in 
1916 to make a survey of all pro­
perties of Lone Star Gas company, 
he later was appointed assistant to 
the superintendent i f  gas measure­
ment and in 1921 { yras appointed

general superintendent of the Fkrm- 
ers Gas company.

This company was absorbed by 
Community Natural Gas company 
which was organized in 1926, and Mr. 
May was named general superinten­
dent with supervision over ¿he com­
pany’s expansion program. During 
the next five years he personally su­
pervised . the construction of more 
than 200 town distribution plants, 
the largest building program of any 
company in the country. This great 
accomplishment brought to towns 
and cities over a wide area the type 
of gas service previously enjoyed 
only by large cities.

In 1933 Texas Cities Gas company 
was merged with Community Nat­
ural and Mr. May was elected vice- 
presidont and general manager of 
both companies, having held that 
position in Community Natural since 
1929. In 1935 the Municipal Gas 
ertmpany, which seiri'ed 20 Texas 
cities, was also merged with the Com­
munity Natural Ga.s Co.
