Both State and County 
Tax Rates Reduced

As the result of reductions in the 
tax rate by both state and county, 
Taylor county property owners will 
pay 15 cents per hundred valuation 
less ad valorem taxes this year than 
last.

Meeting Tuesday, the state auto­
matic tax board reduced the state 
tax rate 8 cents, and the county rate 
o f 62 cents last year will probably 
be dropped to 66 centa, as recom­
mended in the budget of County 
Judge Carl P. Hulsey.

The state rate for 1940 will be 69 
cents, made up of a 35 cents levy 
for the general state fund, 27 cents 
for schools and 7 cents for Confed­
erate pensions. The general fund and 
Confederate pension rates are th? 
maximum permitted by the constitu­
tion. The schoerf rate was lowered 
from the maximum of 35 cents.

iel forces, who by a margin of two 
and two-fifths votes elected their 
candidate for convention chairman, 
Then Ash, county attorney-elect.

But in adopting a resolution put­
ting the cortvention on record as un­
equivocally against a sales tax in 
any form, action of the convention 
proved a political paradox, as the 
state convention so often does in con­
firming nomination of the party's 
choice and in outlining a platform 
opposed to his advocated principles.

The resolution, which was intio- 
duced by W. R. Ely and bitterly op­
posed by O’Daniel men. led by Rob­
ert M. Wagstaff, floor leader, read:

“ This convention declares itself 
opposed to a sales tax, for any pur­
pose, of any kind, and bj- whatso­
ever name called. We further de­
mand that any additional revenues 
for social security purposes be rais­
ed by taxes on the natural resour­
ces of Texas.”
