WAR WILL DRAW
FIRST NUMBER

Noon on Oct. 29 is Time Set for
Beginning of Army Training
Plan; To Call 800,000 Men By
Next June.

At Washington, D. C., at noon on
Oct. 29, Secretary of War Stimson
will draw the first number in a na-
tionwide lottery in which nearly 17,
000,000 young men hold tickets—
800,000 of tham good for a year's
service in the army.

Plans for the lottery were com-
pleted Monday at a conference of Dr.
Clarence Dykstra, director of selec-
tive service, and President Roosevelt.
At first Dykstra said that the presi-
dent would draw the first number,
but later announced that Mr. Roose-
velt desired this honor to go to Stim-
on.

The president will attend the his-
toric ceremony, to be held in the in-
terdepartmental auditorium, and will
make an address, to last about 10
minutes.

Within three weeks after Stimson
lifts #he first blue number capsule
from a big goldfish bowl, the initial
contingent of 30,000 draftees will be
on their way to training camps.

Anniversary Cotton
Gin is Celebrated

College Station, Oct. 24. — The
month of October, 1940, marks the
150th anniversary of the invention
of cotton ginning by Eli Whitney.

Prior to 1790, seed and lint were
laboriously separated by hand.

No other event can claim equal
economic importance in Texas and the
South, F. E. Litche, ginning special-
ist of the Texas A. & M. extension
service, has pointed out, It paved the
way for great development in agri-
culture, industry and world trade.

While the first cotton was ginned
on Whitney’s gin at Mulberry Grove

Savannah, Ga., the
bale was turned out
in Wilkes county in the state
Whitney established a gin
1793. He made many im-
provements on his gin in Wilkes
county. One of these was removal of
the lint from the saws by means of
a brush,

When Whitney's patent was grant-
ed March 14, 1794, by President
George Washington and signed by
Thomas Jefferson, it was for a period
of fourteen years. At the end of that
time he faced competition from a
number of gins that had been develop-
ed in the interim,
