Hitler lA)st Chance to 
Blitzkrieg: Britain

New York, Nov. 20.— .Adolf Hitler 
lost his chance to beat Britain into 
submission on Sept. 15, the “ last day” 
of the ma.ss aerial attack on London, 
Ralph Ingersoll, editor of PM, who 
has just returned from two weeks 
in the British capital, wrote Mon­
day.

On that day, Ingersoll said in the 
first of a series of copyright dis­
patches in his newspaper, Britain 
was virtually on her knees from nine 
days of blitzkrieg from the air, Lon­
don was in flames and British pilots 
and home defense workers were near 
exhaustion. Britain was ready for 
the knockout blow, he said, but Hit­
ler let his opportunity slip by. On 
Sept. 15, he recalled, the British 
brought down more than 200 enemy 
planes, and that ended the attempt­
ed mass blitz.

“ . . . On the last day of the battle 
over London (Sept. 15).”  he said, 
“ he (H itler) lost the last chance he 
will ever hah'e to blitzkrieg the 
British into submission.”

Deaths from Fires in 
Texas ShoM’ Decline

Austin, Nov. 20.— .A sharp decline 
in the number of fire deaths during 
the months of September and Oc­
tober was reported Monday by Mar­
vin Hall, state fire insurance com­
missioner.

The monthly average through Aug­
ust had been approximately 32 deaths, 
but only 47 Texans were burned to 
death during September and October. 
"This report reflects a great deal 
of improvement, but the record is far 
from perfect,”  he said. “ Our most 
dangerous fire-death months are 
upon us, and I want to impress upon 
every person the importance of ex­
ercising caution, particularly in the 
homes.”

The number of fire deaths for the 
first ten months o f the year tota'ed 
337. The leading causes of fatal 
bums were standing too close to open 
fires, improper use of gasoline, lack 
of proper exits, explosions.

Aggfies Establish New 
Record in Conference

College Station, Nov. 20.— When 
the Texas Aggies rseked up tlieir 
nineteenth victory in a row by de­
feating the Rice Owls here Saturday, 
26-0, they set a new all-time record 
for consecutive wins in the South­
west conference. In their present 
string they have been undefeated 
and untied while the record of 
eighteen games without defeat they 
broke was held jointly by the Uni­
versity of Texas and themselves, but 
both records were marred by one 

i scoreless tie.
Strange to relate, it was the A g­

gies who tied Texas in 1921 for the 
only technical blot on 'their record 
of 18 straight. The mar on the A g ­
gie record was a 0-0 game with L. 
S. U. in 1920 in their run of 18 
games without defeat. As is to be 
expected, Texas broke the Aggie 
string by defeating them in Austin, 
7-3 in 1920.

The next best consecutive run was 
made by T. C. U. in the period from 
1931 into 1933. Their string began 
with a victory over Baylor late in 
1931 and ended with a 13-0 defeat 
by Arkansas in 1933. However, S. M. 
U. played them a 0-0 game in 1931.

The present Aggie record string 
began with their opening game of the 
1939 season against Oklahoma AAM 
and has continued through the 10 
games of the regular schedule, plus 
thq Sugar Bow] win over Tulane, and 
on dow-n through the eight games 
played this year. The last game they 
lost was to Texas in Austin by a 
7-6 score on Thanksgiving day, 1938.

AAA  Committeemen to 
Be Elected Dec. 13-14

College Station, Nov. 20.— Practic­
ing the democracy they believe in, 
farmers and ranchmen all over Tex­
as «rill gather in community meet­
ings Dec. 13 or 14 to elect the men 
to administer the A A A  program 
locally during the coming year.

At eaoh of these meetings of A AA  
co-operators, three men will be elect­
ed to serve as community committee­
men during the coming year. At the 
same time, delegates will be selected 
to attend a county convention to be 
held the following day. ^

Delegates to the county conven­
tions will elect three committeemen 
to administer the prograim in the 
county. In addition, two alternate 
committeemen will be elected.

“ The committee set-up is the most 
important phase of the program,”  
George Slaughter, chairman of the 
state AAA  committee declared. “ These 
men are chosen because of their ad­
ministrative abilities, and on them de­
pends the success or failure of the 
farm program in their counties.”

Farmer-control of the program ia 
an actuality, not just an idea, the 
chairman continued. He cited the cot­
ton marketing quota referendum to 
be held Dec. 7 as one example of the 
“economic democracy” practiced by 
faiyners and the committee elections 
are another example.

All members of the county Agri­
cultural Conservation associations, 
composed o f all producers co-operat­
ing with the AAA , are eligible to 
participate in the committee elections. 
Slaughter said. He urged producers

to remennfcer that the committeemen 
«trould administer a program «rbich 
is of rital concern to all of them, and 
that, therefore, great care should be 
taken in getting the best men avail­
able for the positions.
