JAIL THE I'OM.MIMSTS 
AND KEEP 'EM THERE

Can there be much wonder that 
t h e  ordinary layman occasionally 
loses faith in our courts and eapress- 
es disgust at some of the decisions 
handed down by judges from their 
“ holier-than thou’ ’seats. The* instance 
of the 2-10-1 decision freeing from 
jail the notorious Harry Bridges last 
week is a case in point. The judge
