Several cooperators in the Mid­
dle Clear Fork Soil Conservation 
District are planting or preparing 
to plant winter cover crops.

R. E. Kidd of the Golan area is 
planting 60 acres of vetch and 
rye and 10 acres o f winter peas 
Kidd ha.s made a practice of 
planting SO to 75 acres ot vetch 
and rye on sandy land for sev 
eral years. He said vetch and rye 
produced a cover on the land 
that helped control wind erosion 
and at the same time it produced 
grazing, improv’ed soil filth and 
fertility, and produced a caah 
seed and grain crop

Orvel and D Hill of Golan 
;ue again planting vetch and rye 
for grazing and for protection 
from wind erosion.

Hoke Probst of the Sinclair 
area is planting his usual 2.50 
acres of vetch and rye on sandy 
land. In a recent interview Probst 
said. “ I had to use phosphate 
and plant soil building crops or 
turn much of my land out of cul­
tivation. I am easily producing on 
these improved fields, in one 
year, what would have bien hard 
to grow in three years without 
building up the land Vetch and 
rye has given me much grazin.g 
for cattle in winter and spring 
months, even in the spring of 
1952 when little grain furnished 
grazing."

Soil Con.servation employees of 
the Merkel office said that few 
seed dealers in Merkel or Anson 
were stocking vetch or winter 
pea .seed, but said they had been 
assured that orders for seed 
could be filled in two to three 
days.
