Here it is Jan. 1, 1954, and the
question arises: What are the pros- |
pects this year for Merkel and its
surrounding area? |

First let us ask; How has the |
past vear treated this area’

Let us look first at the agricul-
tural picture of 1953.

The crop, though not all that we
hoped it would be, was so much,
better than anyone anticipated o1
could think it would be in the
summer that we have to admit that
it was a pretty good crop after all

Considering the commodity price
it was a profitable crop where
'rains came and produced any crop
at all. Where the cotton gins in
1952 were more or less idle in 1953
we found them operating, some-
times all night, in Merkel, two of
them, in Stith, Noodle and at
Trent, one each.

In the summer, we are forced to
'admit, on account of the continued
drouth, much cattle was marketed
due to necessity. In late August
and September, when the rains
came, stocker or replacement cat
tle were bought. Right now those
folks are forced by necessity to
sell because the wheat crop has
been disappointing due to lack of
follow-up iuns. Now they must
either sell or feed them.

The price on livestock declined

Income Tax Laws
Allow Farmers
To Reclaim Losses

Texas farmers who suffered a
net operating loss in 1953 should
investigate provisions of federal
income tax laws that make alow-
ances for unprofitable farm opera-
tions.

Farmers showing a net loss this
year can use the loss to offset in-
come in future years, said C. H.
Bates, extension farm management
specialist. Also, Mr. Bates explain-
ed, any farmer who paid federal
taxes on 1952 income and who op-
erated at a loss during 1953 is elig-
ible to claim refund.

This is done by refiguring tax on
1952 income taking into account
this year's deficit. If all 1953 defi-
ciencies are not absorbed, the re-
maining loss may be carried for-
ward for five years consecutively
commencing with 1954.

Whether a farm showed a net
loss or gain during the year is de-
termined by the figure derived on
jtax schedule 1040F, page one, line
IIO

‘The computation and claiming
of a farm loss is not as easy as it
first appears,” said the specialist.
first appears,” said the specialist.
“Farmers desiring to claim deficits
should consult a competant ac-
countant or a representative of the
Internal Revenue Service.”

Mr. Bates explained farmers
: should claim the refund when sub-
mitting this year's tax return, us-
ing form 843. Otherwise, they lose
the chances to file losses for the
1952 period when income was sub-
jected to tax.

Not
only factories producing war ma-
terials will bé wiped out but indus-
tries making peaceful products
will also be destroyed.

An atomic war is a war with no
punches pulled.

This the President told the UN,
which also includes Russia.

Speaking as a statesman, Presi-
dent Eisenhower told the world
what could be done for the better-
ment of mankind with atomic ma
terial. He told the world what the
United States was willing te do
to pool atomic material for the
good of everyone, for peace pur
poses, for the healing of the
wounds of the world. He asked the
world to go along with him, he
asked Russia to participate in this
humane enterprise.

At this writing Russia has indi
cated that she wants to talk the
matter over. Though the bid to
speak may be just a matter of
talking the offer to death, at least,
as many have said, it is “hopeful.”

John Foster Dulles, our Secre-
tary of State, is no amateur in
world affairs. He realizes that the
time for action among the Euro-
pean powers to defend themselves
has come. They must unite or
they will perish.

He has bluntly told them that we
do not intend to “commit suicide
with them.” What the result of his
blunt statement will be is yet to be
seen.

By not letting down our guard
and with the peaceful purposes of
President developing into action
we may look for this year of 1954
to be a more peaceful year than
was 1953.
