The directors hire a General
Manager to run the business. The manager
of Tavlor Electric Cooperative, Inc., is
Lester F. Dorton.

The important things to remember are:

Anyone may become a member of
the cooperative by paying a member-
ship fee,

Each member has only one vote, no

DOES THIS COOPERATIVE
PAY TAXES?

Recently there has been a lot of discus-
sion to the effect that this co-op and other
cooperatives don’t pay taxes.

Top news of the week is the ar-
rest of Bascom Giles.

The former land Commissioner
was charged with conspiracy to
commit theft of 583500 in state
funds.

Giles' indictment was issued by
the Travis County grand jury fol-
lowing investigation of alleged
irregularities in the veterans' land
program.

He was released after posting a
$60,000 bond — first set at $100.-
000 and later reduced.

Strict secrecy has shrouded
Travis County’s land fraud indict-
ments.

An unknown number of them
have been made. Names of others
indicted will be announced as ar-
rests are made.

Shepperd Busy

A report from the Attorney Gen-
eral's office reveals that since the
beginning of the veterans’ land
investigation in October of last
year, John Ben Shepperd's’ of-
fice has been a beehive of activity.

Shepperd estimates he and his
assistants have traveled over 18-
000 miles and have put in over 41 -
000 man-hours of time on the vet.
erans land investigation.

Sessions Passing

Half of the regular session of
the 54th Legislature is gone.

Governor Shivers said he wasn’t
perturbed at the slow start on im-
portant tax, water, appropriations
and other legislation. He hadn’t
expected  lawmakers to finish
much legislation in the first half
of the session.

There still is plenty of time, the
Governor believes, to complete the
program.

Minor Water Bills

Two minor water bills got an
okay in the House.

One gives the State Water Board

)

The other requires water dis
tricts to register with the state
board.

Important water conservation
measures, involving millions of
dolars, have not reached a vote in
either house.

Insurance Bills

Two big insurance bills were
hung in committee. Rep. Floyd
Bradshaw's omnibus bill would
regulate fire and casualty compan-
ies of all kinds. Sen. Searcy Brace-
well’'s’ would regulate life com-
panies.

Regulations in Bradshaw's bills
would: Raise minimum capital and
surplus requirements (combined)
to $200,000 for fire companies;
$300,000 for casualty; and $500 .-
000 for companies writing more
than one line.

One advocate of his bill said,
“Insurance companies have to be
born big.”

Governor Shivers, on the other
hand, said that just because an in-
surance company is small doesn't
mean it isn’t sound.

CO-OP HASSLE

Lt. Gov. Ben Ramsey and Atty.
Gen, John Ben Shepperd are on
opposite sides of what promises
(to be a long and involved legal
tussle over rural electrification.

Ramsey is attorney for the co-
ops. Shepperd has filed a suit to
determine the authority of an
REA to serve resident of Gilmer,
Texas.

This is for the providing of
ielc.-ctric power for two water
pumps. There is the expense of
the maintenance on the pumps.

There is a need to have addi-
tional funds to pay for laying of
water lines in the new section as
well as some areas in the old sec-
tion that have not been served.

It was the original purpose of
the cemetery committee to use the
| proceeds from the sale of lots to
| buy additional acreage when need-

ed, to pay for surveying and per-

| manent marking. That fund has
been exhausted in recent acquisi-
tion and development and to pay

for regular expenses over and
above the amount used from con
tributions.

The cemetery association is non
| profit corporation. All money
from the sales of lots is handled
by Fred Starbuck as a convenience

What does this all add up to?
