Early blooming shrubs 
start forming buds for next year’s

o ff in the spring.
Many of our most popular shrubs 

are early blooming, such as; bridal 
wreath, flowering peach, and flow­
ering quince, sometimes called 
japónica. Red bud. golden bell and 
many others bloom even before 
leaves come out .. . Waiting until 
late spring or early summer to cut 
back these early blooming plants 
will remove some of the blos.oms 
which tlie plant has started to 
grow for next spring.

Just after it has bloomed is a 
I good time to cut back pyracantiia. 
I It is easy to see where the berries 
, will be formed next winter. These¡plants grow rapidly and often need 

severe pruning, .»o it may not be 
possible to save all the berries.

Berries can be ei’enly distribut­
ed over the plant by cutting off 
limbs near the ground and at un­
even heights. In good soil, pyra- 
cantha may need to be cut back 
every year. It is a good laile to cut 

back about 12 of the growth each 
I year. This al.so applied to photinia 

and other large growing plants.
Right after pruning is a good 

time to feed the plants to get them 
started on making a crop of 
blooms for next spring

Normal planting time is .April 1 
to June 15, about 2 lbs. .seed per 
acre being the standard planting 
rate. This gras.s does best planted 
in rows and plowed two to three 
times yearly, according to produc­
ers who have grown it for several 
years.

Do’ planting on nearly flat 
ground with just enough soil on 
the seed to prevent blowing out is 
the accepted method of planting.

Farmers and ranchers who have 
run this grass for several, years, 
then followed it with feed or cot­
ton say that the soil performs 
much like new ground. This is un­
derstandable because blue panic 
has a dense, matted root system 
similar to native range grasses and 
it tends to improve soil structure 
and condition soil as so many con­
servation farmers have reported.

This grass lends itself extremely 
well to a rotation of cash crop 
grassland farming, and with cur­
rent acreage controls in effect, it 
is possible that it will become a 
major soil building and grazing 
crop in the Middle Clear Fork Soil 
Conseisation District.

Soil Conservation Service pers- 
sonnel of the Merkel office esti­
mate that from 4.000 to 5,(K)0 acres 
of blue panic grass will be plant­
ed in the Merkel-Trent area in 
1955
