Admini.stration in Washington, no-' 
tified the cooperatives of such a 
plan, and offered mem an op-1 
portunity to lav plans for the con-' 
'(ruction of an atomic energy 
plant in this area.

Dorton said the manage:s of the 
cooperative would recommend to 
their boards the acceptance of tlu | 
invitation, hut there W !i| no indica- j  
tion when such construction, or 
where, might start.

F. L. McRcc. -professor of civil 
engineering at Texas Tci h. began 
the 1955-56 term with different 
tilings on his mind than he’s had 
any other year since he joined 
the Tech staff in 1927.

Mr. and Mrs. McRee returned 
to IjUbbock on Sept. 13. a year 
and a day after he began a leave 
of absence from the school to 
represent the I ’. S. government 
as a consulting engineer in 
Palestine. They live at 2424 22nd 
St.

Prof. McRee was one of many 
L'. S. representatives giving tech­
nical aid to foreign countries 
through the International Co­
operation Administration, orig­
inally called the Point Four pro­
gram.

He says he was pleasantly sur­
prised at the large mileage of 
asphalt pavement in Israel, al­
though the roads still provided 
rough riding because of a lack of 
knowledge of modern building 
methods and machinery

He .says while Israel has a 
large number of motor vehicles, 
more than one half the passeiiter 
cais are taxicabs. He adds that 
taxes and busts are the principal 
modes of transportation because 
of the high co.st of private ve­
hicles. He says automobiles there 
cost more than twice a., mich as 
they do hero and have a luxury 
tax of more than 100 percent.

I’rof. .McRec fouinl engineers 
in Lsrael highly educated but 
lacking experience in modern 
road building methods. He espcci 
ally praises the Israelist School 
of Technology where he says 
equipment ranks with leading in­
situations of this country. He 
.says the school has an excellent 
faculty but overcrowded class­
rooms. It is being moved and 
enlarged, partly with help from 
wealth American Jewry.

Given Housing .Allowance
U. S. government and private 

aid is also helping the country- 
keep a progressive pace, 
according to McRee In the work 
McRee w.'-s doing, I ’. S. money 
was being us. 1 mo.stly to build 
secondary and village approach 
roads.

The McRees were given an al­
lowance from the government for 
their living quarters in Tel .Aviv, 
where McRee says they had the 
nicest 5-room apartment he has 
seen.

Prof. McRee says the Ik S. has 
80 staff and technical employes 
in Israel, in addition to the em­
bassy and consulate staffs He 
was among tho.se under jurisdic­
tion of the ambas.sador. Security- 
staffs kept McRee and his fellow 
workers away from danger zones 
such as the Gaza Strip where 
two or three major clashes have 
occurred during the past year. 
However, he had one road project 
near the Gaza Strip.

Saw Little Tension
The American headquarters 

were set up in Tel Aviv because 
the U. S. government has not 
recognized Jerusalem at the capi­
tal. McRee says he saw com-

paratively little of the tension in 
\ the Middle East but he noted 
I that villagers near the borders 
are armed.

While Tel Aviv is a mordern 
city of 350,000 population, it in­
cludes Jaffa, a former Arab city 
and one of the oldest continuous­
ly inhabited cities in the world. 
Jaffa now has a thorough mix­
ture of Jews and Arabs. McRee 
says.

McRee's year’s leave of absence 
from fech was arranged after he 
attended the fifth annual Highway 
Ttransportation Congress in 
Washington in May 1954. .At the 
congress he met .Alfred J. Yan 
Dyke, the second student to 
register in Tech and a graduate 
of 1929. .A traveling highway en- 

i gineer with the ICA, Van Dyke 
suggested the foreign assignment 

! for McRee.
After two weeks of orientation 

j in Wa.shington, McRee and his 
w-ifc flt-w- to Tel .Aw. stopping in 

; Rome four days. .Also fly ing on 
j their return trip, they visited 
I .Amsterdam, Brussels, Paris and 
j London.

In the Middle East they visited 
Lebanon, Syria. Damasca.s and 
1 rans-Jordan and spent a week 
in Egypt.

McRec believes the highlight of 
his trip was visits to spots of 
Biblical historical interest. They 
included Nazareth, the Sea of 
(iaiilee. Ml. Tabor (believed to 
be the Mount of Transfiguration), 
Beersheba. .Ashkelon. the Dead 
Sea. Jer.cho Jacob’s AV e 1 1 , 
Samaria in Trans-Jordan. Herod’s 
city of N'abulus, and the old 
walled city of .Jerusalem, which is 
in Trans-Jordan.

A'isited Tomb
The McRees visited the garden 

tomb Protestants generally rec­
ognize as the burial place of 
Jesus, and the site of Solomon's 
temple in the Temple .Area, which 
is now the site of a Moslem 
mosque. They also saw some of 
the high priests of the 150 re­
maining Samaritans. \fcRee says 
the Samaritans are dying out 
because they do not permit inter­
marriage with other tribes.

They visited the A'ale of Eschol, 
where they saw ruins of a palace 
4xgun by .Abraham, and Hebron, 
near which .Abraham is believed 
to have lived. McRee says the 
large grapes noted bv spies Moses 
sent into Canaan are still abun­
dant in the Vale of Eschol. Many 
of the McRees' more than 200 
color slides from the trip were 
taken in that area.

The high point of the visits was 
Christmas. 19.54. which Prof, and 
Mrs. McRee spent in Bethlehem. 
.Although they are active mem 
bers of the First Presbyterian 
Church, they attended midnight 
mass in the Church of the Nativity- 
on Christmas. Because of crowd­
ed conditions, attendance at the 
mass was with tickets only, and 
McRee says several hundred per­
sons in Bethlehem could not get 
in that night.

WHAT IS A TORT?
A ‘‘tort’’ is a legal wrong or 

injury committed upon the per­
son or property of another. Ex­
amples are assault, battery, false 
imprisonment, libel, slander, mail- i 
cious prosecution, alienation of af-! 
fections. and negligence causing  ̂
personal injuries or property dam-1 
age.

The remedy provided by law 
to persons against whom a tort ; 
is committed is an action for | 
money damages. Liability arises 
from a breach of duty primarily 
fixed by the law. In some cases, 
the person wronged may have the 
additional remedy of injunction 
or of specific re.stituation of prop 
erty. The injured party must act 
in a timely manner, since the 
statutes impose limitation on the 
time within which he may begin 
suit. ,

A breach of a contract is not 
a tort. Neither is a tort necessari-1 
ly a crime, although in some in­
stances the same act may be both 
a tort and a crime. For example, 
if one man slashes another with 
a knife, he may be prosecuted 
criminally. He may also be sued 
in a civil action for the injuries 
caused by the a.ssault and battery. ■ 

The law of torts is not static. ] 
It grows with the growth of so­
ciety. In some instances it takes 
an act of the Legislature to keep 
pace with the changing attitudes 
01 society. In other situations, new 
torts are developed by the courts. 
For example, the invasion of a 
person’s right of privacy has come 
in many states to be recognized 
as a remedial wrong — that is. a 
wrong for which the law provides 
a remedy by way of money dam­
ages. Texas has not yet adopted 

‘ this view.

Torts are something classed as 
follows;

1. Intentional wrongs, such as 
trespass to land, assault and bat­
tery, false imprisonment, and 
conversion of personal property. 
In all of these cases the act must 
l>e intentionally done

2. Negligence, such as careless 
ofieration of a motor vehicle caus­
ing injury to another.

3. Strict liability, such as the 
keeping of dangerous animals, or 
the doing of a potentially dang­
erous thing, which is not a mat­
ter of common usage, such as 
blasting.

The law of torts, built up over 
a period of many years by the 
proi-ess of court decisions and 
legilative enactment, forms a si­
lent but strong protection neces­
sary in an orderly society.
