Only three 
or four have turned out bad and 
for that kind of percentage it 
is well worth every nickel that 
Farley gets through donations 
from throughout Texas and oth­
er states. The entire program is 
financed by donations, and when 
it takes about $57 a month to 
keep a boy at the ranch, you can 
see that 200 of them costs plenty 
of money.

One of the former Boys 

I ranch students last Fail was 
the outstanding freshman 
athlete and student at a ma­
jor midwestem university, 
and this Fall, no doubt, his 
name will be cried over the 
radio, television and print­
ed in the newspapers many 
times. But few will know 
that if it hadn't been for Cal 
Farley giving this boy a
chance when he was 10
years old. he might have 
been doing time at some pri­
son Instead of getting a col­
lege education on a cholar- 
ship.

Merkel farrrers and ranchers 
were warned today to lea.n all 
of the provisions of President 
Eisenhower's soil bank plan be­
fore they go to sign up papers, 
the deadline of which has been

I w.tli few exceptions, is July 20, 
and all farmers will have a 
chance to sign up by then.

If full advantage is taken 
of the soil bank, Carothers 
estimated Texas farmers will 
benefit In the tune of S140 
million It is believed that 
the soil bank will benefit 
farmers in the Merkel area, 
for it has been said that some 
larmers whose trops are no 
so good i.iav de I'le to place 
acreage iu the .oil bank. Dry 
weather has hurt farmers in 
tl is area.
The only exciption to the July 

20 deadline is for landlords not 
available for signature by that 
time. Such landlords have until 
July 31, but operators still must 
file by July 20.

1 Herts will be several meetings 
w'ith farmers between now and 
July 20 in -/hic‘ i p.ovisions of 
the plan will be explained. This 
will be done through county a- 
gent's offices.

If maximum participation ob­
tained, Texas farmers would get 
for cotton reductions $111,000,- 
000 peanuts $2 500.000, rice $13.- 
OOC.OOO, and wheat $13,500.00.

Orly alloted acreages of cot­
ton, wheat, peanuts and rice can 
be put under acreage reserve in 
Texas.

Farmers may qualify for acre­
age reserve agreements in one of 
these ways;

1. I f he underplanted his allot­
ment for cotton, peanuts or rice 
because he either anticipated put­
ting acreage in the soil bank or 
because of unfavorable weather.

2. If he underplanted his allot­
ment for winter wheat and serti- 
fies this was because of unfavor­
able weather.

3. I f  he complied with acreage 
ailotment, but an acreage of the 
c.’op was not harvested because 
of drouth, flood or other natural 
causes.

4. If he plows unc^er or mow;s 
some of his alloted acreage by 
the deadline date set for lys area 
for the crop involved.

For wheat and rive, the 
most that ean be put in the 
the acreage reserve is half 
of the allotment or 5 acres, 
whichever is larger. The 
smallest that can be put iq  
the soil bank is 10 per cent 
of the allotment or five acrM, 
whichever Is larger.
For cotton and peanuts, the 

maximum acrei(\e is half the al­
lotment or 10 acres, whichever is 
larger; the maximum forr cotton 
is 10 percent o f the allotment or 
two acres, whichever is larger; 
and for peanuts, 10 per cent or 
one acre, whichever is larger.

Reserve acreages cannot be 
grazed after June 22, 19.56 and no 
harvest of any type is permitted 
during ail of 1956.

Mr. Jac F. Dominy, work unit 
conservationist of the SCS locat­
ed at Abilene brought a most in­
spiring message in which he 
brought out the immediate dang­
er to the nation’s economy of al­
lowing the soil to escape from us 
thru wind and rain erosion. He 
pointed out that nations* and

communities once strong and well 
fed have declined or become ex­
tinct with the loss of the soil.

Pastor C. G. Sewell brought 
the concluding mesage from the

text in Ps. 24:1 “ The earth is the 
Lord’s and the fullness thereof; 
the wc.'ld and they that dwell
therein.”

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LEGAL COLUMN
SHOULD LAW YEIS  
BEPRESENT CRIMINAL 
DEFENDANTS?

One of the cardinal principles 
of American law is that a man 
is considered innocent until prov­
en guilty by proper legal pro­
ceedings. Practi 'v everyone 
pays lip service ti .il, but
many fail to realize that .he right 
to be represented by counsel is 
a logical and essential corollary 
of that theory of justice. There is 
a good deal of criticism of at­
torneys representing defendants 
in criminal cases. Much of this 
criticism is pnjust.

Should lawyers defend in court 
perrsons whom they know or have 
gdbd reason to believe are guilty 
of the crimes charged against 
them? A  recent scientific sampl-

ing of the attitude of the public 
in Texas toward lawyers and law
problems shows that more than 
half of all persons interviewed 
thought it was wrong for a law­
yer to defend such a person.

Such an attitude is rather sta.i- 
ling to thinking citizens and 
members of the Bar. Surely the 
guiltiest criminal has a right to 
a fair trial by the law of the land. 
Such a trial he cannot have with­
out a competent attorney to see 
that a fair jury is selected and 
that only lawful evidence is intro­
duced against him.

With reference to this feeling 
on the part of a sizeable portion 
of the public, a certain District 
Judge who tries many criminal 
cases, and who served eighteen 
years as a prosecuting attcpney 
before his election to the Bench, 
recently offered the following 
comments; p

“ The result of this survey is 
no surprise to me, in that during 
my eighteen years of prosecuting 
this feeling has been madedcnown 
to me by hundreds of persons.

“ The feeling on the part of the 
general public in this regard is 
bronght about to a great extent 
by the sincere efforts on the part 
of the defense counsel to see 
that his client receives the benf- 
fit of every legal safeguard to 
which he is entitled. These legal 
maneuvers are often misunder­
stood by the layman as an un­
ethical effort to defeat justice,

by delay of the trial, and b]( tak­
ing advantage of certain defens­
es that to the layman appear to 
be trivial technicalities.

“ Attorneys are the only ones 
who can correct the erroneous 
feeling of the general public re­
garding the defense of one who 
appears to be guilty as charged. 
We attorneys should emphatical­
ly state to the inquiring person 
that it is one of the cardinal 
rights of the individual in a dem­
ocratic society to be considered 
innocent until his guilt is estab­
lished beyond a reasonable doubt 
by legal and cameptent evidence.

“ The public must be brought to 
the realization that all who are 
charged with crime are entitled 
to the expert counsel and aid 
of an attorney, and that the 
sworn duty of such attorney is to 
see that each protective legal 
right, to which the accused is en­
titled, is afforded him."

Now and then a lawyer will ov­
erstep the bounds of his duty in 
defending those charged with 
crime. When that happens, the 
legal profession is even more in­
dignant than the public general­
ly, and appropriate disciplinary 
proceedings are instituted where 
warranted.

“C'H.WCE" WINDOW SIZE 
BY tSE  OF DRAPERIES 

Altering the size or shape of 
a badly proportioned window 
does not necessarily call for a 
major semodeling pob. Often a 
problem window can be madi to 
appear more in harmony with itg 
room by use of a curtain style 
that seems to widen or narrow, 
shorten or lengthen the window.

Here are suggestions for chang­
ing window proportions.

To make small windows look 
Jarger, extend side draperies on 
the wall so that they just cover 
the frame. This wal, the window 
appears to have the extra width 
of that part of the drapes that 
extend out over the wall.

i f  windows a.e wider than you 
want them, use the same rule in 
reverse: hang draperies to the 
inside so that they cover the 
frame and part of the pane.

The longer the curtains, the 
longer the window will seem. 
Straight-line drapes that hang to 
the floow give a window the ap­
pearance of greater length. Ad­
dition of a valance or cornice 
board that just hides the window 
frame at the top. covering part of 
the wall above the window, will 
give maximum height.

To make a long window look 
shorter, use short draperies or 
tieback curtains. Curved lines of 
the latter will detract from the 
height of the opening.

Here is a recipe you mikht 
like to try.
Oatea Bread

2 cups sifted flour
