Johnson’s House

Bill Introduced
To Senate

Senator Lyneon B. Johnson has
introduced in the Senate a bill
designed to speed up housing
loans to veterans without any in-
crease in the present interest
rate of four and one-half per cent.

The Johnson bill has three prin-
cipal provisions:

(1) Tt would make available 25
per cent of the Natignal Service
Life Insurance Fund for direct
veterans’ loans at four and one-
half per cent interest.

(2) It would increase the au-
thorized amount of the mortgage
limit from $10,000 to $14,000.

(3) It would eliminate some of
the delays in processing applica-
tions, which in many cases have
actually prevented loans from be-
ing made.
