farm counties of Texas have lost 
population these last 10 years and 
that w'c had 350 small business 
failures in Texas last year.

The farm program, as it is now 
administered, is a failure to the 
farmer and to the American tax- 
paver This is true despite the fact 
the government is spending three 
lime.s as much money ip the narre 
of agriculture as it was eight years 
ago. and .Agriculture Secretary 
Benson has increased his staff by 
28 percent in that period.

Price support cuts .•'dvoerted by 
Secretary Benson and forced by 
.Admimsiration vetoes have re­
sulted in a 20 per cent increase in 
production This has meant a 
buildup of fantastic grain surplus 
and staggering storage costs to 
the government.

•A House Appropriations Com­
mittee study, which was signed un­
animously by Republicans as well 
as Democrats, found that farm 
problems “ epres" urged by Secrc- 
taty Benson have cost American 
taxpayers nearly $30-hiilion. To 
achieve a balanced and healthy 
economy, the Congress must legis­
late and the .Agriculture Secretary 
must administer in good faith, a 
new f.arm program vvhicl. will:

8 billion 
which the nation had previousl.v 
spent in the name of agriculturi 
ir the entire history of the de­
partment from 1862 up through 
1952

These fantastic expenditures, 
linked with a 24 per cent reduc­
tion in farm income since 1952, 
and giant stock? of gr.ain sur­
pluses graphically show how the 
farm program as it is now ad­
ministered is an utter failure.

While the farmer's income has 
dropped off 24 per cent since 
1952. the income of industrial
workers has increased 33 per 
cent and corporation dividend
payments climbed 47 per cent.

This adverse trend in the in­
come of farm families was reflect­
ed last year in the death of 100,- 
000 farms just as it had been
marked in previous years with 
the collapse of several hundred 
thousand other family farms. It 
is also reflected in tbe boarded 
up businesses in country towns 
which had depended on farm 
families and in the population 
loss of 148 Texas counties in the 
past 10 years

One of the most serious, if not 
the most serious, domestic prob­
lems facing this nation today is 
instituting a sound, workable 
farm program. It is clear that we 
must tailor production to meet 
the needs of .America and the 
free world, establish workable 
nrodurfion controls, and assure 
farmn-s of price supports at full 
parity to allow them a reasonable 
return on their investment in 
line with income of other jobs 
and business.

.A workable farm program, one 
which will not only benefit the 
farmer but all .Americans can be 
ppjsed and administered, and 
at considerably less cost than the 
«4 billion farm appropriations 
bill recently passed by the Sen­
ate.
