Well, we could talk about the
weather or the cattle market
this week — maybe it'd be best
to think about both

The dry weather is geifting
worse every day mn our area.
However, here in the Canyon our
tanks are full and
there is olenty of grass for
awhile. But folks haven't for-
gotten the bad drouth we had in
the 50s because it is nearly June
and not much sign of crops.

The last few days we have
been over a lot of country and
our area around Merkel is as
good as any. We were in the
Nolan area a few days ago and
it is dry there. Their crops are
about like ours here. Some far-
mers there said the land was
too dry to bring up all the crops
that have been plantcd.

We were in Abilene for the
cattle sale Monday. Some 1,500
head of cattle were on the mar-
ket. Lots of stockmen were out
of stock water and some were
out of grass

The cattle market has been so
good the last few years that
some farmers and stockmen have
been increasing their herds so
they might have a few more
calves to sell Now they report
that we just have too many cat-
tle and no place to go with them.

I heard many reports while at-
tending the sale, of the dry wea-
ther in the area from here to
New Mexico and on to Oklahoma
So that means that cattle from
this area will be moving to mar-
