A survey of pesticides used by
farmers and how they are used,
will be made in Taylor County
luring February and March, ac-
cording to Cary D
Statistician, Texas Crop and Live-
stock Reporting Service.

Taylor County is one of 400
counties in the U. S. included in
a national study of farm uses of
pesticides. The results will be us-
ed to help assess the economic
impact of present and future us-
es of chemical control measures.
