One such time is when you
read the label on a medicine con-
tainer, says the Council on Fam-
ily Health. Taking or giving
medicine is so important to the
health and safety of you and
your family that you should un-
derstand the directions you are
reading, and then double check
yourself.

If you want to measure how
well you understand what you
read, test yourself by reading a
medicine label in your home, says
the Council, a non-profit organi-
zation sponsored as a public serv-
ice by leading members of the
drug industry.
