Democrat Incumbent Jesse 
James received 1296 votes 
for state treasurer to 678 for 
Republican Robert G. Holt;

Parmer County voters 
joined with those across 
Texas in favoring Democra-
tic candidates in Tuesday's 
general election. 

In what was considered an 
average turnout for a 
non-presidential election a 
total of 2074 voters went to 
the polls in Parmer's eight 
voting precincts. The turn-
out was slightly above 
average in Bovina where 439 
votes were cast, some 62 per 
cent of the registered voters 
in this precinct. 

Incumbent Democratic 
Governor Dolph Briscoe 
received a total of 1217 
Parmer County votes to lead 
over his Republican oppo-
nent, Dr. James Granberry 
of Lubbock, who had a total 
of 783. 

In the other race of prime 
interest in Bovina, Incum-
bent County Commissioner 
Charlie Jefferson was rein-
stated with 232 votes over 
Richard Carson, who had 
waged a strong write-in 
campaign, and received 182 
votes in the Bovina and 

picked nine of the 10 games on the 
contest slate. Emmett Tabor had seven 
correct predictions to widen his lead to 
five over Mrs. Jeanne Kerby in the race 
for the grand prize at the end of the 
13-week contest. 

He moved to Kingsland 
about two years ago from 
Bovina after retiring from 
the real estate business. He 
farmed here a number of 
years ago and built and 
operated the Sands Motel 
for several years. He had 
resided in Farwell and was 
active in the real estate 
business after selling the 
motel.

BY NOW, many of you have 
probably seen, and are 
perhaps enjoying, your copy 
of "A History of Parmer 
County." 

The history book, pro-
duced by the Parmer 
County Historical Society 
and written by Nelson 
Lewis, is a beautifully done 
volume, and the author and 
the Historical Society are to 
be congratulated for their 
successful venture. 

This book traces the 
history of Parmer County 
from 1907 up to 1930. It is 
labeled as "volume one," 
intimating that someday, a 
second volume should be 
produced. 

An attractive, hard bound 
volume, the history book 
contains a number of family 
histories, written by family 
members themselves. 

Author Lewis did con-
siderable research for the 
book, and has included a 
chapter on man for whom 
Parmer County is named-
-Martin Parmer. It is 
perhaps the most extensive 
treatise on Martin Parmer 
ever published. Also, there 
is a picture of Parmer--the 
first one we've ever seen. 
It's taken from a mural in a 
museum at Washington (On 
the Brazos), Texas. 

Other chapters are de- 
voted.  to the XIT 	to 
the three major commu-
nities (Friona, Bovina and 
Farwell), and to the smaller 
communities. There is also 
a chapter dealing with 
"Trails Across Parmer," a 
chapter on county cattle 
brands, and one unique 
chapter which reproduces 
some outstanding old letter-
heads. 

Perhaps one of the most 
unique chapters is the final 
one, which features time-
honored recipes of every-
thing from lye soap to 
watermelon ice cream. 

Produced by Nortex Press 
of Quanah, which has 
produced a number of 
county histories, the book is 
the largest yet to be printed 
by the company, containing 
over 400 pages. 

Included in the back of the 
book is a complete repro-
duction of a special issue of 
the Farwell "Times," pub-
lished on February 13, 
1908--less than a year after 
the creation of the county.

Thursday was a very disappointing day and one of 

disillusion for a number of Bovina people. 
Living in such a small town, we tend to cluck over the 

happenings and "going-ons" in cities such as Houston 
and Dallas. 

But Halloween night, 1974, in Bovina was just as 
terrible in its own way.
