"W e are out here fighting 
a drouth and this constant 
wind and now Agriculture 
Secretary Butz Is chiseling 
us out of our disaster pay­
ments,’’ states Billy Bob 
Toombs, a Taylor County 
farmer.

in fact, we’ll be lucky to get 
our seed money back on our 
wheat or cotton, much less 
the plowing costs.”

Those attending the meet­
ing compared the actual me­
chanics of the disaster pay­
ment computation with the 
congressional Intant through 
the help of examples pro­
vided by Texas Farmers 
Union States Office staff. It 
was obvious from these ex­
amples that the most re­
strictive interpretations pos­
sible were being used by 
ASCS in computing disaster 
payments.

Texas Farmers Union’s 
President, Jay Ñaman at
