sanctions should be applied
until such time cooperation
and all-out energy develop-
ment is achlevedfrom the re-
luctant areas,

J. Flke Godfrey, executive
vice president of WTCC, inan
oral statement before the
public hearing said that,
‘‘basically federal regula-
tory policies of the past and
even in effect today that are
{1l conceived and Inerrorare
the cause of the energy prob=
lems of this nation,”

Godfrey also said that
‘““Project Independence could
be achieved if the Federal
Government would concern
itself with removing federal
obstructions to a free mar-
ket, free enterprise system,
No massive Federal Govern=
ment regulatory program is
needed, What is needed is a
concentrated expediting and
freeing from government
hindrance of the free enter-
prise, profitincentive system
S0 that it can work.”

In his oral statement God-
frey sald that, ‘“‘there is
plenty of room for botn peo-
ple and industry in the West
Texas region and enough en~
ergy sources, If the free
enterprise is allowed to de-
velop them, Our prosperity
and well-being would be ad-
versely affected by arbitrar-
ily imposed energy limita-
tions and stultifying federal
regulations on energy de-
velopments.,..Let us not for
get that the present popula-
tion necessitates a growing
and prosperous nation with
Jobs and sufficiency for all,
Adequate energy is an abso~
lute necessity to accomplish
this,”

He closed his oral state-
ment before the hearing with
this suggestion: ‘‘The Fed-
eral Government would do
well to adopt as its creed to
accomplish Project Indepen~
dence, the old saying that
goes, ‘‘Help or get out of
the way!”’

In its written statement to
the Federal Energy Admini-
stration, West Texas Cham-
ber of Commerce took the
following positions:

No price regulations for
instrastate gas should be al-
lowed because the results
would be as disastrous in-
trastate as it has been inter-
state,

Legislation should be en-
acted that would deregulate
the price of natural gas and
allow it to reach a competi=
tive level.

No Federal Wageand Price
Controls should again be at-
tempted under conditions as
foreseen at this time,

The Federal Government
should encourage the elec-
trical power generating in-
dustry to make use of maxi-
mum flexibility provided un-
der the Federal Clean Air
Act, Temporarily easing of
strict standards on coal and
high sulfur fuel oil could ease
pressure on other energy
supplies and give technology
time to catch up. This act
provides for a two-year ex-
tension to states where the
necessary technology or
other alternatives are not
avallable or will notbe avail~
able in time for compliance,

The Federal Government
should develop a national en~
ergy policy and coordinate
a program to accomplish the
Nation's energy goals, The
chief role of the Government
should be to establish guide~
lines, priorities, and to eli-
minate delays, conflicts and
confusion that prevail among
various Federal, State and
Municipal agencies.

All this could be done by
the Federal Government if it
would concern itself with re-
moving federal obstructions

Every Section Should Develop Energy

to a free market, free enter~
prise system, No massive
bureaucratic program s
needed, What is needed is a
concentrated, expediting and
freeing from government
hindrance of the free enter-
prise, profitincentive system
so that it can work,

For the remainder of the
period of price controls, fed-
eral regulations should re-
cognize the natural produce-
tion decline that would take
place from existing ‘‘oldoil”
reserves, and allow uncon-
trolled ‘‘new oll” price in-
centives for all unitization
or secondary/tertiary pro-
jects that provide increased
crude recovery above this
decline,

In regard to research and
development including regu-
latory policy, West Texas
Chamber of Commerce be-
lieves the Federal Govern-
ment and industry should
channel the U.S. scientific
knowledge Intc accelerated
development of techonology
for energy in areas that are
not yet to the point where
they have commercial appli=
cability, An effort like that
given the space program
should certainly make great
strides in meetingour energy
goals.,

As to conservation, gove-
ernment and industry should
take the lead in developing
full-scale programs to in-
form and educate the public
on energy conservation and
its efficient use, Recent pub=-
lic messages suggesting ways
for motorists to conserve
gasoline are good examples
of the type of effort needed,

These efforts obviously
will not solve the nation’s
energy problem; but, if all
211 million U.S, citizens do
their part, there will be a
noticeable effect, The short-
term action will help in a
crisis situation but the over-
all solution to the energy
problem requires more per=-
manent action,

In its statement to FEA,
West Texas Chamber of Com=
merce noted that the profit
incentive for hard work and
risk 1s one of the greatest
motivations invented by man,
It has an unchallenged record
of success and there is no
viable reason to abandon this
system. Instead it should be
utilized to its fullest in
achieving Project Indepen=-
dence, Nearly 80% of new
oil and gas discoveries have
been accomplished by small
independent operators who
should have an opportunity to
earn an adequate profit for
their hard work and the ex-
treme risk they take,

Energy prices should be
allowed to relate to actual
demand and actual market
conditions, Policies which
stifle energy development
should be eliminated. Poli-
cies and economic incentives
to encourage domestic dis-
covery and development of
energy supplies should be
revived and continued, The
Federal Government should
assist in expediting avail-
ability of supplies that are
in temporary short supply
to drillers, The depletion al-
lowance should be maintained
or increased to encourage
new oil and gas exploration
and discoveries,

More than one and a half
million new jobs must be
created every year in this
nation if we want to avold
a depression, If government
attempts to provide them our
taxes will go up; if business
provides them our taxes
should go down, An expanding
vital energy industry could
be a prime factor inassuring
propserity for Am erica.

At the outbreak of World
War II, this nation made a
total commitment to win those
wWars,

Today we are faced withan
equally grave crisis that will
require another total national
commitment, We must over-
come the energy crisis, We
must, if you will, win this
war because If we do not
conquer the energy crisis
then the enemies of the Amer~
ican people in the energy war
will triumph.

Ambulance Service Changing

There’s a revolution hap-
pening in emergency medical
care in Texas,

Until a very few years ago,
the only ambulance service
in any Texas city was op-
erated by a privatecompany-
iIn many cases, a funeral
home, That’s still true in the
vast majority of Texas com=
munities. In many instances
ambulance services had nei-
ther the training nor the
equipment to provide come
plete emergency care in the
field,

In recent years, more and
more local governments have
assumed full responsibility
for providing emergency me=
dical services,

The City of Dallas provides
an illustrative example, That
city assumed responsibility
for emergency ambulance
service in 1072, but, of
course, it didn’t happenover=
night, Months of planning by
a committee preceded the
first day of thenew operation,
The committee included re-
presentatives of the County
Medical Society, the Dallas
Fire Department, the Dallas
City Health Department, and
the Southwestern Medical
Center of the University of
lTexas, The elaborate plan-
ning process included a coms=
puter simulaticn of the pro=
jected 25,000 ambulancecalls
that .wuld be received the
first year, to determine the
optimum location for theam-
bulance stations, Eventhough
the first year actually saw
nearly 40,000 calls, instead of
25,000, thecomputer analysis
was soaccuratethattheaver-
age ambulance responsetime
was less than five minutes,

I'he most important step
in providing the new ambu-
lance service was to pro-
vide trained ambulance
crews, It had already been
decided that the Dallas Fire
Department would operate the
ambulances, and 105 new
firemen were hired to per-
mit more experienced men to
be trained for emergeacy am=
bulance duty. The training
was provided by another co-
operative effort, withthe Dal-
las City Health Department
providing most of thefaculty,
and the Texas State Health
Department contributing its
advice and counsel based on
past experience,

Anyone who hadbeena fire-
man for more thana year was
eligible for the first level of
training as an Emergency
Medical Technician, or EMT,
There were more volunteers
than there were openings in
the first class, So far, 120
Dallas firemen haverecelved
EMT training, and eventually
every fire company inthecity
will have at least one EMT,

The second stage was to
upgrade the EMT’s to full=
fledged paramedics, The first
paramedic class was held in
1973, and again there were
more volunteers than there
were places in the class, In
less than two years, Dallas
has trained enough firemen
to provide a minimum of one
paramedic and three EMT's
on every shift in each of the
16 ambulances companies.

Fireman-EMT Brian
Dorethy, anambulance driver
at Fire Station 6, described
the EMT training as con-
sisting of ‘“What it takes for
a body to exist biologically.
How to get alr into some-
body, to keep the blood cir-
culating, heart massage,
breathing for somebody -
that's basically what they
teach, to sustain life, to get
them to the hospital,”

According to the firemen,
the paramedic training is
considerably more advanced
and more difficult. In fact,
according to paramedic Pat
Sullivan of Station 6, ““A lot

of people didn’t want to vole
unteer until they heard how
excellent the training was, I,
frankly, wasn’t head - over -
heels about it, but | didn’t
want to miss out on anything
new that was happening.”’’

Firemen Dorethy explains
““The primary purpose of this
whole trainingis to keep those
ambulances from driving 60
or 70 miles an hour with an
attendant back there looking
at somebody dying and not
doing anything about it, These
ambulances aren’t designed
to go fast, The purpose of the
training 1s to get someone
in an ambulance and stabi-
lized, then get them to the
hospital, There's a lot of
people in this world who are
really sick and they don’t
know how to helpthemselves,
It’s gratifying to know that
you can help people,”’

Another fireman-parame-
dic, David Stambaugh, also
feels that the training he re-
ceived was excellent, ‘I don’t
think the training could have
been any better,”” he says,
“With the equipment we've
got and the training we have,
I don’t think there’s any way
you can count the number of
lives that are going to be
saved,” Like his colleagues,
Stambaugh is proud of his job,
He says, ‘“1 love it, You
couldn’t pay me enough to
quit.”’

Fireman Dorethy concurs:
“It really makes you feel

great to know that you've

saved somebody’s life,”’
Saving lives 1s the real

purpose of the Dallas Fire

Department’s emergency
medical service, The Texas
State Department of Health
salutes this outstanding pro-
gram, one of several simi-
lar emergency medical ser-
vices now 1n operaion 1in
Texas, The State Health De-

Farm Census
To Begin
In January

The 1974 Census of Agri-
culture, the largest agri-
cultural statistical project of
the past five years, will be-
gn in January, It will be
conducted by the Bureau of
the Census, part of the De-
partment of Commerce’s So-
cial and Economic Statistics
Administration,

From Alaska to Florida,
from Maine to Hawall, fare-
mers and ranchers will re-
ceive census forms in the
mall around the first of the
new year, The report forms
are to be filled out and mailed
back promptly.

Farmers themselves have
participated in deciding what
information is collected in
the census, Representatives
of farm organizations such
as the Farm Bureau, The
Grange, Farmers Union, Na=-
tional Farmers Organization,
and Farmers Cooperatives
serve on the Advisory Com=-
mittee that recommends to
the Bureau the questions that
should be included inthecen-
sus,

Three kinds of information
are requested about opera=-
tions during 1974: first, a
count of farm resources,
number of farms, are of farm
land, acres of cropland and
pasture, number of each kind
of livestock and poultry, num=
ber of persons working on
farms, number of various
kinds of farm equipment; se=
cond, a record of farm pro=
ducts produced and sold dur-
ing 1974; and third, selected
farming activities during
1974 such as number of days
of off-farm work by the fare-
mer, amount spent for farm
labor, for custom work, for
feed, for gasoline and oil,

To report his kind of in-
formation, a farmer will need
to have a few simple records,
The Census Bureau isurging
each farmer to have his re-
cords of quantities harvested,
products sold, major farm
expenses and the like readily
available so that hecan easily
and accurately fill out his
census report when itcomes,

It is from the Census of
Agriculture, conducted every
five years, thatdataaretaken
to form the basis for pro-
grams of the U.S, Depart-
ment of AgricultureCongres=-
sional farm legislation, farm
organization policies, farm
programs established and
administered by State de=-
partments of agriculture, and
many other services pro=-
vided by colleges, business
firms, manufacturers, pub-
lishers and broadcasters,

The Census of Agriculture
1s the only source of statis-
tics on agriculture that are
comparable from county to
county nationwide,
