On January 1, the amount 
of coupons allotted for a 4- 
person household will be In- 
cieased from $162 to $166 
a month, with adjustments for 
other household sizes in line 
with revised economies of 
scale. The maximum income 
eligibibty level for a family 
of (our willbecorrespunding- 
ly met eased f iom $540 to 
$553 per month.

A tou l of 1,£58 responses 
was received by L'SDA’ sFood 
and Nutrition Service (FNS) 
in response to its Invitation 
for interested parties tocom- 
ment on t h r e e  alternative 
proposals to revise coupon 
allotments in the foid stamp 
program, all based on L'SDA's 
thrifty food plan. Responses 
received through the end of 
the c o m m e n t  period, No­
vember 13 (L'EDA press re­
leases 2746-75,3184-75), ex­
pressed o v e r  5.20C com­
ments. More than 3,900 of 
these comments indicated ac­
ceptance of Proposal 111 which 
provides a uniform allotment 
and e l i g i b i l i t y  standard 
schedule, much like the one 
presently In use.

The uniform allotment Is 
based on the value of food 
required to feed a family of 
four persons consisting of a

holds of 6 or more persons 
than those used formerly In 
a l l  the L'SDA f o o d  plans.  
Economies of scale are un­
changed for households of 5 
persons and less.

The Food Stamp Act, as 
amended, directs that coupon 
allotments be adjusted twice 
a year to reflect changes In 
food prices as published by 
th e  B u r e a u  of L a b o r  
Statistics.

He m a r r i e d  L u c i l l e  
C“ T ed” J Campbell, and to­
gether the couple, both life­
long .Merkel re.sidents, has 
opeiated and expanded the 
business at 1053 N. Second. 
It has been in its present 
location since 1338.

After being operated under 
the Campbell name, the gro­
cery b e c a m e  a Campbell- 
Wilson partnership, and in 
1944 when Lucille’s mother 
sold out. a partnership be­
longing to Wilson andJoeCy- 
pert was formed.

Finally, in 1955 the W il­
sons bought Cypert out and 
became the sole proprietors. 
That same year Wilson re­
modeled the place, expanding 
Its previous 30c0 square feet 
into 5bOC square feet f iom 
space next door and putting 
in  a new f r o n t  and new 
fixtures.

Wilson has not entirely es­
caped the 1 m p e r s o n a 11 7- 
ing mechanization p r o c  e s s  
t ha t  IS engulfing p r l va te  
enterprise.

He recounted. "L'sed to be 
that a salesman that you knew 
would go up and down all 
the shelves with you taking 
orders. Now all of our orders 
are written by computer."

but the Wilsons are fight­
ing top teserve personalized 
service.

"On occasion we've come 
down here and opened up on 
Sunday if someone called us 
to say  they needed some­
thing,”  Mrs. Alison said. 
"And we cash a lot of checks 
for people, sell hunting and 
fishing licenses, put up signs 
in the Windows about com­
munity events...and people 
that shop With us here just 
know that we’ re interested in 
them as individuals."

W i l s o n  c o m m e n t e d ,  
"Ninety-eight per cent of the 
people that coma in here call 
us by name, /md we know 
the n a m e s  of hundreds of 
customers. Two hundred have 
charge accounts with us.”

his type of operation offers 
an appealthatcannot be easily 
duplicated by l a r g e r  city 
supermarkets.

Too, many customeivs say 
they like the rather unusual 
practice the Wilsons have of 
r e d e e m i n g  cash register 
tapes for gift Items instead 
of offering stai.ips with each 
purchase. "A  lot of people 
tell us they get better deals 
with us than through stamps,”  
Mrs. Wilson noted.  The  
store's hi gh s h e l v e s  are 
stacked to the ceibng with 
toys and recieational and 
household items that can be 
tiaded lor the cash register 
tapes.

Wilson laments that it is 
becoming mot e andnioredif- 
licult l o r  small-scale gro­
cery Operations to survive, 
as wholesalers are demand­
ing  l a r g e r  and l a r g e r  
purchases of goods of the 
stores that they serve.

“ 1 can remumber when 
there were 15 grocery stores 
right here in Merkel. Now 
there are just two big ones 
and two smaller ones,”  he 
said.

but Wilson’s IS doing well. 
Their volume of sales has 
consistently giown over the 
past two years, due to the 
influx of pevipl« to Merkel, 
Wilson said.

Do they get many com­
plaints about Uie high cost of
food’’

"Just f iom the people who 
complain about  everything 
a ny w a y , ”  Mrs, W i l s o n  
laughed. "They know it’ s not 
ou r fault--that everything 
else has gone up too.”

Would Wilson recommend 
the grocery business as a 
profitable livelihood for a 
young person to enter these 
days ’

‘ ‘Well, riglit now it would 
take an awful lot of money 
to get Into It independently. 
And unless it was somebody 
that grew up with it and 
knew what they were doing. 
It wou l d  be pretty fa r­
fetched,”  he replied.

However, he believes that it 
IS  possible, now as in the 
past, to learn the business 
Lorn the ground up, as a 
clerk or stock boy, as he 
did " i f  you really apply your­
self and want to learn it.”

Mr. and Mrs. Wilson, who 
went through school together 
here, are the parents of three 
children. The oldest, a mar­
ried daughter, is a Denton 
schoolteacher. T h e  middle 
son. Don, is in farming and 
business in Meikel and their 
youngest son is a physician 
in Houston.

card, the seller has one billing 
cycle to have the accouni cred­
ited

Not So Expensive ...  Give A  Practical G if t . . .  
Poultry Pointers.

It may not be quite as expensive to produce food and 
fiber in 1976, according to a number of agribusiness 
experts. Inputs such as fertilizer, farm machinery, and fuel 
may not cost quite as much as during the past few years.

This doesn't mean a return to the pre-1973 era when 
gasoline was about half in price what it is now or when 
fertilizer prices were way down. But apparently 1976 
shouldn't see a lot of cost advances as witnessed by farmers 
in the past couple of years.

Prices the farmer will get for his food and fiber next 
year will depend to a large extent on the export situation.

A  compilation of various summaries by both experts 
in private industry and government economists shows 
general agreement that for the most part fuel prices for the 
next several months should be stable. That doesn't mean a 
sudden decline, but neither are they expected to suddenly 
go out of sight again.

Farm machinery supplies should be adequate for 
most items during 1976.

Fertilizer supplies are also expected to be adequate, 
and it IS generally predicted that prices should reflect that 
situation.

So if the weather cooperates and foreign markets 
hold up as expected, agriculture producers are hoping for a 
brake on costs of production during 1976.

All of these expectations are just that, and they are 
all based on the assumption that the general economy will 
continue to show recovery, both in this nation and abroad.

Most of the high quality pecans are coming 
from orchards that followed a regular spray program.

Cotton harvest is now nearing the 50 per cent 
completion mark for the state. Both quality and yield 
potential have suffered on the High Plains due to weather 
extremes earlier in the year.

Wheat and oat seeding are complete. Harvest of 
soybeans, peanuts, and sorghum is finished.

Broiler chick hatchings are up 18 per cent compared 
to a month ago; turkey poult hatch is down 18 per cent 
from a year ago.
