TEXAS VOTERS emphatically 
defeated the proposed new constitu-
tion last Tuesday, and lawmakers 
are still trying to interpret the 
overwhelming defeat of the pro-
posed new charter at the polls. 

House Speaker Bill Clayton, who 
championed the new document, 
blamed the lead taken by Governor 
Dolph Briscoe, who opposed the 
constitution, with bringing about the 
defeat. 

We disagree, mainly because we 
don't believe that Briscoe has this 
much "pull" with Texas voters. 

One of the legislators came the 
closest, when he said that the 
proposed charter was "just too 
much" for the voters to try to digest 
at one time. He suggested that the 
document should have been sub-
mitted one proposal at a time, and 
perhaps at least portions of it could 
have been passed. 

"I've been working on the 
constitution for three years, and I 
had trouble understanding it," the 
Austin spokesman said. 

Then in the meantime, various 
things began to filter out about the 
new charter which voters had not 
previously heard about, and they 
began to worry about other things 
with which they might become 
saddled, in case the new constitution 
had been passed. 

Most voters we visited with were 
of the opinion that the old 
constitution, faulty as it may be, is 
one that is still working. We're 
existing under the old charter, and 
at least we know where we stand. By 
giving blanket approval of a new 
charter, voters were afraid of what 
they might have had. 

It all boiled down, probably, to 
trust. State voters should be able to 
trust their state legislators, and 
more than likely, they can. But the 
steady diet of questionable legisla-
tion and-or conduct in Washington 
kinda shakes up the average voter, 
and try as they might, it's hard to 
keep from thinking of national 
politics even when you're voting on 
matters which affect the state. 

This may not be an entirely 
accurate summation as to why the 
proposed constitution did not carry, 
but we think these were some of the 
reasons.

Total receipts in Parmer County 
for 1974 fell just slightly short of the 
1973 figure of $160,193,000. 

Parmer County topped the 
25-county Plains area in the 1974 
crop receipts with $93,052,000 and 
was second in livestock receipts with 
$65,153,000. In the Plains area, Hale 
County was second in crop receipts. 
Castro was third and Deaf Smith 
fourth. In livestock receipts, Deaf 
Smith was first, Parmer second, 
Castro third, Swisher fourth, Hale 
fifth, Lubbock sixth and Lamb 
seventh. 

Cash receipts from farm sales in 
1974 in the 25 High Plains counties 
were $1,430,947,000. The figure was 
down from a high of $1,799,103,000 in 
1973 sales. 

Donald Johnson, PCG executive 
vice president, pointed out "the 
facts in this report emphasizes the 
tremendous wealth that is agricul-
ture in this area. The figures are 
even more impressive when it is 
considered that agriculture is the 
world's only source of new wealth." 

Figures are cash marketings for 
the calendar year and should not be 
confused with the crop year value of 
sales. The 1974 calendar year cash 
receipts result from some market-
ings of 1973 crops sold in 1974 as well 
as marketing of 1974 production, and 
1973 receipts include the sale of 
some 1972 production.

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County's Voting Results Voters Turn 
'Thumbs Down' TABULATING FORM PROPOSED CONSTITUTIONAL REVISIONS - Nov. 1975 

Parmer County voters, like those 
across the state, expressed the fact 
that they aren't particularly anxious 
for a new constitution, by their 
voting at the polls this past Tuesday. 

Voters in the county, turning out in 
larger than expected numbers to 
scan the constitutional ballot, turned 
thumbs down on all eight proposals, 
by an average margin of eight to 
one. 

There was little variation in the 
voting, up and down the ballot. The 
finance provision was given the 
biggest beating, with 1208 voters 
going against it, to only 165 in favor. 
This was an average of 8.25 voters 
against for every voter which was 
favorable. 

The "closest" proposal, if it can be 
termed that, was number four, the 
education portion, which still was 
defeated, 1180-200, or better than 7-1. 

The judiciary proposition was the 
least favored in Friona, where 455 
voted against, to only 63 in favor. 
The finance proposal also was low, 
with 451 against to 65 in favor. 

A complete precinct by precinct 
voting tally appears elsewhere in 
this issue. The countywide totals 
were as follows:
