It seems that what most schools ere 
basing their taxes on is nowhere neer 
what the Governor's office is besiag 
Its figures on. Which means that should 
the bill receive full endorsement by the 
Legislature then many school (Lstrlcts 
will find themselves having to raise 
property values. Which me.ins more 
taxes on the indiuduals.

Merkel School Superintendent Travis 
Davis told the Board and the 8 visitors 
Monday night that on the surface the 
proposed decrease of $93,800 on local 
taxpayers appears great. However, he 
said, upon examimng the proposals 
closer there are just too many things not 
explained and that it is possible the 
district could wind up with less money , 
rather than more.

But, the biggest question is where the 
Governor's office came up with an $85 
million property evaluation for the Mer­
kel Ui!>tiict. Merkel rev ently completed 
an extensive réévaluation program by 
outside professionals. Tniscauaedaome 
cuBcern with the increased tax burdens 
placed iHi farmers, ranchers and other 
property owners in the district.

Total evaluation now haa been, see bv 
the District’ s taxing office at $54 mi)- 
Uon. Thus, It IS evident that there is 
$31 million differenceinthetw'ofigures.

Well, the schools in the state re­
ceived a letter November 22 Informing 
them that they have until December 3 
to protest the figures—or live with 
them. The reason for Monday’s special 
meeting.

T h e  B'vard elected to file  official 
notification of challenging all the figures 
presented.

For instance farmland estimates are 
$19 million by Merkel’s figures and 
$33 million by the governor’ s; Housing 
estimates go from $7 million to $12

million; Farm and ranch improvements 
fr o m  $2,200,000 to $3.100,000; Com­
m e r c ia l  evaluations Increase from 
$3,400,000 to $4,300,000, Vehicle Uxes 
from $1,700,OOOto$3,200,000;aodFarm 
and ranch personal property which is 
$150,000 on the Merkel ux roll to 
$5,400,000 on the Governor’ s rolls.

The board agreed, they feel the value' 
assignments are too mgn.

The Board had no way of knowing 
how the figure» were arrived at orwhat 
formula was used. They hope to re­
ceive further information to help them 
understand the drastic changes.

The Board, meanwhile, voted to of- 
ficially file a notice of appeal and then 
appointed committees to start coming up 
with figures to defend the present tax 
structure.

TTie position the Governor’s office Is 
taking, Davis said, is that they a rt right 
and it is up to the Individual school 
districts to provs them wrong.

The school finance plan tojk 14 m mtha 
and $3 million and it was punted out 
that the individual distncts do not have 
this kind of funds to counter with. Too, 
each diatrlct was given 7 days (over 
the holidays) to appeal.

Too. Merkel’ s expense for the recent 
réévaluation apparently means nothing 
as the Board must now justify its tax 
values to the Austin BoartL

S ch o o l Board President Charles 
Jacobs said we need a motion to appeal 
these evaluations and, dlrscUng his at­
tention to the eight farmers and ranchers 
present said, “ and. we need to select 
some of you fellows to come up with 
facts and figures to show these evalua­
tions are way out of Une.’ ’

Tne motion was mads, seconded and 
passed to appeal the evaluations.

Davis also said he is planning to 
attend a Superintendents meeting Thurs­
day at 1:30 p.m. in Hamlin to discuss 
possible action against the Govemur’s 
bill.

It was also noted that the school 
districts could spend time and money 
appeaUng the msasurs only to have the 
Legislature pass a completely different 
proposal.

However, Davis said the Governor’ s 
office is moving ahead as if the bill 
has alraady bean approved. He ant the 
Board suggestad that avcryona should 
su rt wrlbng that r state repreaentatlvaa 
and letUng them know how they feel 
about this bill and the prospects of 
higher uxct.

op«n meeting law and Is reprinted to help give an insight 
into the law.

“ Ctty officials are very concerned about a secUon of 
the stale's open meetings law which they feel it  unjust 
snd unwarranted.

“ The aection is the consptracy part of the law which 
prohibits public officials from gathering together ingroups 
of lest than a quorum in order to circumvent the legal 
requirement that the public’ s business be conducted In 
public forums.

“ The concern about that sacbon of the law was ex­
pressed time and time again at the Municipal League’s 
convention In Dallas recently. Several mayors felt th«* 
legislature couldn’t have known what it was doing, since they 
feel the law means they could go to Jail for meeting with 
another city councilman over a cup of coffee.

“ An attempt will be made to have the 1977 legislature 
“ remedy”  the problem by striking out the section o( 
concern.

“ Actually, the legislature knew full well what it was 
doing when tl passed the open meetings law. Rep. Ray 
Hutchison of Dallas sponsored an amendment to try to take 
the consptracy section out of the proposal, but his amend­
ment waa rejected.

“ The reason for the conspiracy section is obvious. 
It simply tells city councilman and members of school 
boarda and members of state agency governing board 
that they can’t do by indiroctlon what they are prohibited 
from doing by dtrectlon.

“ The pdbUc has an absolute right to know what its govam- 
meat is doing for it and to it.

“ Ctrtalaly no proaacutlng attorney would file  charges 
agalasl people for having a cup of coffee together. He 
might, hoeever, if the reason for the coffee waa to c lr -  
cnmvtnt the open meetlaga law—if they conspired to con­
duct the public’s bualnasa la a way that the public couMat 
find out
