One more candidate filed for County Commis-
sioner-Precinct Two on the last day of filing for
counly offices making that a three man race and
filings for two school board positions and three
city council seats opened Monday.

John W. ““Jack” keenan, a local real estate
developer filed as a Republican candidate for
Commissioner-Precinct 2.

Keenan joins Democrats Don Dudley, of
Merkel, and Sam Hererra, of Abilene, in seeking
the office held by Joe McDuff, who retired after
12 years on the county commissioners court.

The field remained at three for the Justice of
the Peace-Precinct 2 race. Incumbent Henry
Guenther will be challenged by Thomas L. “‘Leo”
Mashburn and Authur G. “‘Shorty”’ Stout, both of
Merkel.

Filings for county offices closed Monday.

Filings for three available seats on Merkel City
Council and two positions on the Merkel School
Board began Monday.

One city councilman has already announced he
would not seek re-election. Pete Morgan, a 12
year veteran of the Merkel City Council

announced last Monday night. Other councilmen

up for re-election are Ted Smith and Jerry Byrd.

School board positions held by Dink Whisen-
hunt in Place 1 and James Boyd in Place 2 are
also open for filing. Neither board members has
announced publically whether they will seek
re-election or not.

Filings for both the city and school race will
end March 3rd.

“I farm 620 acres of dryland cotton and some
50 acres of irrigated. 1 have 32 mother cows and
200 head of ewes, plus some 100 head of lambs, 1
am holding 170 bales of 1973 cotton thal wasn’t
ginned until February of this year when the
markel was going down and it's gone down every
day since.

“These 170 bales of cotton in January, if you
could have gotten them ginned, would have been
worth 63 cenls per pound, now they are worth 42
cents per pound

“Those 32 (lwo year old) cows were worth $300
per head last October and calves another $250
making pairs being $500 to $600. Now a good
young cow might bring $200 if there was any
marke! and a calf $100; maybe, if there is a
marke!. Steers have dropped in the last six weeks
from 41 cents to 24 cenls here.

““Sheep are hard hit also. Ewes that were worth
$50 per head now are bringing $16 per head.
Lambs last fall brought 60 cents per lb. and now
are only worth 35 cents, maybe. These would be
70-80 1Ib. lambs.

“Wool brought up to $1.80 per lb. Now it is
worth only 50 cents to 60 cents.

““Hogs six weeks ago brought as much as 50
cents per lb. and now are down to 24 cents.

“On top of all this, we are sitting in an area
that is dry. Very little cotton has been planted
and what has isn't doing any good since our
dryland moisture is very limited. Many acres in
this area haven't been planted at all due to dry
weather

““Now all these things I have mentioned should
tend to disgust a fellow farmer, but we have to
live with this from day to day. Yesterday
afternoon we ruined a front tractor tire size 7:50
x 16, 6-ply, and my supplier says he doesn’t have
any and doesn’'t know when he can get one.
(Shortage). This, to me, is the most absurd thing
I have ever come across-- a shortage of tractor
tires.

““This one item alone has put my operation o a
standstill. I can’t feature a $120 tire (that used to
be $50) being short when they are made for the
American farmer to keep him productive.
Securing replacement parts for tractors (farm)
is almost impessible. It's an out and out rout of
the American farmer who has seen a lol more
famine than feast and seemingly gets more than
his fair share of unmitigated hell.

“What in thunder is the American public
(industry or whoever) trying to do to us as a
producer--make us quit?

““The banks have upped my interest from 7'2 to
11 percent in less than a year, fuel costs have
doubled, 1 tell you we can’'t operate for long
under these circumstances if we can't gel some
relief on the market end. We are living in an era
of depressed markets, inflationary prices, high
interest and dry weather. Can we win?"’

Grubbs expects no
changes in District 78

Representative Walter Grubbs. of Merkel,
announced candidate for re-election to the Texas
Legislation in the new 78th District, advised
today that the panel of three federal judges in
Dallas announced Friday that the filing deadline
for Texas House and Senate Candidates is
postponed from February 1, 1982 until March 19,
1982, and that the panel would modify the
Legislation Redistricting Board's plan to correct
some deficiences insofar as minority areas are
concerned. The Federal Judges also ruled that
candidates for the House and Senate would seek
re-election in the modified plan of districts for the
1982 election only and that the plan would be
returned also suspended the slate’s residency
requiarements for those prospective candidates
who are affected adversely by subsequent
changes in the House and Senate boundary lines.
The three-judge panel did not announce when it
expects to report out the modified plan referred
to, but it is expected by many ahead of the new
March 19th filing deadline.

Grubbs stated further that he does not expect
the modif'ed plan to change up significantly the
existing alignment for district 78 and that he
would begin his campaign for re-election
immediately in the new 12-county district.

Pointing out that the expected modified plan of
the three-judge panel could possibly make minor
changes in this district, Grubbs feels it is not too
likely, because the problem areas in the state
include only the San Antonio, Dallas, Houston, El
Paso, Lubbock and Rio Grande areas. Acknow-
ledging that some ripple effect might cause
minor changes, Grubbs stated he feels this
district will remain basically as drawn in the
plan which is to be modified. He added that some
readjustments in Lubbock County would proba-
bly not extend beyond the county lines and that
the El Paso area is primarily a problem within
the county also. Grubbs did concede the judges’
modified plan is difficult to predict in its final
form at this time, but he plans to start
campaigning in the interest of getting into some
of the new counties in his efforts to seek
re-election in the May 1, 1983 Democratic
primary.

Beginning Feb. 1, the Internal Revenue Service
will start charging a 20 percent annual interest
rale (up from 12 percent) on delinquent tax
accounts as a result of the Economic Recovery
Tax Act of 1981. At the same time, the IRS will
also pay the same 20 percent interest on
overpayments.

“The new, higher rates will apply to the
underpayment of individual and corporate
esimaled taxes and most other tax law
provisions imposing interest,”’ points out Dr.
Ashley C. Lovell of Stephenville, economist with
the Texas Agricullural Extension Service, Texas
A&M Unversily System.

The new interes! rate will be determined each
Oct. 15 and will go into effect the following Jan. 1.
[ will be based on 100 percent of the average
prime interest rate for the preceding month-
September.

“The new 20 percent rate means that many
laxpayers who previously borrowed from the
US Treasury through underpayments or by
delinquent taxes will be reluctant to continue
these practices,” notes Lovell.

The new Lax law also provides for a $10 penalty
per statement for taxpayers who fail to file
information returns (Form 1099) with the IRS,
adds the economist. The previous penalty was $1
per statement.

Furthermore, the IRS may dock each taxpayer
or income recipient $5 if he does not use an

identifying numer (in many cases the Social
Security number) on the various tax forms and
returns.

Regarding the Form 1099s, these along with
Form 1096 (summary and transmittal form)
mus! be submitted to the IRS by Mar. 1.
Information on the Form 1099s should be
provided to income recipients by Feb. 1.

Form 1099s are information returns that are
used to report total payments of $600 or more
during the tax year to another person in the
course of trade or business. Several variations of
Form 1099 relate to payments of interest, rents,
royalties, fees, commissions and other compen-
sations for services to persons other than
employees.

‘“Many agricultural producers make payments
to others in their normal course o business, and
these should be reported on a Form 1099, says
Lovell. ““An exception is if the recipient of a
payment is a corporation.”

Agricultural producers also have until Jan. 31
to file Form 943 (Employer’s Annual Tax Return
for Agricultural Employees). This is required if
an employers withholds and pays Social Security
taxes or if he withholds income taxes under
voluntary withholding agreements on farm labor
wages paid during the tax year. If timely tax
deposils were made, an employer has until Feb.
10 to file Form 943.

Lovell suggests that farmers and ranchers
consult their tax advisors and review the
“Farmer’s Tax Guide” and the ‘1981 Package
X" available from the IRS to learn more about
recent changes in tax laws and the various tax
forms and deadlines for filing.

State Ag hearings in
Abilene Feb. 9

Texas Senate Agriculture Subcommittee Chair-
man Bill Sarpalius today announced (wo
meelings for the subcommitiee for early
February. The agriculture panel will meet in
Abilene February 9 and in Lubbock February 10,
he said.

The subcommitiee will lake testimony on two
topics at both meetings-water availability for
crops and livestock, along with transportation of
agricultural commodities

Problems in these two areas, particularly for
farmers and ranchers in the Lubbock-Abilene
area, led to the selection of the topics, Sarpalius
added.

The chairman added the subcommittee also
would be receptive to testimony on the other
topics the subcommitiee is charged by the
legislature to study. The other topics are public
funding of agriculture research, the state farm
loan guarantee program, grain elevator explo-
sions, grain elevator bonding and farm labor.

“All the members of the Senate Agriculture
Subcommitiee are dedicated to trying to help
solve the tremendous problems our farmers and
ranchers face,” Sarpalius said. ‘‘We hope many
of them will come 1o these hearings and tell us
what we can do on the stale level to help
agriculture.

“We plan to take the information we gain from
these hearings and turn it into legislation, if
necessary, for the nex! time the legislature
meels,”” Sarpalius added.

The Abilene hearing will be al the McGlothlin
Center al Abilene Christian University February
9. The Lubbock hearing will be at the livestock
arena on the Texas Tech campus. Both meetings
start at 9 am. Press and public are welcome,
