The Farmer's Cooperative Gin
here started working around the
clock Monday night as the local
cotton harvest continues.

A hard freeze Monday morning
killed plants and, as Trent Gin
manager Red Shafer said Tuesday
"Everyone who has a cotton
stripper will be working by
Friday.

At the Farmers Co-Op Gin here
1,900 bales have been ginned so far

and there were 15 modules and at
least that many railers on the
yard.

Bennett Massey, gin manager
told The Mail ‘The cotton has
been ginning real well."

Planter's Gin in Trent has
ginned 2,400 bales and manager

Red Shafer told The Mail ‘‘We
won't be caught up again for a
long time

Shafer said he has had a few
long time farmers tell him this

“ Local gins over 4,300 bales

was the best cotton crop they had
ever seen. Shafer said '‘The cotton
was still opening right up until
Monday's freeze

Shafer said about half the cotton
that has been ginned so far has
gone into "“The Loan'', a federal
program designed to guarantee
payments for crops produced. He
said the other half was sold on the
open market

Shafer said the gin in Trent
would be starting an around the
clock schedule in the near future.

Buckle up or pay up

Drivers and front seat passen-
gers who are not wearing their
safety belts while traveling in the
jurisdiction of the Merkel Police
Department will be sut ect to
citations carrying a penalty of $25
to $80, beginning December 1
according to Police Chief Ray
Pack.

“Our officers will be joining
other police departments and the
Department of Public Safety in
issuing citations to citizens who
are violating this new lifesaving
law,"” he said.

The chief also noted that the
period between the effective date,
September 1, and the date when
penalties begin has given every-
one a good chance to get into the
habit of buckling up

We hope that most citizens are
ready now for compliance, but we
will be issuing citations to jog
their memories when necessary,
he said

There's no question about the
fact that safety belts save lives
and lessen the severity of inju-
ries,”’ he said

He also noted tnhat it’s not just a
matter of needing belts on the
open road since the majority of
injury-producing accidents woccur
at speeds under 40 mph and within
25 miles of home.

Ray told the Merkel Mail today,
that although he did not agree that
the government should tell us we
have to buckle up and that he feels
that another right has been taken
away, it has been made a state
law and he and his officers will do
their job. Infact, he said, he has no
choice, so please buckle up.
