Gov C lem ents ' Continued vow 
to veto new state taxes w il l  mean 
very severe cuts in p rog ram s and 
huge increases in local property  
taxes, state Representative Steve 
C arr ike r  (D-Roby) announced this 
week

The appropr ia t ions  b ill adopted 
by the T exas  House of R e p ­
re s e n ta t iv e s  las t  week m a ke s  
m ajor categories of state spending 
c o n t in g e n t  on passage of an 
adequate revenue-ra is ing b il l .  I f  
the Leg is la tu re  fa i l ts  to approve 
the requ ired tax measure, slated 
cuts in basic state services w il l  
au tom a tica l ly  take effect.

"T he  House appropr ia t ions  b il l 
mandates grave consequences for 
the en t ire  s ta te ,"  C a rr ike r  said, 
"and  our area is by no means 
exem pt.”

W ithout addit iona l state revenue 
now, numerous institu tions such 
as Texas State Technical Ins t i tu te  
in  S w e e tw a te r ,  A b i le n e  S ta te  
School, and  the  Texas  Tech 
U n ivers ity  Medical School would 
be closed Also, vocational educa­
tion would be e lim ina ted  from 
Texas public schools 

Absence of a tax b il l w il l have a 
"un ive rsa l ly  deves ta t ing "  im pac t 

on local school d is tr ic ts  and local 
property taxes, C a rr ike r  warned 
Because the state w il l  shift costs 
from state funds to local sources, 
drastic increases in local poperty 
taxes would be inevitab le  In the 
78th Leg is la t ive  D is tr ic t ,  for ex ­
a m p le ,  the  tax ra te  in R oby , 
Tahoka and Hawley would have to 
more than double to make up for 
the shortfa l l  Since the tax ra te  of

most area school d is tr ic ts  would 
exceed the legal m ax im um  rate, 
those school d is tr ic ts  would be 
forced to close

without major outcry because the price 
increases have been modest but steady.

and because fotid costs, as a percent of 
overall personal consumption expendi­
tures, have declined from 20 percent in 
l9b()to I.' percent in I9bb

I he decline in the farmers' share of 
food prices which has been im per­
ceptible to consumers has devastated 
American farmers In Texas, it is 
causing us to lose about ISO farmers a 
week

Sharing the C osl
If our skKicty is to have a structure 

o f indepe nden t, d e ce n tra lize d , 
competitive family farmers producing 
our food, their share of the consumer’s 
food expenditure must at least allow 
them to break even The Save-the- 
Family-Farm Act achieves this goal by 
reestablishing a fair price floor at a cost- 
of-production level for several of our 
basic commiHfities

This floor will pump farm-saving 
income directly from the marketplace 
to thousands ol family farmers, and it 
w ill produce either no increase, or a 
very modest increase, in consumer 
prices For example, going back to the 
19b 1 price the farmer received for wheat 
would increase the value of wheat in a 
box of heaties by only I Scents. Since 
(ieneral Mills has already raised the 
price ot Vk heaties by 37 cents a box in 
the last SIX years, it can certainly afford 
to absorb that I 5-cent increase now.

wants to discuss the effect of 
p a r t - t im e  w o rk  on h is  or her 
benefits

V is it ing any government office 
can be try ing  There may be long 
w a its  and  fo rm s  to co m p le te  
Then, t h e r e ’s the  nu isance  of 
f in d in g  a p a rk in g  spot and 
possibly another v is it  if you forgot 
something Here ’s how to avoid 
some of these problems

Use the phone' Most Social 
Security business ( inc lud ing ap ­
p ly in g  fo r  b e n e f i ts )  can  be 
handled by the phone Look in the 
telephone d irectory  under "Social 
Security A d m in is t ra t io n "  or "U  S 
Government "  The number for the 
Abilene off ice is 696-1360

T im e  your contacts The best 
and least busy t im e to contact 
Social Security a re  generally the 
last half of each day, week and 
month. There are times, however, 
when you should get in touch wnth 
Social S e c u r i ty  as q u ic k ly  as 
poss ib le  (such  as re p o r t in g  a 
Change of address, work ac t iv i ty  
or other event that may affect 
your benefits).

F ind out what you need 1» 
you decide to v is i t  w ith  Social 
Security, ca ll f i rs t  and find out 
what in fo rm ation  and proofs you 
need so you can avoid a second 
tr ip  Evidence required for most 
cla ims include; Proof of age and 
Social Security number for each 
applicant; most recent W-2 form 
or tax r e tu r n ,  and poss ib ly  
m a r r ia g a ,  d iv o rc e ,  m i l i t a r y  or 
other documents.

I f  you a p p ly  fo r  d is a b l i t y  
benefits, you w il l  be asked for 
names, addresses , and phone 
numbers for doctors, hospitals, 
etc that have treated you and 
dates of trea tm ents  I f  you need a 
Social Security card , be prepared 
to bring evidence of age, c i t i ­
zenship and identity
