teacher's certifica te  and that 
certificate can only be obtained by 
graduating from college ana 
paeelng the fECAT exam Last 
year, whan the exam scores were 
made public, the small schools 
often had 100 per cent teacher 
certification The pig city schools 
cannot say the same In Dallas, 
some schools had as low as 99 per 
cant teacher certifica tion  and 
other big schoo systems, like 
Houston, Fort \^ r th ,  San Antonio 
and Austin did not reach the 1X 
par cant figura.

A big problem the city schools 
face is drug abuse, alcohol abusa, 
and violarte® that is seen in the 
halls of thair schools. Close to 
home, drugs and alcohol are seen 
In the halls of Abilene High while 
taachars and administrators look 
the other way In larger schools, 
the halls have become combat 
zones. Knifings and shootings are 
bacomirtg commonplace and taa- 
chara are becoming assault vic­
tima in their classrooms. Vh^ile 
th» r j r  Í* -wiis a-e not free from

drugs  alcohol and violence, the 
percentage of students involved m 
these activities are considerably 
»'»'aiier than the larger schools 

f n f  rural schoois Of America 
are doing an outstanding job o* 
precarinq tneir students in tn®

important things Reading, Wri­
ting and Arithmetic, and maybe 
the larger schools should take a 
lesson from the smaller ones 
because their methods don't seem 
to be working

Dry weather causing grass 
fires, Trent firemen kept busy

The dry weather is causing 
more than a few headaches for 
the Trent Volunteer F ire  De­
partment During the last wee» 
Trent responded to three different 
grass fires

At 11 15 a m August I8tn 
firemen were called to three 
different grass fires all within a 
half mile of each other and four 
and a half miles South of Trent 
"The fires were all next to the 
railroad track and we figure the 
trams set them off," said Odie 
Davis. Trent Fire Chief Trent 
responded to the fires with two 
trucks and the Merkel Fire 
Department helped out py sending 
a truck The three trucks used 
about 800 gallons of water to 
extenguish the fire and returned 
to their stations by 12: X  p m

On August 21, the fire depart­
ment was Summoned to a grass 
and brush fire behind the W E 
Dulaney home at S 5th & 
Mesquite The fire burned about a 
block and a half of undeveloped 
land and never threatened any 
residences At noon that same 
day, they had to return to the area

after the fire flared up again 
Chief Davis told The Mail "We 
used right at 1.000 gallonms to put 
this one out I t ’s just so dry that it 
doesn't take much to get a fire 
started A match, cigarette, or 
even just the sun reflecting off of a 
bottle can set it off."

The Skinny’s # 53 store at 1-20 
and main was the scene of another 
grass fire Sunday A spark from a 
trash barrel set the small fire off 
and prompt attention from the 
firemen kept the fire  frorr 
spreading

After a busy week of grass fire 
fighting. Chief Davis told The Mall 
" It's  been so dry we’re lucky 
there hasn't been any more fires 
than we have already had I'd like 
to remind everybody to please be 
careful when they burn trash A 
fire  can spread so fast that 
sometimes it gets away from you 
before you realize It. One helpful 
hint Is to water down the grass 
around the barrel before you start 
the fire and always stand by and 
keep a dose eye on them."

I called a few knowledgeable 
shooters in the area and asked 
them about their choices of 
ammunition and bird hunting 
equipment Gary Hicks- although 
birds are not his first choice- 
recommended the Remington 
E X press V 4 ounce No 7’ ¡load for 
bursting dove Gary Keeps plenty 
of these hot loads in stock Doyle 
Gray at the Shootin’ Shop rec­
ommends Winchester’s Heavy 
Trap loads in 1 1 / 8 ounce and a 
shotgun choked Skeet or Improved 
Cylinder Marshall at Bible Hard­
ware also recommended Win­
chester Heavy Trap and shot sizes 
7’ : or 0 s Marshall likes No 9 for 
water hole birds and his choice of 
chokes in Improved Cylinder

Some important points become 
clear in their preferences All 
recommended the 12 guage for 
maximum pellet count and each 
chose a high grade shell Both the 
Wnchester Trap and the Reming­
ton Express use a “ magnum" 
type shot which is harder than 
normal This means less de­
formation in the barrel and 
fighter, more uniform patterns 
Most noted shooters also use more 
open chokes, this also means less 
deformation and more even pat­
terns W th a national average of 
to to 20 shots fired per actual bird 
brought home, hunters would do 
Aell to heed the advice of these 
professionals My personal load is 
t ’ z ounce of No 8 m Wnchester s 
AA hull W th velocity in the 1,150 
feet per second range, the pattern 
density is excellent, pellet count is 
high, and the recoil mild.

This bird season promises to be 
one to be remembered with the 
potential for high bag counts it 
proper attention is payed to loads 
equipment, and tactics If you 
have some information or news to 
pass on after the season opens, let 
me know and I well get it out.

The 98th annual Bloys Camp 
Meeting y^as held August 11 
through August 16th in Fort 
Davis, Texas The meeting is the 
oldest cowboy camp meeting in 
Texas The 19B9-1990 meeting has 
been designated as the centennial 
year and w ill be called the 
"Year of Celebration "

The first meeting was held Oct 
10, 1090, with only 40 cowboys and 
ranch familes meeting for three 
days of worship services They 
came in wagons, buckboards, and 
horseback, and truly camped out 
in the open They held meetings 
under live oak trees, in a brush 
arbor, and later in tents In 1902.' 
the Bloys Campmeeting Associ* 
ation was organized and incor­
porated In 1904, the charter was 
read and adopted Four ministers 
were invited to attend the 1906 
meeting. The Reverend W. B. 
Bloys. ODD, a Presbyterian Home 
Missionary, known as "The Little 
Shepard of the Hills” , was pastor 
to all the Davis Mountain Country 
and had been pastor of the camp 
meetings prior to 1906 He con­
ducted the meetings until his 
death, twenty-seven years later. 
After the invocation and hymn at 
the firs t service. Dr. Bloys 
expressed the principle which has 
assured life and the subsequent 
growth of Bloys: "Every deno­
mination is going to be welcome 
here. There will be no line drawn 
because of d ifferent religious 
beliefs, but everyone is welcome 
to come worship with us."

In 1912, a pavillion replaced the 
old Gospel tent. The tabernacle 
was enlarged in 1927, and again in 
193B In 1940. the new tabernacle 
was dedicated. The meetings have 
continually grown each year to a 
record breaking crowd this year 
of over 3.000

There are four preaching ser­
vices daily in the Tabernacle. In 
addition, there is a five o'clock 
prayer meeting for both men and 
women. This has long been a 
favorite feature of Bloys The men 
met under the famous prayer tree 
and the ladies in the tabernacle.

Rural citizens 
may soon have 
access to cable tv

J'Rural folks have a right to the 
same quality of life as people in 
the c ity -  especially when that 
right is denied by a few muckety 
mucks in New York C ity ,"  
declared Jim Morriss, executive 
vice-president of the Association 
of Texas E lectric Cooperetives 
(TEC).

Morriss, speeking before 675 
e lectric cooperative managers, 
directors, and guests and the 
organization's 47th annual meet­
ing August 3-5 in Austin, de- 
nour>ced the programming execu­
tives responsible for scrambling 
tv satellite signals and blacking 
out rural dish owners.

Bob Phillips, chief executive of 
the National Rural Telecommuni­
cations Cooperative (NRTC), 
keynoted the meeting and in­
dicated that the recently formed 
nonprofit telecommunication co­
op is making great strides toward 
bring affordable sate llite  tele­
vision to all of rural America.

He announoed that two more 
television programming compa­
nies have joined NRTC's televi­
sion package, called "Rural TV", 
and several more stations are 
"very close" to signing contracts.

The television package is to be 
offered to satellite dish owners 
through participating electric co­
operatives beginning in Septem­
ber in some parts of the country, 
although it w ill take tim e to 
determine the demand for the 
service in specific areas.

The new channels are ESPN, a 
sports channel that w ill begin 
broadcasting NFL games this 
fa ll, and CBN, the Christian 
Broadcasting Network,

For about $10 a month, NTRC 
will market the basic package 
which will Include Cable News 
Network and four Independent 
"superstatlons.”

He also described other services 
that NRTC may eventually offer 
such as electronic billing through 
the consumer's television set and 
mater reading from the co-op's 
office, and bidirectional com­
munication systems that can 
transmit voice, data and or video.

Each electric cooperative must 
the demand In Its specific 

area and the feasibility of offering 
the tv service. There are many 
considerations for a local co-op 
board to weigh in deciding 
whether to become directly in­
volved In the program.

But since the service is from a 
sate llite , and distance is no 
obstacle. It is probable that a 
ru ra l dish owner could have 
gccae^ to the service even If his or 

■ cooperative does not provide It
