The long open 
spell has allowed row-crop farmers to get virtually 
all of their crops harvested. Sugar beet harvest has 
been completed, and most of the cotton has been 
stripped. Gins find themselves behind in their 
ginning, and will be working well beyond the first 
of the year in getting the 1987 crop processed. 
Reports indicate that the 1987 cotton crop is the 
best one in Parmer County in a number of years.

*Buy safety-approved electrical 
gifts. Before buying electrical toys 
or appliances, look for the UL or 
other symbol that shows the item 
has been certified by a recognized 
safety testing agency. 

*Think electrical safety. During 
the holidays, and all year 'round, 
don't plug in too many lights, 
appliances or other electrical 
devices to an electrical circuit. 
Overloading electrical outlets can 
cause a fire. 

Before using extension cords, 
always check for wear or damage, 
then avoid placing them beneath 
carpets or rugs where they could 
become a fire hazard. 

Finally, have a safe and happy 
holiday season, knowing you have 
helped protect your family from 
potential electrical hazards.

said that work is assigned on the 
unit level. Selection is based on 
prisoners' physical ability, unit 
location, trustworthiness, work 
history, vocational training, and 
experience at TDC. Additionally, 
TDC is an equal employment 
opportunity employer and has an 
affirmative action program. 
"Every inmate who's able to work 
is required to work for the state. 
This offsets the cost of housing, 
medical expenses, and any 
educational opportunity they get," 
he said. 

While inmates derive no direct 
salary, they do earn time against 
their sentences. Cathy McVey, 
administrator for human service 
programs, said the civil statute 
allowing prisoners to earn "good 
time" dates back to 1925. The 
amount of "good time" inmates 
can earn depends on the type of 
offense committed and their 
record while in prison. She said 
"good time" is considered an 
"indicator of good institutional 
adjustment" and is a factor the 
parole board takes into account. 

"Earning 'good time' is basic to 
inmates' motivation to work," 
McVey added. "It's their 
paycheck. To inmates, earning 
days is probably as precious as 
earning dollars." 

There's much more to highway 
work than just laying asphalt. 
License plates and validation 
stickers, road signs, special 
equipment, and highway 
maintenance projects are all part 
of the big picture. 

In these times of growing 
concern over funding for and 
overcrowding of prisons, highway 

tit tax dollars are working behind the 
scenes to provide incentive for 
inmates of the Texas Department 
of Corrections (TDC). 

Each year, the highway depart-
ment spends $17,225,500 for goods 
and services through an 
interagency contract with TDC. 
The range of work was outlined in 
a report given recently by Henry 
Thomason, the department's 
deputy director in charge of field 
operations, to the state highway 
commission. 

Funds from the highway 
contract go into TDC's Industrial 
Revolving Fund and are used for 
raw materials, overhead costs, and 
salaries for TDC staff. Six million 
license plates are manufactured for 
about $1 each. In addition, $2 

if
million is spent for 20 million 
validation stickers; $2 million for 
updating vehicle registration and 
title information, and for putting 
the data on microfilm; $20,000 for 
other microfilm services; and 
$8,000 for bindery services. 

Material and labor for 1.7 
million square feet of highway 
signs and 395,000 roadway 
reflectors cost the highway 
department $5.8 million. The 
agency also spends $147,000 on 
guardrail maintenance; $1 million 
on the manufacture and 
installation of 330 dump truck 
beds; $7,000 for fueling vehicles; 
$143,000 for recapping nearly 
3,500 tires; and $100,000 on 
custom-built equipment, such as 
sign trailers, gravel spreaders, 
water tanks, tarpaulins, and other 
truck parts. 

Approximately 2,000 inmates 
are involved with highway contract 
work. TDC presently has more 
than 38,000 inmates in 27 prison 
units.
