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THE EARTH SUMMIT has
been underway in Rio de Janeiro,
Brazil, for the past two weeks.

Many Americans have been
disappointed in the failure of the
United States to assume a
leadership role at the summit, let
alone keep up with the efforts of
other nations attending the summit.

The U.S. has failed to sign the
biodiversity treaty, which protects
plant and animal species. However,
our nation's reasoning is that the
pact as it stands would require
additional aid from the United
States to poor countries, and would
harm America's biotechnology
industry.

President Bush promised that
America would spend an additional
$150 million to protect forests.

However, a recent TV program
we watched makes you wonder just
how interested the U.S. leaders
really are in preserving forests.

The program showed how "clear
cut”" logging has destroyed entire
forests in the Pacific Northwest.

This type of logging ignores the
selective method of harvesting trees
in a forest, and literally takes every
tree in a particular area of ground.

This creates a myriad of
problems, including tremendous
erosion due to the loss of trees.
Environmentalists point out that
animal species are threatened by the
clear cut method.

The worst aspect of the piece we
watched on television was the fact
that the clear-cut logging which
was documented, was being done in
our National Forests, which are
under control of the federal
govermnment.

Many people are surprised to
learn that logging is allowed at all
in the National Forests, when the
truth is that more trees are probably
harvested each year from this source
than otherwise.

The fact that the government
allows the clear-cut logging to be
carried out in the National Forests,
makes you wonder if our national
leaders are even interested in the
environment, or conservation in
general.

Most Americans today are
convinced of the necessity of
conserving, in order to make our
natural resources stretch out.

We'd like to see our top officials
take the lead and set some examples
for the rest of us to follow.

Football

West Texas State University
took the first step in rejuvenating
its intercollegiate football program
on December 20, 1992, when
Athletic Director Mike Chandler
named Ron Steele as the twenty-
third head football coach at WTSU.
A University long on tradition and
football success, Steele and staff
will have their work cut out for
them in preparation for the 1992
season.

The Bovina native played an
instrumental role in the rebirth of
intercollegiate football at
Midwestemn State University during
the 1988 season.

Hopefully we can move things a
little quicker here at WTSU, avoid-
ing many of the mistakes while us-
ing our experiences to our advan-
tage," said Steele.

Steele began his coaching ca-
reer as an assistant football coach at
Clyde High School in 1980-81. He
moved on to Graham High School
from there, staying a total of six
years (1981-86). In 1986, the
WTSU head football mentor held
the position of Athletic Director,
Head Football and Track Coach at
Munday High School. He stayed in
Munday, Texas, until accepting the
position at Midwestern State
University.

Coach Steele received his bach-
elor’s degree in secondary education
from McMurry College in 1980.
While at Midwestern he finished his
requirements for a M.S. degree in
physical education in 1989. Coach
Ron Steele and his wife Susan have
two children.

Tiny Fleas Can Be Big

Trouble For Pet Owners

Fleas can be a major threat this
time of year, according to Lee Van
Sant, Manager of the Amarillo
Service Center of Terminix

"For the past week or so, our
office has been flooded with tele-
phone calls from homeowners con-
cerned about flea infestation," says

- Van Sant.

It is not a concern Van Sant
takes lightly. She says, "Fleas can
infest any home. They can bite a
child, live on a pet, make you sick
and transmit tapeworm to your dog.
Many people are allergic to flea
bites, and almost everyone experi-
ences severe itching and painful irri-
tation when bitten."

Fleas Are Vicious

According to Van Sant, adult
fleas feed on blood. They usually
attack your cat or dog, but they will
also bite any members of your fam-
ily. And they are one of the hardest
pests to control. "Fleas are sur-
vivors. They can survive months
without food, and they can remain
frozen for a year and then revive to
jump on a dog or a child," says Van
Sant. "Fleas have been around for
millions of year, and they breed at
an astonishing rate. They can jump
150 times their own length, which
is equivalent to a human jumping
nearly 1,000 feet." '

Fleas Are Hard To
Control

Van Sant says adult fleas can
live in your home, on your pet, and
outside in your yard or kennel.
Flea larvae can live in your pet's
bed, in carpets and rugs, or in
cracks in the floor. Once you get
fleas, they are extremely hard to get

. rid of. Fleas keep coming back.

They hatch from eggs already laid
and they are brought back into the
house on pets.
Tips For Controlling
Fleas

Van Sant says there are several
things homeowners can do to help
control fleas.

1. Follow your veterinarian's
advice about bathing your pet with
I!ﬂeall soap.

2. Wash all pet bedding in hot
soapy water on a regular basis.

3. Thoroughly vacuum your
home to remove flea eggs, larvae,
and potential food sources.

4, Pay particular attention to
cracks or crevices under furniture,
and underneath sofa cushions, espe-
cially in areas frequented by the pet.

5. Discard vacuum cleaner bag
or sweepings in an outside con-
tainer immediately.

- Heavy Flea Infestation
May Require Professional
Help

Controlling fleas is a tough
job that may require the services of
a professional pest control com-
pany, and sometimes even they
may have difficulty getting rid of
all the fleas with one treatment.

If you do seek professional
help, Van Sant recommends that
you follow these simple guidelines
when choosing a pest control com-
pany.

3. Get more than one estimate

and compare services.

Prior to the election, the TCPB
had divided the state into eight sepa-
rate "Voting Regions" so that board
members would more closely repre-
sent the corn interests of .a particu-
lar region of the state, and so that
all Texas corn producers would have
representation on the Board. As
there are 15 board seats on the
TCPB, the voting regions are de-
signed for each seat to represent
1/15th of the total corn production
in Texas as reported by the Texas
Crop Reporting Service. The
Texas Department of Agriculture
approved the voting region plan.

There were two seats up for
election in Voting Region One,
which consisted of Lamb and
Castro Counties in the Panhandle.
Lois Wales of Dimmitt and Carl
King of Dimmitt won those seats.

However, since Carl King is
also Executive Director of the
Texas Corn Producers Board, he
chose to resign his seat so that the
board would have broader represen-
tation. The board then elected the
third highest vote winner, Doug
Higgins of Kress, to fill the vacant
seat. Both Lois Wales and Doug
Higgins will serve until 1998.

Jerry Don Glover of Lazbuddie
won the single seat in Voting
Region Two consisting of five
counties in the Western Panhandle
centered on Hereford and Littlefield.
Jerry Don will also serve until
1998.

Winning the two seats in the
largest voting region in the state
were Andy Armstrong of Ennis and
John Baker of Temple. Voting
Region Six consists of 121 coun-
ties, and stretches from El Paso to
Texarkana. Both men will serve
until 1998.

The six new board members
were sworn in on May 6th in
Austin by Bob Tarrant,
Coordinator, Commodity Board
Program, Texas Department of
Agriculture. The board then moved
to elect officers for the 1992-1994
term. Elected as chairman was Bert
Williams of Farwell, Texas; Vice
Chairman is Gerald Donaldson of
Boling, Texas; and Jerry Don
Glover of Lazbuddie, Texas, was
elected Secretary-Treasurer.

Press releases and legal notices
on the election were sent to all ma-
jor newspapers in the state where
elections were to occur. Over eight
thousand ballots were distributed.
The voting period was from March
9, 1992. until April 10, 1992. The
next election will be in March,
1994,

There will be four seats up for
election in 1994, three in the
Panhandle area and one seat in the
Coastal Bend area.

never tried if before, it will take
you a few turns to get the hang of
it. Everybody wipes out at first,
but just keep at it and watch the
best riders. The lifeguards will give
you some tips and sometimes they
body board or body surf on their
breaks. You can pick up some
good techniques watching them.

About once a hour, they blast a
loud horn to let you know they're
turning the Boogie Bahn water all
the way up to make awesome
waves in the Kristal River con-
nected to the ride.

thing with them (quality time, you
know!). Eating is always a good
choice--you can bring your own
food or you can buy things there,
like sausage on a stick, turkey legs
and pizza. After that, impress your
parents by invite them to go tubing
on the rapids in the Comal River.
It's right down the hill from
Surfenburg. If they're not too set-
tled in, get them to hop on the free
tram for a ride over to the main sec-
tion of the part.

A few months ago, as I was
preaching, I began to weep. I can't
tell you why, other than the fact
that in that moment God's presence
was exceedingly real to me. I felt
the greatness of my own sins, and
my emotions caught up with me.

Afterward, several folks said
that it was a very meaningful time
for them too, not because my ser-
mon itself was any better, but be-
cause of the deep emotions ex-
pressed. Tears are something we
see so little of these days in wor-
ship, or for that matter, in any area
of life.

But most people seem to desire
that heart-felt, old-time religion that
truly feeds our souls and expresses
our feelings. Perhaps the reason we
have gotten so far away from it, at
least for us men, is that we've been
told from childhood, "Big boys
don't cry!" But sometimes, being
so "macho” is not so "mucho," if
you know what I mean!

Jesus himself often expressed
his heart through tears. Hebrews
5:7 states, "In the days of His
[Christ's] flesh, He offered up both
prayers and supplications with loud
crying and tears to the One able to
save Him from death, and He was
heard because of His piety."

Jesus, the perfect man, was not
ashamed to cry. Jesus wept with
the sisters, Martha and Mary, when
his friend and their brother Lazarus
died. He wept not only for the sor-
row he shared with them, but also
for their lack of faith in him (John
11:35).

On another occastion, Jesus
wept for the people and the rulers of
the city of Jerusalem as he crested
the Mt. of Olives which overlooked
the Temple. His tears, the passage
in Luke 19:41 states, literally
"burst forth." He wept for the foes

who would crucify him and all the
people who needed his salvation
(v.44). He also saw their coming
judgement and the soon destruction
of Jerusalem (vv. 42-43).

The reference quoted earlier in
Hebrews 5:7 probably refers to
Jesus' tears in the Garden of
Gethsemane, as he prayed and ago-
nized over his impending death.
There, the Bible tells us, he poured
out his soul before God. He ago-
nized not just for the physical pain
he would endure, as bad as that
would be, but also for the spiritual
sorrow he would experience as he
would be separated from God the
Father as he took our sins upon
himself (Matthew 27:46). All this
was for the purpose that we might
be forgiven.

Yes, Jesus shed many tears.
There is nothing wrong with the
tears of the bravest of men or the
best of women. Tears are the
cleansing agents that God's Spirit
sometimes uses to tender the hard-
ened heart and wash the windows of
our souls.

Tears can be the ointment the
Lord pours out to heal our hurts,
the soothing balm of Gilead that
absolves our guilt. Through our
tears we can release pent up sorrows
and express the depths of our hearts
as we repent of our sins. And what
affection cannot be expressed in the
highest form through the liquid
love of tears?

In light of the present condi-
tion of our nation, the needs of our
fellow man, the sinfulness of our
own hearts, and the hurts of fami-
lies and friends, what ought to con-
cern us is not that we weep, but
that we weep so little! May we all
be given tender hearts of love and
mercy, to shed tears. They will
keep us looking up!
