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Tax payers beware: legislature
considers major revision for GHD

Ifit becomes law, a new bill introduced in the Texas Legislature by
Rep. David Counts poses significant cost increases for Garza County
tax payers. Entitled HB 2477, the legislation creates a new health
care district, replacing the Garza County Hospital District.

Fashioned through the efforts of hospital district board president
Mike Travis, the new law will eliminate much of the current re-
strictions placed on the hospital district when it comes to spending
tax funds. Instead of being limited to serving county indigents, the
new law expands the new health care district’s functions to include
providing health care to any county resident, regardless of finan-
cial need.

Although there is a provision for non-indigent residents to reim-
burse the district for “reasonable and customary” costs, HB 2477
does not include specific terms for how that is to be implemented.
The district has consistently ignored that provision in its current
law, with no evidence that it has ever recovered any funds from
residents using the district’s tax supported clinic.

Counts’legislative proposal cites Article 9, Section 9 of the State of
Texas Constitution for authority, and includes a provision for an
election by qualified Garza County voters to approve the new dis-
trict prior to its creation.

Article 9, Section 9 provides only authority for establishing hospi-
tal districts for the purpose of caring for indigents and the opera-
tion of hospitals. It is unclear as to whether or not the legislature
will approve such a measure. Counts’ bill has been assigned to the
House Government Affairs Committee. No date for a hearing on the
bill has been set.

Other changes in the hospital district include a provision allowing
tax funds to be used for “any health care purpose,” with no limita-
tions specified in the law.

If approved by Garza County voters, the new health care district
law establishes a board of directors apparently in violation of the
federal law and specifically in conflict with the recent law suit agree-
ment on single member voting districts.

The new health care district will also be allowed to operate expen-
sive air and mobile emergency medical services. Apparently this
provision would eliminate the long-standing Garza County volun-
teer emergency medical services. Counts’law would allow the health
care district to issue revenue bonds for such services, adding an-
other level of indebtedness to local tax payers.

Commissioners
oppose changes to
911 administration

Garza County commissioners approved a resolution at the regular
meeting Monday morning, opposing a legislative proposal to cen-
tralize 911 administratign in Austin.

“This would eliminate our regional 911 committees,” Judge Giles
W. Dalby emphasized, “and centralize everything in Austin. I don’t
think that’s such a good idea.” Commissioners Lee Norman, Mason
McClellan, John Valdez and Mike Sanchez agreed.

The court accepted the lone bid of $6,000 for a used pickup truck,
which had been assigned to the Garza County Extension Service.
The court also accepted Guin Miller’s low bid of $7,200 for construc-
tion of a 24 X 20 X 10 store room at the Giles W. Dalby Correctional
Facility. Other bids were received from Brad Mason ($8,900) and
T&G Welding ($9,004).

The court took no action on legislation being proposed to give coun-
ties authority to call elections to eliminate constable offices. Dalby
said that he didn’t feel it was necessary to get involved in the issue.

A proposal to install an $85,000 special weather observation sys-
tem at the county/city airport was rejected. Commissioner Norman
explained that the airport board did not feel the equipment was
necessary. Norman also said renovation at the airport is continu-
ing, but delayed for administrative procedures between state and
federal authorities.

A proposal by county extension agent Sara Stevens to assist local
parents with child safety restraints was approved. A total of $500
has been allocated for the purchase of child restraint seats, which
the county agent will use to assist parents who need help. Stevens

recently complete certification on the proper installation and use of

child restraint seats.

The court declared March 18-24 as “National Agriculture Week in
Texas and accepted a report from the Texas Department of Transpi-
ration on “off-system” bridge inventory and appraisal.

A $255 fee to Productivity Center was approved at the recommen-
dation of the Garza County Sheriff’s Department. The center offers
internet background checks on personnel making application for
law enforcement or guard duty at the jail or prison facilities owned
by the county.

Judge Dalby announced that the state has certified the Garza
County jail following the recent inspection. Sheriff Kenny Ratke
reported that there very few minor deficiencies, which are being
corrected.

Revisions to the employee manual were approved to give employ-
ees options to use sick leave or vacation and other accrued time in
conjunction with worker’s compensation or maternity leave.

The planned subdivision at Lake Alan Henry has hit a snag, ac-

chases up to $15,000 without requiring competitive bidding, as the
current law requires any expenditure more than $1,000 be subjected
to competitive bids.

Another potential additional expense to Garza County tax payers
would be the expansion of contracts for health care services. The
proposed law allows for contracts to be written for up to 25 years.

Apparently Counts believes tax payers here have unlimited re-
sources. The new law allows the health care district to spend tax

money in the recruitment of physicians and other health care pro-
fessionals, with no clear limits on the use of those tax funds.

Potentially the most expensive part of the proposed law is the
expansion of medical access to non-indigent residents of Garza
County. This attempt to implement socialized medical services in
Garza County has a price tag that could be in the millions every
year.

A method for dissolving the district by election is also proposed.

Taba’na Yuan’e ceremony
set for Thursday, March 22

The traditional Taba’na Yuan’e ceremony will be conducted Thurs-
day, March 22, in the Post City Park.

Guests should arrive by 6 a.m. in order to observe the performance,
which ends with sunrise.

The ceremony, an observance of an ancient Plains Indian spring
ritual, begins with the lighting of the fire and constructing of the
circle of council. It is held annually on March 22, with visitors and
local residents gathering around a circular ceremonial ring to watch
a dancer, clad in traditional beaded buckskins and feathered head-
dress, perform an Indian version of an extended weather forecast.

Taba’na Yuan'e translates to “sunrise wind.”

The Plains Indians used the dance to check the wind direction at
the exact moment of sunrise, which would determine the success of
the coming year. According to legend, the wind must be checked at
sunrise on the day after the sun reaches the halfway point in its
journey from the south to the north.

The Taba'’na Yuan’e tradition, which dates to earliest memories of

the Plains Indians, began in Post in 1907 when early Garza County
pioneers recalled the legend told by the Indians. Garza County farm-
ers and ranchers have relied on the Taba’na Yuan'e for more than
90 years to provide a hint as to the success of the coming year.

“Chief” Runkles, a longtime student of Indian lore, has been faith-
fully keeping the ceremony true to its original form since 1973. He
starts the Taba'na Yuan’e with the building of a small fire, using
only natural materials. The fire is ignited by the friction of rubbing
two sticks together.

Following the singing of a tribal prayer of thanks for the fire, the
“chief” performs a four winds dance where a pipe of peace is pre-
sented to the four directions, then to the Mother Earth and
Wakantanka, the Great Spirit above, to seek their blessings.

A wad of grass is placed on the coals and as the smoke indicates
the wind direction at the moment of sunrise, the Smoke Dance is
ended by kneeling and pointing a feather in the direction from which
the wind comes.

Incumbents face opposition

As of mid-day Tuesday, two new candidate filings had been added
to the May 5 city, school and hospital district elections.

Filing as candidates this past week in the Post Independent School
District board of trustees election were Guin Miller and Brad Ma-
son. Incumbents Alexa Collier and Jeff Lott also have filed for re-
election, representing Places 4 and 5 respectively in the district.

The Post ISD elects its board members through a cumulative vot-
ing process. That process, which operates through an at-large sys-
tem, names the top vote-getters as the victors in the election; in
other words, in an election where two positions are open, the two
individuals receiving the greatest number of votes would be declared
the winners. '

Through the school district’s cumulative voting process, each voter
has the same number of votes as empty trustee seats in an election
— in this case, two seats are vacant, so each eligible Post ISD voter
will have two votes. Each vote can be cast for a different candidate,
both votes can be cast for the same candidate, or even a single vote

GHD board debates
election judges

Election judges for county commissioner precincts 1, 2 and 4 were
selected at Tuesday nights’ Garza County Hospital Board meeting,
with one additional precinct 1 judge still to be appointed. A decision
about the election judge for precinct 3 was postponed until a special
called meeting Monday at 5 p.m.

A bit of a conflict developed on choosing the precinct 3 election
judge as board member Carol Tobias had contacted Alice Cruse last
week, who agreed to serve. In the meantime, Cherry Eckols had
called the district office and also agreed to serve.

Tobias explained at the Tuesday meeting that she was following
the guidelines that had been approved by the board at a recent
meeting, when board president Mike Travis asked individual board
members to seek qualified citizens in their precincts to serve as
election judges.

“Alice is highly qualified,” Tobias emphasized, “and she has served
as election judge in other elections.” Tobias made a point during the
discussion that the recent lawsuit agreement required that election
judges could not be employees of the district, “Cherry is a former
employee, and I think her serving as an election judge is a conflict
of interest.”

Travis expressed opposition to that view, saying that the best quali-
fied person should serve as election judge. The matter was tabled
until Monday’s special meeting, to be held at CitizensBank commu-
nity room.

Other election judges named at Tuesday meeting are Kay Hays
(precinct 1), Sheri Riedel (precinct 2) and Melinda Morgan (pre-
cinct 4). Election judges are to select clerks. Precinct 1 has two vot-
ing boxes, a judge for the second box has not been named.

Board members announced that the following locations had been
confirmed for voting places: Precinct 1, First Presbyterian Church
and Trinity Baptist Church; Precinct 2, Post Middle School; Pre-
cinct 3, Lorenzo Alexander Community Center and Precinct 4, Post

- Your response to this seemingly idiotic question would have been, “By
‘mail!”

Moreover, you probably would have argued mail would always be

reasier because it would have been impossible for you to conceive that
,sometime in the future there'd be telephones and other forms of
‘electronic communication.

Suppose you had been asked in the 1940s, when computers were first
“To what uses can we put these machines?” I doubt

‘can be used to rapidly make numerical calculations.”
It would have been impossible even for great thinkers such as Albert

‘Einstein to foresee the myriad uses and benefits of computers in 2001.
'You say, “OK, Williams, what's the point?”

One point is mankind'’s total knowledge of all that can be known is
trivial. Another is some people act as if they know it all and, in their

-roles as politicians and bureaucrats, they forcibly impose what they

see as their “superior wisdom” on others.
These barbarians have forgotten Richard Whatley's warning, “He

.whoisnot aware of his ignorance will be only misled by his knowledge.”

Not only will these people mislead themselves, if they have power
they’ll mislead a nation.

There’s no better example of elite ignorance and arrogance than in
the debate over education. There's no question that the American
education system is in shambles. In our inner cities, education is

nothing short of a criminal disgrace. But what do members of the elite
do?

. And thereafter, elite arrogance

They oppose every effort to introduce alternatives to the public-
education system that might come through educational vouchers or
tuition tax credits. Their position differs little from one that says: We
know every possible means of delivering education, today’s
public-education system is the best.

Having taken that position, they virtually contradict themselves by
arguing that if parents had choice, public schools wouldn’t survive. In
other words, public schools are so rotten that if parents had another
option, they'd exercise it.

Another know-it-all argument these people make is: If
educational vouchers there wouldn't be enough private
enroll all those who'd apply. Such a claim reflects gross economic
ignorance.

Apply that claim to VCRs and cars. Back when VCRs were invented,
would anyreasonable person have proposed holding up their production
and sales until enough VCR rental and repair shops had been
established?

Should Henry Ford have waited for gasoline stations and auto-
repair shops to be established across the country before he started
mass producing cars?

To these questions, I'm betting that you're going to say: “That’s
nonsense, Williams. Let VCRs be manufactured, and I'll guarantee
you there’ll soon be VCR rental and repair shops. And let Ford produce
cars, and I'll also guarantee you that soon there’ll be gasoline stations
and repair shops.”

Why? People want to make money, and the best way of making
money is by pleasing others.

Give parents vouchers, and you can bet private schools will emerge
The bottom line: Always be suspicious of those who pretend to know
it all, claim their way is the best way and are willing to force their way
on the rest of us.

The identical reasoning applies to
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Repeal Depression-era libel law

. Alot of unconstitutional bunk got peddled back in the early 1930s,
as governments federal and local scrambled to remedy an economic
debacle resulting (as the late Murray Rothbard exhaustively
demonstrated in “America’s Great Depression”) from a double
whammy of almost metaphysical proportions: a wanton increase in
the paper money supply (and, thus, of credit) during the Roaring
'20s, followed by the refusal of that “great interv entionist,” Herbert
Hoover, to let wages correct downward along with prices after the
resulting crash of '29.

With jaw-dropping predictability, government thus created vast
unemployment through its ill-considered interventions in the
economy — and then announced with a straight face that the only
possible solution was ... more government intervention.

Many of the resulting attempts to infringe Americans’ historic
economic and political liberties — socializing the nation’s economy
on the bizarre assumption that the best “fix” would be to mimic
policies which had already left millions starving in Lenin’s Russia —
were rightly thrown out as unconstitutional as soon as they reached
the courts.

But just as many of these hastily-cobbled-together Ponzi schemes
and bureaucratic full-employment programs survived, to be sanctified
over time as “vital elements of our wise and benevolent social safety
net.”

How silly were some of these measures? Hoping to stem bank runs
on local financial institutions which had plunged incautiously in the
speculative boom, Nevada legislators in 1931 enacted a law which
made it illegal to criticize a Nevada bank or its financial viability in
print — even if the statements were provably true.

Though the financial crisis passed and is'long since forgotten, this
Nevada law was still on the books when Senior Deputy Attorney
General Doug Walther notified the Culinary Union back in 1996 that
a leaflet the union was circulating — stating that Commercial Bank

- was losing money — ran them afoul of the long-forgotten law.

(The union was in a labor dispute with the Santa Fe Casino at the
time —and then-state Sen. Sue Lowden, an owner of the casino, sat
on the board of Commercial Bank, which later merged with Colonial
Bank.)

Fortunately, Senior U.S. District Judge Lloyd George forbade the
state from enforcing the law, which he held to be in direct violation
of the First Amendment’s free-speech guarantees.

So far so good.

Yes, it would be reprehensible for anyone to malign a legitimate
business for political reasons. But banks have full access to the
courts to file their own civil actions for libel or slander if they see fit.
A pre-emptive ban on consumers stating an opinion about a local
enterprise’s policies — let alone citing provably accurate facts — has
no place in a free country.

Now comes state Sen. D-Las Vegas

Following the lead of
hospital district board president Mike Travis, Mr Counts apparently
ignores the cries of anguish from beleaguered tax payers here.

The total cost of this boondoggle legislation has yet to be calculated,
but based on population figures and average annual health care
costs, tax payers here may be shelling out millions of dollars for this
socialist scheme.

Nowonder property owners are finding it less and less attractive to
actually own property ... the insatiable appetite by government
seems to be uncontrollable.

This legislative sham is a repeat of Counts’ 1999 attempt to placate
local socialists. That effort failed with lack of a senate sponsor for
HBO 2616.-This time around the legislation includes even more
authority to spend tax funds. In effect, the new legislation merely
takes away restrictions that have been 1;_{1101&(1 by the hospital board
majority.

For instance, the law now requires non-indigent users of the tax
supported health clinic to reimburse the hospital district for
“reasonable and customary” charges. The hospital district has no
evidence that it has ever recovered any reimbursement from non-
indigent users of the clinic. That law has simply been ignored.

Why should tax payers here have any faith that this practice will
change? If the majority board members don’t like restrictions in the
law, they’ll just ignore it. “If you don’t like what we're doing, take it
to court” has been their song in the past.

Counts, who routinely supports socialist schemes in Austin,
apparently has little regard for fiscally sound management of tax
funds, otherwise he would not sponsor such boondoggles as he has
done with HBO 2477.

There is only one bright spot in this proposed revision being foisted
onto tax payers here: Section 1 of HBO 2477 requires a vote of
qualified voters be held before it can be implemented. If this socialized
medicine plan makes it through the legislature, it’ll be up to the
Garza County Commissioners’ Court to conduct an vl{-{'titm to
determine if voters here will approve the creation of the “Garza
County Health Care District.”

Hopefully there'll be enough tax payer opposition that HBO 2477
will end up in the garbage heap of lousy ideas emanating from
Austin.

High School.

In other action, the board approved the order for an election on
May 5 and authorized district administrator Gina Norman to pro-
ceed with plans to merge the Primary Health Care Program with
South Plains Community Action Association. The decision came af-
ter a discussion about the future of the program.

Norman explained that the chances of getting the grant renewed
was in question, and that working with SPCAA seemed to be the
best option. She also said that SPCAA is expected to limit services
to “chronic patients,” those with diabetes or hypertension, which
will eliminate about 73 people currently enrolled in the program.

Travis suggested increasing the income guidelines for indigent
status so those 73 people would not be left without services.

The wheelchair ramp project at the front entrance of the district’s
building was postponed at the suggestion of board member Leon
Miller. He explained that after looking at the project in more detail,
he feels a complete revamping of the front entrance would be neces-
sary. “We need to put this on hold a while until we decide the best
way to do this,” he said.

Norman reported that 14 Garza County residents are currently
being served as indigents.

In the public forum portion of the meeting, Daymon Ethridge ex-
pressed opposition to the proposed revisions to the district’s enabling
legislation. “What's being proposed is way beyond the recommen-
dations of the advisory committee,” he emphasized. “I think the
board should ask Representative Counts to withdraw that bill.”

Ethridge pointed out that a number of changes to the enabling
legislation were included which did not have the board’s approval.
Travis said the matter would be discussed at Monday’s special meet-
ing.

The next regular meeting of the board is scheduled for April 12 at
6 p.m. in the CitizensBank community room.
