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Lubbock man drowns
at Lake Alan Henry

A b55-year-old Lubbock man
drowned at the public docks of Lake
Alan Henry last week after appar-
ently falling into the water while try-

ing to step into a boat.

Initial autopsy reports indicate
Miguel Ramos died of “freshwater
drowning.” Toxicology reports are
still pending, according to Constable

Ramos and two friends had been
fishing from a boat on the lake since
about 4 p.m. when they returned to
the public dock area at about 8 p.m.
There, Ramos handed the keys to his
pickup and trailer to one of the other
men and sent him to get the vehicle.
Ramos apparently tried to step back
onto the boat, but somehow fell into
the lake, according to reports. The
other friend who had been fishing
with Ramos immediately jumped
into the water, but he was unable to
locate him.

Authorities were notified of the ac-
cident at about 8:15 p.m. Rodney
Tidwell of the Garza County Dive
Team immediately began working
the site, where the water is approxi-
mately 37 feet deep, Yarbro said.
Tidwell used search patterns to scour
the area until the drowning victim
was discovered more than an hour
later. '

Ramos did not know how to swim,
Yarbro said, and none of the three
fishermen were wearing life jackets.

“You don't expect this sort of thing
to happen this time of the year,” the
constable said. “You're more pre-
pared for it during the summer be-
cause of the type of activities going
on - swimming, all of the recreational
stuff. This really kind of blindsides
you, because you're really not expect-
ing to lose a fisherman.”

Ramos was pronounced dead at
about 9:45 p.m. by Justice of the
Peace Dee Justice.

Yarbro said this drowning, like so
many others, might have been pre-
vented if life jackets had been used.

“Please wear your life jacket,” he
said. “I don’t care if you know how to
swim or not. Wear your life jacket.”

This accident marks the fourth
drowning at Lake Alan Henry within
the past year, Yarbro said.

where she was,” Constable Daniel
Yarbro said, when she drove over the
top of the public boat ramp, propel-
ling her car about 40 feet out into the
water.

The windows of the Chevrolet were
down at the time of the accident,
Yarbro said, and the woman was able
to swim out of the car. People on the
ramp helped the woman get back to
the shoreline.

Authorities were notified, and a
member of the Garza County Dive
Team assisted in the vehicle recov-
ery.

One-man
dive team

It's called the Garza County Dive
Team. But ‘team’isn’t exactly an accu-
rate description.

For some time now, Rodney Tidwell
has been the lone certified member of
the volunteer team. And Tidwell was
busy last week, working a drowning
on Oct. 21 and a vehicle-related acci-
dent at Lake Alan Henry on the fol-
lowing day.

Constable Daniel Yarbro said Tidwell
spent an hour to an hour and a half
underwater Oct. 21, searching for a
Lubbock man who had reportedly
fallen into the water near the public
ramp at Lake Alan Henry. Members
of the Lubbock Dive Team had been
notified and were on their way, but
Tidwell located the drowning victim
prior to the Lubbock team’s arrival.

“I don't like sending one diver down,”
Yarbro said. “A diver can only stay in
the water so long. We do have under-
water communication, but in a perfect
world... we'd have at least four divers.
Three would get us by. It's best to have
two in the water and a standby diver.”

An additional diver is being trained,
but it will be about two months before
his training is completed, the constable
said.

To become rescue-certified, a diver
needs approximately 100 hours of
schooling on various dive sequences,
Yarbro said. Traditionally, new divers
begin with fresh-water training - in a
swimming pool, for example - where
visibility is better.

“In a lake, you've got to take into con-
sideration that there’s trees, there's
cactus, there's rocks, there's fishing
lines - everything under the water
there is above the water,” the constable
said. “It’s a very dangerous occupation,
but the divers do it for free just because
they want to help. They're a good
bunch of guys.”

In the past, Garza County has paid
for diver training from funds received
from the City of Lubbock as reimburse-
ment for law enforcement patrols at
Lake Alan Henry. Budget restrictions,
however, have limited training avail-
ability, Yarbro said.

Tidwell received his certification ap-
proximately two years ago.

Garza County
Hospital District eyes
equipment purchase

by Sheri Lewis

Officials with the Garza Caeunty Health Care District are hoping city and county
officials will team up with them to help purchase an electrocardiograph (ECG) unit
for use in one of the local ambulances.

During their regular meeting Oct. 23, health care district directors agreed to cover
one-third of the cost of a new 12-lead ECG unit. Cost for the piece of equipment runs
between $18,000 and $21,000, district administrator Tanya Boucher said.

The ambulance service plans to purchase one ECG unit for placement in one of its
two emergency vehicles. They approached the hospital district in hopes of receiving
financial assistance for the purchase of the second unit.

Boucher said plans call for the ambulance services representatives to request the
remaining funding from city and county officials.

Availability of an ECG unit on each of the ambulances will “enhance their service”
by providing additional information on a patient’s condition, Boucher said. This
information can then be relayed to the emergency room to which the ambulance is
traveling to allow for additional preparation time and perhaps expedite lifesaving
medical services upon the patient’s arrival.

In other business, board members:

* Approved the administrator’s employment agreement.

* Approved the agreemen: for Primary Health Care Services provided by South
Plains Community Action Association Inc. Services will run through Aug. 31,2004.

* Received the Garza County Health Clinic Report for the month ending Sept. 30.
A total of 621 visits were recorded at the clinic during the month, compared to 543
in August. The total number of procedures in September was 1007, compared to 817
in the previous month. September’s total cost afterrevenues butexcluding outstanding
collections was $20,040. The comparative figure for August was $10,660.

* Nominated Jack Alexander to represent the board on the Garza' Central Tax
Appraisal District board of directors.

* Discussed the need to update policies regarding indigent patients and health care
district personnel. Boucher said the district’s existing policy follows *“standard
guidelines,” but with the increased tax rate district officials may want to re-evaluate
the policy. With regard to the personnel policy, the administrator said its last update
was in November of 1998. “It needs to be updated,” she said.

* Received a report on a pair of incubator grants being sought by the health care
district. Bouchersaid the district received one $5 000 grant from the Texas Department
of Health, and plans call for those funds to be used to make application for a $75,000
grant that, if received, would help the district “maintain a basic health care network™
and “improve upon what the clinic can provide,” the administrator said.

* Received the year-end report on indigent care. Sixteen indigent cases were
handled during the month of September, compared to I5 in the previous month. A
total of $5,051.97 was spent during September, which put the fiscal year’s expenditures
for indigent care at $71,542.60. Boucher said a total of $181,363.36 were charged
on claims, but after paying the Medicare rate and discount rates made available to
the district, discounts of almost $110,000 were received.

* Received areport from Boucher on indigent programs that operate independently
of countywide districts. The administrator said she is gathering data for the health
care district and county commissioners to review.

» Set aside time for an open forum, but no one was in attendance.

* Noted that the board’s next regular meeting is set for 6:30 p.m. Thursday,
Nov. 20, in the Citizens Bank Community Room.

Itis my understanding that the same budget that provided all of the services
last year could be inéreased by three percent and a rollback election could
not legally be held. That sounds simple enough and it is a far cry from the
Chicken Little “the sky is falling” comments that are being made.

Now in response to the comment by JoAnn Mock about “the fcllow that
came up with the figures” I need to make something clear.

This “fellow” has a Bachelor of Business Administration degree in
accounting from Texas Tech University,a Master of Business Administration
from the University of Dallas and had a job for several years as Manager of
Budgets, Performance Reporting and Analysis and Capital Expenditure
Controls with Atlantic Richfield Company which was the fifth largest
natural resource company in the United States at that time.

I do not come up with figures but spend a lot of time and effort to find
statistics that are meaningful and comparable. I located a web site that
includes Texas county profiles identified as (www.county.org/resources/
countydata/basic.asp).

I went to this web site and identified six other counties with populations
within eight hundred of Garza County and compared their year 2000
budgets with the Garza County budget for the year 2000

I must admit that I was stunned when I found that the budget for Garza
County was from $316,085 to $736,192 higher than any of these other
counties. This information is available to anyone with access to the internet
and I am sure anyone that does not have access to the intérfet can find
someone with access to help them find this information and verify the
accuracy.

While they are there they can also look at the Garza County Census
Population figures and they will find 6,218 in 1950, 5,143 in 1990 and 4,872
in 2000.

[ honestly believe that county officials with a little effort could look at other
comparable counties and prepare budgets that do not have such a large

increase and still provide the necessary services for Garza County residents.

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" Trashing the rule of law

by Walter E. Williams

For most of our history, we followed the British system
of common law, including laws dealing with tort liability.
This heritage has been attacked by courts and plaintiff
attorneys so much that it is barely recognizable.

One such doctrine of tort liability is the assumption-of-
risk doctrine. Simply put, the assumption-of-risk doctrine
holds that if the user of a product or service is aware of

‘the danger, and nevertheless proceeds to make use of the product or

service and is injured by it, he is barred from recovery. In other words,
assumption-of-risk doctrine holds that people bear some accountability
for the results of their actions.

As a result of the successful lawsuits against tobacco companies,
assumption-of-risk doctrine is a skeleton of its past. For decades, under
our traditional tort regime, if a plaintiff knows the risks of smoking, yet
still smokes and contracts a tobacco-related illness, he had no claim
against the tobacco manufacturer. That's all changed. The courts have
all but said that it's the tobacco company, not the smoker, who's
responsible for the smoker's plight.

Americans are quite pleased with the success of the political and legal
attack against an unpopular industry. They're pleased by smoking

- regulations and the near confiscatory cigarette taxes levied in the name

of protecting children and recouping health-care expenses. In some
jurisdictions, taxes have made a pack of cigarettes sell for $7, and
predictively a flourishing black market, along with its associated violent
crime, has emerged. The question I ask is: Will Americans be just as
happy if the cigarette attack is carried to other products?

Sam Katzman, attorney for the Washington, D.C.-based Competitive
Enterprise Institute, says, “The tobacco litigation campaign’'s most

'significant impact may well be not its effect on the tobacco industry or
onsmokers, butits creation of a template for attacking other industries.”

' The tobacco litigation made the case for diminished personal

responsibility and the “social costing” of products. In other words, all a
lawyer has to successfully argue is that a product such as tobacco,

Some Bush administration officials and advisors are hankering for another

‘war. To judge from the saber rattling and rumblings coming out of the White
'House, the next target could be Iran. But invading Iran would be an act of
folly that would make the invasion of Iraq look almost prudent by comparison.
. Almost no one alleges that Iran poses any threat to the security of the
‘United States. There are no allegations that Iranian naval forces could seize

Boston harbor, or that Iranian paratroopers could descend upon Miami, or

‘that an Iranian army could surge across the Rio Grande. Instead, the case

against Iran is based almost entirely on distant hypotheticals - and on the
notion that the United States needs to completely dominate the Middle East.

Some Bush administration officials are clamoring for U.S. action against
Iran. John Bolton, undersecretary of state for arms control and international
security affairs, declared on October 9, regarding an Iranian nuclear reactor,
“The threat posed by Iran ... has to be eliminated.”

But Bolton is a poor guide for the case for going war. For many months

before the United States invaded Iraq, Bush administration officials assured
Americans that Saddam Hussein had vast stores of weapons of mass
destruction that posed an immediate threat to Americans. Since the U.S.
army captured Baghdad in early April, no WMDs have been found.
- But Bolton offered a bizarre vindication for a war that killed thousands of
Iraqi civilians and cost the lives of hundreds of American soldiers. In a May
24, 2003, speech sponsored by the National Defense University Foundation,
Bolton revealed that the war was justified because of Iraqi “intellectual
capacity” - because of “the continued existence of what Saddam Hussein
called the 'nuclear mujahadeen,’ the thousand or so scientists, technicians,
people who have in their own heads and in their files the intellectual
property necessary at an appropriate time ... to recreate a nuclear weapons
program.”

With this all-inclusive standard, the U.S. government is now justified in
attacking any potentially hostile nation that has a university with a good
physics department.

Iran does have a nuclear program but Bush administration experts
estimate thatit could be six or seven years until they are able to have nuclear
weapons - if that is what they seek to build. There are many other countries
in the world that could also acquire nuclear weapons in that time period. And
Israel has a large stockpile of nuclear weapons. This is not a problem for the
Bush administration, since pro-American governments are apparently
entitled to unlimited numbers of WMDs.

The U.S. military might be able to defeat the Iranian military without too
many American casualties - at least initially. However, Iran is a much larger
country than Iraq and far more mountainous. Mountains are heaven-made
for guerilla fighting.

Yet even if the United States can stop the current Iranian government,
there is no reason to expect paradise to erupt in the aftermath. Prior to the
invasion of Iraq, Americans were told that the Iragi people would greet
American soldiers with hugs and flowers. More than 300 dead Americans
later, it appears that Iraqi hatred of Americans is becoming more perilous
every month.

hamburgers, casinos, cars, etc., are addictive. That means individual
responsibility for his lifestyle choices is out the window. Lawyers then
hire “expert” witnesses to argue that the product imposes costs on
society. Attorney generals and politicians come out of the woodwork
calling for taxes to recover those costs. The icing on the cake is to
somehow argue that America’s precious children are harmed by the
product. Success is nearly a foregone conclusion.

The nation’s tyrants have already begun using the tobacco litigation
template against the food and beverage industries. In addition to obesity
lawsuits against. McDonald's, Burger King, Kentucky Fried Chicken,
Nabisco and others, they're calling for the labeling of fat content.
Cowardly executives are complying by providing additional nutritional
information and even downsizing some of their products. If they think
appeasement will deter the tyrants, who know what's best for Americans,
they have another think coming.

Decades ago, the government conducted costly education campaigns
and mandated labels on cigarettes warning about the dangers of
smoking. That didn't deter successful lawsuits against tobacco companies
and neither will its equivalent, nutritional or fat content labeling, deter
lawsuits against the food industry,

Abandonment of assumption-of-risk doctrine means Americans pay
more, and will pay even more, for the goods and services. When we ski,
we risk breaking a leg — but since we have diminished responsibility,
the higher liability insurance premiums paid by ski lodges translate into
higher lift ticket prices.

If food companies are to stay in business, they too will have to pay
higher liability insurance premiums and hire teams of lawyers to defend
themselves. Who do you think will bear the final burden of these costs?
Nullification of responsibility for our actions has had a devastating
effect on our economy, not the least of which is international
competitiveness. When are we going to call for a halt?

The folly of invading Iran

One of the drawbacks of bombing a foreign country into submission is that
the United States is often expected to rebuild what it destroyed afterwards.
Sen. Richard Lugar (R-Ind.), the chairman of the Senate Foreign Relations
Committee, estimates that the cost of rebuilding Iraq could reach $200
billion - far beyond the Bush administration’s recent $87 billion budget
request. This is money that the U.S. government does not have; as a result,
Americans for decades to come will be paying heavily for the privilege of
underwriting President Bush'’s victory strut on the USS Abraham Lincoln
last May 1.

Prior toinvading Iraq, Bush talked as if overthrowing Saddam would bring
peace between the Palestinians and Israelis. Yet, seven months after the
United States conquered Baghdad, Palestinian suicide bombers continue
blowing up Israeli buses and cafes and Israeli jets and helicopters continue
killing innocent Palestinian bystanders in their attacks on the cars and
homes of “militants.”

Americans cannot afford any more Bush conquests. The Bush
administration has already wrecked American credibility around the world
with its Iraqi invasion. If Bush advisors want to conquer Tehran, let them
do it themselves.

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So what are we to think of an election
where a powerful newspaper unleashes a
squad of reporters to expose a political
candidate’s boorish behavior toward women,
and the targeted candidate wins in a
landslide? What the heck is going on here?

That's the primary question emerging from
Arnold Schwarzenegger's stunning victory
over the combined forces of the Democratic
PR garFy arjxd the Los A.ngeles Times in the

alifornia recall election.

Think about it. Did the Los Angeles Times send a squad of reporters
to Arkansas to investigate Bill Clinton's situation with women? Did
that newspaper spend its resources probing into the backgrounds of
Cruz Bustamante and Tom McClintock? The answer to those questions
is, wait for it, no it did not.

So I can report quite accurately that the Los Angeles Times is guilty
of “selective reporting” — that is, it set out to find dirt on
Schwarzenegger and did. That's not to say the dirt wasn't valid, it was.
We the people have the right and the need to know if our elected
officials are “gropers.” But it seems the good folks of California did not
care.

Exit polling showed more women voted for Arnold then his primary
Democratic rival Bustamante. Polls also demonstrated that the more
the Los Angeles Times slimed Schwarzenegger, the more Republican
and independent support he gathered. The logical conclusion is that
many voters thought what the Times was doing was worse than
Arnold’s touchy-feely propensity.

This is interesting because the left-wing media hit the actor with
everything it had. Arnold admired Hitler; Arnold's father was a Nazi;
Arnold himself was a bully and was disrespectful to women. The hits
just kept on coming. In my nearly 30 years in journalism, I have never
seen a more vicious campaign to keep a person from assuming power.
The media reported, and the folks decided. They hated the media.
They didn't particularly approve of what Mr. Happy Hands did, but
the slime machine was worse. Thousands of people cancelled their
subscriptions to the Los Angeles Times.

The perception among many in California is that the Times and the
Gray Davis campaign were working together. This is probably not
true, but perceptions win and lose elections. And there was some
circumstantial evidence indicating that Davis had the Times in his
pocket. The folks didn't like it.

In 1974, U.S. Supreme Court Justice Potter Stewart said that the
primary purpose of the First Amendment was “to create a fourth
institution outside the government as an additional check on the three
official branches” (the executive, the legislative and the judiciary).
Thatinstitution, of course, is the press. It is supposed to be a watchdog
of, not a lapdog for, the powerful.

ButtodayinAmerica, the media have become increasingly ideological.
We've always had editorial pages that supported politicians, but now
we have news pages being used to push agendas both social and
political.

This is dangerous to our democracy. When campaign finance reform
kicks in next year, the press will have even more power in the
exposition of political candidates and issues. If we have powerful
newspapers and TV networks actively working to undermine selected
candidates, we have trouble. And guess what? We have trouble.

Whether the Los Angeles Times knows it or not, it had an enormous
effect on the recall election in California. Instead of helping people
focus on the issues and on the attributes of leadership, the Times
succeeded in angering so many voters that Arnold didn't even need to
make a power grab. For once, he kept his hands in his pockets. The
more they smeared him, the more popular he became. They pumped
him up.

The assigned topics for this competition
are as follows:

* Article 1, Section 3, Clause 6: The
Senate shall have the sole power to try all
impeachments. When sitting for that purpose,
they shall be on oath or affirmation. When the
President of the United States is tried, the
chief justice shall preside.

*Article4,Section 2,Clauses 1,2: Clause
1 - The aitizens of each state shall be entitled
toall privileges and immunities of citizens in
the several states. Clause 2 - A person charged
in any state with treason, felony or other
crime, who shall flee from justice, and be
found in another state, shall on demand of the
executive authority of the state from which
he fled, be delivered up, to be removed to the
state having jurisdiction of the crime.

* Amendment 14, Sectiof 1¥ All persons
born or naturalized in the United States, and
subject to the jurisdiction thereof, are citizens
of the United Sates and of the state wherein
they reside. No state shall make or enforce
any law, which shall abridge the privileges or
immunities of citizens of the United States,
nor shall any state deprive any person of life,
liberty, or property, without due process of
law, nor deny to any person within its
Jjurisdiction the equal protection of the laws.

The assigned topic must be between 3-5
minutes in length. Topic assignments will be
given to each contestant just prior todelivery.

The 19th District contest will be held on
Jan. 3. Competitors in the national finals are
awarded scholarships as follows: $18,000,
first place; $16,000, second place; and
$14,000, third place.

The American Legion is urging all schools
to send a minimum of one contestant to
participate in the contest.
