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City puts up $7,500 for Trailblazers 
by Wes Burnett 
At its regular meeting Tuesday, July 

13, the Post City Council approved 
payment of $7,500 to the Garza 
County Trailblazers to assist the 
senior citizen organization to meet 

its financial obligations through the 
current fiscal year, which ends 
September 1. 

The additional, non-budgeted 
funding came from a request by 
Trailblazer representatives David 

Tyler and Kyran Moore. They 
explained that due to reductions in 
federal and state funding, the 
organization is behind about $15,000 
for the year. Tyler said he could not 

predict how much further behind the 
organization would be next year. 

The city is sharing one-half of the 
amount needed, with Trailblazers 
planning to request the county to 
provide the other half. Reduced 
attendance for daily meals was cited 
as a primary reason for the shortfall. 

In other matters, the council 
accepted with expressions of 
gratitude the announcement by City 
Secretary Wyvonne Kennedy of her 
planned retirement later this year. 
Kennedy has served the city for the 
past 31 years. 

Council members authorized city 
manager Fred Stephens to 
investigate the best methods to secure 
the animal shelter. Stephens reported 
several recent break-ins at the 
facility, resulting in damages to the 
fencing. Several dogs were removed 
during the break-ins. 

An alarm system or security camera 
are being considered. 

Stephens reported that the council 
approved reduced speed limit west of 
the Post Middle School may not be 
implemented before school starts. He 
said that Texas Department of 
Transportation officials plan to 
conduct a study prior to installing 
the new 30 mph speed limit between 
from Avenue R east to the school. 

Post ISD holds 
public hearing 
on new budget 

GHD's health clinic reports 
improved financial condition 

A public hearing on the budget and 
proposed tax rate for the Post Inde-
pendent School District's upcoming 
fiscal year will be conducted tonight, 
July 22, beginning at 6 p.m. at the 
administration building. 
At their last meeting, trustees 

voted to consider a tax increase to 
fund the proposed budget of almost 
$9.5 million for the 2004-'2005 school 
year. Plans call for a $1.41 per $100 
valuation tax rate to fund a total 
budget of $9,432,212.74.' 

If adopted, the $1.41 tax rate would 
represent the first tax hike realized 
by Post ISD taxpayers in several 
years. The present tax rate is $1.39 
per $100 valuation. 

Superintendent Marlin Marcum 
said earlier this month the proposed 
budget is down about 4 percent from 
the 2003-2004 school year budget. 

Through the proposed tax increase, 
trustees are trying to avoid cutting 
into the district's fund balance as 
they prepare to initiate a building 
program in the Post ISD. 

Following the public hearing, trust-
ees are expected to consider approval 
of the budget and proposed tax rate. 

According to the meeting agenda, 
other items of new business sched-
uled for consideration during the 
evening include student and staff 
handbooks, program rules and cam-
pus improvement plans; the district's 
investment policy; an energy man-
agement buyout proposal; the re-
moval of certain delinquent taxes 
from the district's tax roll; and the 
sale of jointly-owned property. 

Also to be considered are architec-
tural firm presentations and the se-
lection of an architectural firm; pro-
posals for air conditioning for instal-
lation in the weight room; personnel 
employment • recommendations; a 
recommendation for termination of 
contract; and the purchase of prop-
erty. 

but because the offer will not cover 
the taxes owed, the county was re-
quired to refer the item of business to 
the health care district and Post ISD 
for consideration.

County appoints 

The Garza County Health Care 
District clinic, while still operating 
in the red, continues to see improve-
ment in its financial figures, accord-
ing to a report delivered to district 
officials July 15. 	 • 

At the board's regular. monthly 
meeting, an overview of the clinic's 
June operations was provided, re-
flecting a deficit of $9,922 for the 
month. That figure was down $1,020 
from the deficit recorded a month 
earlier, according to district admin-
istrator Tanya Boucher. 

The PNS-operated clinic reported a 
total of 571 visits for the month, up 
from 541 in May, and 948 proce-
dures, up from 797 in the previous 
month. Charges were up approxi-
mately $5,300, Boucher said, and 
collections were up about $1,000. 

"We've seen a drop in our expenses 
per visit," Boucher said. "It's looking 
good dollar-wise right now:" 

In addition to the deficit reduction, 
board members also were advised 
that PNS has negotiated a new con-
tract with South Plains Community 
Action. Although the final details of 
this agreement were not available 
for review, Boucher told board mem-
bers the SPCA has agreed to accept 
Medicaid rates — a move that should 
prove to be a financial boost. 

In other business, Boucher provided 
board members with an update on 
the district's indigent care program. 
Through the end of June, the district 
has spent $90,811.22 on indigent care, 
leaving a balance of approximately 
$9,200 left to cover the remaining 
three months of the fiscal year. 

The program started the Month of 
June with 13 enrolled. Twelve indi-
viduals were screened, and a total of

10 remained in the program at the 
end of the month. 

A review of the district's indigent 
care program over the past eight 
years indicates the highest fiscal year-
total was approximately $77,000.

On God's Word 
by Timothy W. Burnett 

Speaking in Tongues ... Acts 2:4 
Last week we looked at speaking in tongues in the 

context of the administration of the grace of God. It 
first became available on the day of Pentecost as 
recorded in Acts 2:1-4, and continues to be available 
until the return of Christ for all of Goths born-again 
children. After Christfs return it will no longer be 
available to speak in tongues, but according to 
Revelations it will be available for people to become 
saints. It refers to a multitude ofsaints who will have 
everlasting life in paradise along with the 144,000 of 
Israel. 

As we continue in this study, it will be shown that 
these saints will be people who have met the simple 
condition righteousness, which is to be filled with 
holy spirit. In Romans 10:9-10 we learn that with the 
heart people believe that God raised Jesus from the 
dead, unto righteousness. Please note that the saints 
referred in Revelations should not be confused with 
the born-again saints referred to in the Epistles. 
Remember that those who are born-again during the 
administration of the grace of God will be in heaven 
with the Lord Jesus • during the period of time 
prophesied of in Revelations (See 'Thessalonians 
4:13-18, 5:4). 

How do we start speaking in tongues? Acts 2:4 
provides the basic underlying information for the 
answer to the above question, "And they were all 
filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak with 
other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance." 
The words "the Holy Ghost" are translated from 
earlier known Greek words that read "holy spirit," 
and the words "the Spirit" in context refer to God 
Himself. Based on the context of Romans 10:9-10 
they were filled with holy spirit because they were 
believing with their hearts that God raised Jesus 
from the dead. 

Note the chronology ofActs 2:4. First, they were filled 
with holy spirit. Second, they began to speak in tongues. 
It is impossible for anybody to speak in tongues except 
they first are filled with holy spirit. 'Corinthians 12:7-
10 reveals nine different ways to benefit from the 
manifestation of holy spirit. One of them is to speak in 
tongues. Except people are filled with holy spirit first, 
they cannot speak in tongues. 

In Acts 2:4, the word "speak" comes froth the earlier 
known Greek word, "laleo." This word meant to speak 
without reference to the words spoken. It simply referred 
to the mechanics of speech including use of the tongue, 
lips, jaw, airflow and vocal chords. This fit perfectly 
with the use of "tongues" which meant languages that 
are foreign to the person speaking. God is simply. 
teaching us that the simple mechanics of speech is how 
we start speaking in tongues. Once we start speaking, 
then God starts giving the words. This scripture 
contradicts a common belief about speaking in tongues, 
which is that people must be first given the words 
mentally, before they are spoken. According to a rightly 
dividing of Acts 2:4, just the opposite is true. First 
people begin to speak, and then God gives the words. 
This fits a basic truth found in 'Corinthians 14:32,• 
"And the spirits [spiritual gifts] of the prophets are 
subject to the prophets." This includes the gift of holy 
spirit. Just as we control when to start and stop speaking 
in our own languages, so also can spirit-filled people 
start and stop speaking in tongues at will. 

Through our Lord Jesus Christ, God so lovingly set it 
up so that anybody who believes with the heart that He 
raised Jesus from the dead can be filled with holy spirit. 
And He made it equally as simple to lay hold of holy 
spirit in that they can open the mouth and begin to 
speak in other languages even as God gives the words.

Question #1: I asked about the number of personnel or staff at the Dalby 

facility on June 14, 2004, because of the claim that Warden Rasberry made 
about having 246 on staff and promised to keep on staff.

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The misnamed Patriot Act, presented to the public as an anti-
terrorism measure, actually focuses on American citizens rather 
than foreign terrorists. For example, the definition of "terrorism" for 
federal criminal purposes has been greatly expanded; future admin-
istrations may consider you a terrorist if you belong to a pro-gun 
group, a citizen militia, or a pro-life organization. Legitimate protest 
against the government could place you (and tens of thousands of 
otherAmericans) under federal surveillance. Similarly, your internet 
use can be monitored without your knowledge, and your internet 
provider can be forced to hand over user information to law enforce-
ment without a warrant or subpoena. 
The biggest problem with these new law enforcement powers is 

that they bear little relationship to fighting terrorism. Surveillance 
powers are greatly expanded, while checks and balances on govern-
ment are greatly reduced. Most of the provisions have been sought 
after by domestic law enforcement agencies for years, not to fight 
terrorism, but rather to increase their police power over the Ameri-
can people. The federal government has made no showing that it 
failed to detect or prevent the September 11th attacks because of the 
civil liberties that will be compromised by this new legislation. 

America was founded by men who understood that the threat of 
domestic tyranny is as great as any threat from abroad. If we want 
to be worthy of their legacy, we must resist the rush toward ever-
increasing state control of our society. Otherwise, our own govern-
ment will become a greater threat to our freedoms than any foreign 
terrorist. 

A Weekly Column 

In recent days administration officials have warned the nation 
about possible terrorist attacks, subjecting us once again to color-
coded threat charts and puzzling admonitions to go about our lives 
as usual. The message is clear: grave danger surrounds us, but 
ordinary citizens should do nothing and trust the government take 
care of it. 

But the obvious lesson of September 11th is that government 
cannot protect us. Even with trillions of tax dollars spent on 
"defense," hijacked planes flew unchallenged over our skies and 
attacked national symbols of business and government. Yet now 
we're told to put even more faith into the same bureaucracies that 
failed us so miserably in the past? Self-reliance and self-defense are 
American virtues; trembling reliance on the illusion of government-
provided security is not. 

It's easy for elected officials in Washington to tell Americans that 
government will do whatever it takes to defeat terrorism, but it's 
your freedom and your tax dollars at stake- not theirs. The history 
of the 20th century demonstrates that the Constitution is violated 
most egregiously during times of crisis. Many of our worst unconsti-
tutional agencies and programs began during the two world wars 
and the Depression, when the public was anxious and willing to view 
government as a savior and protector. Ironically , the Constitution 
itself was conceived in a time of great crisis. The founders intended 
to place inviolable restrictions on what the federal government could 
do even in times of great distress. America must, guard against 
current calls for government to violate the Constitution- meaning 
break the law- in the name of law enforcement. 

War is no blank check

Denial, as the saying goes, is not just a river in Egypt. 
Last week, the Congressional Budget Office (CBO) released a report 

suggesting that there will be a slightly lower actuarial deficit and a later 
insolvency date than had been previously estimated* the Social Security 
Administration itself. Opponents of Social Security reform immediately 
seized on the reported improvement in Social Security's finances to argue 
against taking action to fix the program. Rep. Robert Matsui (D-Calif.) 
said the report proves "radical reforms are unnecessary." Barbara Kennelly 
of the National Committee to Preserve Social Security said, "It would be 
absurd for policy-makers to drastically alter the program based on those 
numbers." 

But one wonders if these critics of reform actually bothered to read the 
report. If they had, they would have seen that CBO's analysis is simply 
more bad news for the nation's troubled retirement program. 

Among the report's findings: 
The report, which uses more optimistic technical assumptions than the 

Social Security Administration, indeed shows a tiny improvement in 
Social Security's fiscal outlook, albeit at the price of lower benefits. For 
example, Under CBO's assumptions, Social Security will begin running a 
deficit by 2019, one year later than estimated by SSA. That hardly seems 
like something worth celebrating. The CBO estimates that the Social 
Security Trust Fund will be exhausted by 2052, 10 years later than the 
SSA projects. This is largely the result of assuming an increase in the 
interest rate attributed to the bonds in the trust fund. However, the report 
notes, "those Trust Funds are mainly accounting mechanisms and contain 
no economic resources." 

In other words, the Trust Fund doesn't actually do anything to help pay 
Social Security benefits. We could set the interest on the Trust Fund bonds 
to 100 percent, make the system technically solvent for years, but do 
nothing in reality to increase funding for the program. 

Simply, even using CBO's more optimistic technical assumptions, Social 
Security remains unsustainable: unable to pay promised future benefits 
given current levels of tax revenue. The report concludes that "unless 
taxation reaches levels that are unprecedented in the United States, 
current spending policies are likely to result in an ever growing burden of 
federal debt." 

Critics of Social Security reform were also quick to cite the report's 
conclusion that the present value of the long-run actuarial deficit for 
Social Security is approximately 1 percent of payroll, or $3.7 trillion, 
compared with 1.9 percent estimated by the SSA. Nearly 4 trillion dollars 
is still real money, even by Washington standards. However, "actuarial 
solvency" is the least rigorous and relevant measure of Social Security's 
financial situation. For example, it does not include the cost of redeeming 
bonds in the Social Security Trust Fund or consider costs beyond the 
actuarial window. Better measures, such as "infinite horizon" projections 
would show a much worse fiscal picture. 

On top of that, the CBO achieves much of its savings by assuming lower 
benefit payouts in the future. That is, the CBO expects Social Security to 
become an even worse deal for younger workers in the future. Imagine 
what would have happened if some politician had suggested that we could 
buy a few more years of actuarial solvency by slashing Social Security 
benefits. Would Matsui or Kennelly be celebrating? • 

The report does not address Social Security's many non-financial issues: 
unfairness to working women and minorities, the lack of property rights, 
or the drain on national savings—all of which provide further arguments 
for reform. In fact, in the end, the biggest reason for reforming Social 
Security is not a question of getting the lines to cross on a budget chart. 
It's about giving Americans ownership and control over their own money. 

The upcoming election promises to give voters a clear choice. On one side 
will be those like President Bush who want to create a better, more secure 
retirement system by giving younger workers the chance to save and 
invest their Social Security taxes through individual accounts. On the 
other side, Ms. Kennelly and Rep. Matsui will keep on whistling past the 
graveyard. 

That's a debate that can't start too soon.
