The just-finished pheasant 
season here, which was the 
first in history that we know 
about, created all the excite-
ment that could be expected of 
it considering the limited num-
ber of legal birds which were 
available. 

L, Hartzog put the 
competitive aspect in the sea-
son when he offered worth-
shooting-for prizes to the hunt-
ers who brought in the longest 
tail feathers. 

One of the things we're not 
an authority on Is game birds. 
However, we don't see that the 
pheasant crop was damaged 
here by theweek-longopen sea-
son. 

On the other hand, some of 
the hunters will never be the 
same after trying to match wits 
with the evasive, colorful birds 
which appear to be bigger than 
a rooster (chicken) when they 
rise in flight. 

All the hunters we know, even 
the successful ones, were much 
worse for wear after the season 
closed. And we daresay there 
were more unsuccessful hunt-
ers than the other kind, by a 
huge majority. 

There was some question, es- 
) pecially in other parts of the 

county as to whether it would 
be advisable to start hunting 
the birds this year. Some people 
felt it would be wise to wait 
another year or so and let the 
birds become better establish-
ed in the area. 

As we said, we don't know, 
but we can't see that any dam-
age was done this year. 

When only the cocks are le-
gal, and dang few of them killed, 
the pheasant population 
shouldn't suffer as far as future 
generations are concerned. 

We don't know of anyone who 
i, was unsnortsman enough to 

shoot a hen. Naturally a fellow 
who is that kind probably 
wouldn't admit it, but it seemed 
from here that the people who 
were doing the hunting were 
those who are most interested 
in having the birds here. There-
fore, they certainly wouldn't 
shoot a hen. 

It's doubtful that seasons can 
continue to be opened in years 
to come without some form of 
enforcement of the rules. Local 
people will, for the most part, 
obey the rules, but as interest 
in the birds here increases, and 
the bird population increases, 
hunters from other areas will be 
attracted here. These people 
won't have any interest in our 
pheasant crop for years to come 
and, we think, a few game 
wardens around the area will be 
necessary to keep things on the 
up-and-up. 

As far as we know, there 
wasn't a game warden within50 
miles of here during this year's 
season. 

Too, there's going to have to 
be some unwritten laws made 
about where hunters may prac-
tice their support. Farmers who 
don't want hunters on their land 
will have to make their wishes 
known or hunters will have to 
know not to hunt anywhere with-
out permission. 

It just won't work to have the 
entire countryside, made up of 
privately owned property, used 
as a shooting range. And that's 
an understatement! 

For instance, one farm lady 
told us that a hunter shot a 
pheasant in her yard. "While I 
was in the yardl" she ex-
claimed. 

Needless to say, that sort of 
thing needs to be eliminated be--
fore it gets started. A stunt 
or two such as that will cause 
people to "get down" on all 
hunters. 

Too, we think an educational 
program inregard to pheasants, 
and a season thereon, should 
be conducted, possibly by the 
game management association. 

r This could be done through the 
county newspapers. 

Authorities could tell us 
whether a season is advisable 
and could convince the people 
of what was right through com-
munications. This would cut 
down on the differences of 
opinion in regard to having an 
open season on cock pheasants. 

At the same time, we'll point 
out that the areas was stocked 
with pheasants by individuals 
and those individuals, through 
an organization, should have

Christmas Season 
Puts Fire Hazards 
In The Home 

The Christmas season is in-
deed a happy one, but few people 
realize the added fire hazards 
their home contains during this 
time of the year. 

The Christmas tree, center 
of all the pretty decorations and 
the main attraction, can be one 
of the principal hazards if cer-
tain precautions are not taken, 
warns W. S. Allen, Extension 
agricultural engineer, Texas 
A&M University. 

A freshly cut tree should be 
selected just a few days before 
Christmas. Cut the base of the 
tree diagonally and keep It sub-
merged in water or wet sand. 
Locate it away from fireplaces, 
powerful electric lights, radia-
tors or other sources of heat. 

Use only Underwriters La-
boratories approved lights for 
the tree. Inspect lights which 
have been used before for fray-
ed cords and damaged sockets, 
advises the engineer. Avoid 
overloading electrical circuits 
with additional lights, toys and 
appliances. 

Using nonflammable decora-
tions greatly reduces the fire 
harard. Turn off the tree lights 
when retiring or leaving the 
house. Discard the tree when 
its foliage begins to dry and 
shed. And don't allow package 
wrappings to accumulate under 
the tree. 

This is also a time for smok-
ers to take speclalprecautions, 
Allen points out. Extra care 
should be taken with cigarettes, 
cigars and pipes around all 
flammable materials. 

Observance of these few rules 
can result in a safer and happier 
holiday season for the whole 
family. 

is expected to be somewhat 
larger than in the past several 
years, and the advance in total 
economic activity may not be 
large enough to absorb this in-
crease. As a result, the rate of 
unemployment will remain high, 
he says. 

"Consumer purchases of 
nondurable goods and services 
will increase," McHaney says,

expected to match those of 
1964." Even though the auto 
Industry may not contribute to 
expanding the economy over 
1964, it is likely to have a 
prosperous year." 

A downward trend in housing 
starts could have a dampening 
effect on purchases of such 
durables as house furnishings 
and equipment. Little or no ad-
ditional economic stimulus is 
thus foreseen from this source. 

An increase of more than 
$5 billion in state and local 
government purchases is in 
view for the coming year. This 
increase would be at a faster 
rate than in 1964 and would 
definitely spur the economy, he 
adds. 

Federal purchases of goods 
and services, however, are 
anticipated to show little varia-
tion, due mainly to the holding 
down of defense expenditures. 
Nevertheless, some drastic 
economic shift could bring about 
a change in government policy 
in this area, points out the 
economist. 

Helping to determine the 
country's pace of economic ex-
pansion are investment ex-
penditures for new plants and 
equipment. This year's invest-
ments will probably run about 
13 per cent above 1963, one of 
the largest annual increases 
in post-war years, predicts the 
economist. 

"Such investments in 1965, 
however, are expected to fall 
short of a similar substantial 
increase," NI c Fl a ne y adds. 
"This source, therefore, is not 
likely to add to the gross na-
tional product." 

"When the going seems easy, 
check to make sure you are not 
going downhill."

Nitrogen Gives Boost 
To Small Grains 

A topdres sing of nitrogen fer-
tilizer on fall-seeded small 
grains will boost forage pro-
duction for livestock grazing 
during 	the fall and winter 
and will increase grain yields. 

Nitrogen is usually the main 
need for such topdressing, since 
ample phosphorus and potas-
sium should be applied near 
seeding time. 

Using the right kind of fer-
tilizer at the right time has 
provided dividends in most 
areas of Texas, reports R.J. 
Miears, Extension agronomist, 
Texas A&M University. To 
determine the most efficient 
rate of nitrogen, or any fer-
tilizer, soil should be tested. 
Also, the proper amount is 
directly related to the avail-
able moisture in the soil, he 
explains.

Improved pine Christmas 

trees, adorned with their own 
'ornaments of decorative cones, 
probably will be available in 
about eight years. Scientists at 
the USDA's Institute of Forest 
Genetics at Placerville, Cali-
fornia, are developing such a 
Christmas tree by crossing 
Sierra Nevada lodgepine with 
the shore pine.

3, Add 	permanent anti-
freeze or drain the radiator 
and engine block. If you drain 
the motor, leave the radiator 
cap loose and the drains open 
to let condensation drain. We 
also suggest putting a tag on 
the machine that says, "Don't 
use. Cooling system drained." 

4. Drain the gas tank to avoid 
buildup of gum and residue in 
the fuel line and carburetor Jets 
and passages. Flush diesel 
tanks with a diesel flushing oil 
and white kerosene. All fuel 
tanks except LP Gas should be 
left empty during storage. 

5. Put two tablespoons of oil 
through the spark plug openings. 
With the plugs removed crank 
the engine several revolutions 
to coat the combustion cham-
bers with oil. Then replace the 
plugs. 

6. Seal 	the exhaust, air 
cleaner intake and crankcase 
breather with tape to prevent 
the entrance of foreign matter 
or moisture. 

7. If the motor has a clutch, 
depress the pedal and fasten it 
to keep the flywheel from stick-
ing to the clutch plate. 

8. Store the battery in a cool 
dry place. Do not place it on 
a concrete floor because cold 
tends to make it discharge 
faster. 

Weather and strain hurt rub-
ber parts. If the machine is 
stored in a building, release 
tension on belts and block up 
the machine to take weight off 
of the tires. If it is stored 
outside, remove all belts and 
place them in a cool, dry place. 
Although few people do it, you 
should remove and store tires 
of heavy machines that are left 
outside. 

The last step is to make a list 
of needed repair parts and order 
them during the winter.

TREES, SHRUBS  
FOR WINDBREAKS 

Some 17 species of trees or 
shrubs will be available for 
planting by Texas landowners, 
early in 1965, from the Texas 
Forest Service at a delivered 
cost of $1.50 per hundred plus 
the 2 per cent sales tax. 

The trees and shrubs may be 
used for windbreaks, soil 
stabilization and Christmas 
tree plantings but cannot be 
used or resold for shade or 
ornamental purposes. All seed-
ling orders will be packed in 
moss and moisture proof paper 
and shipped prepaid direct to 
the purchaser. 

Orders for species shown on 
the application must be in multi-
ples of 50.

MACHINE STORAGE  
Whether you own a two-

horsepower lawnmower or a 
20-foot combine, a good job of 
preparing the machine for stor-
age will pay off in longer serv-
ice and lower repair bills. 

Parking the machine in a 
building is just a small part of 
good winter storage. Other 
things need to be done, but we 
usually say to ourselves they 
are too much trouble or 
we overlook the importance. 
You need to make sure it won't 
rust or deteriorate while it sits 
idle. 

No matter what kind of a ma-
chine you store there are three 
things you need to do to get it 
ready for storage: Clean it. 
Lubricate it. And eliminate any 
stress on parts. 

We suggest removing trash, 
lint, dirt and dried grease either 
by washing the machine with 
kerosene and rinsing it with 
water or by steam cleaning, 

The machine should be lubri-
cated and then run a few min-
utes. Chains and adjustment 
bolts should be coated with a 
rust preventive oil. 

There are eight steps for pre-
paring a motor for storage: 

1. Clean the air cleaner and 
fill the oil cup to the proper 
level with new oil, 

2. Change the oil and oil fil-
ter; then idle the engine for 15 
min.

sandy soils and the Gulf Coast 
Prairie, application of 30-40 
pounds of nitrogen per acre in 
December or January or after 
each grazing is recommended 
where soil moisture is ade-
quate. On the blackland soils 
of Central andNortheast Texas, 
30 pounds of nitrogen per acre 
in January has proved bene-
ficial, says the agronomist. A 
similar amount if recommended 
in January or early February 
in the Rolling High Plains and 
West Texas. The late winter 
or early spring application will 
generally increase grain yields, 
he adds. 

Adding nirtogen will increase 
the food value of the pasture 
as well as the amount of 
forage for grazing. Oats, rye, 
barley and wheat contain scarce 
food nutrients not found in many 
winter rations, Miears points 
out. Such small grain pastures 
sometimes contain as much as 
20 percent protein at their peak 
grazing stage.

FROM YtaiPJS eorrow commercial fertilizer such as 
12-12-12 in water and sprinkle 
the solution over the leaves. For 
each 50 square feet, spread 
about one pint of fertilizer over 
each six-inch layer. 

Alternate layers should be 
added until the pile reaches 
the desired height, suggests 
Welch. The top layer should 
be left somewhat saucer-shaped 
to aid in holding water on the 
leaves. 

Decomposition will be en-
hanced if the leaves are turned 
and mixed occasionally and if 
water is added during dry 
periods. In areas where soils 
are acid, the chemist recom-
mends adding a cup of lime to 
the fertilizer before spreading 
it on the leaves.

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Jack Frost and freezing 
weather and the leaves come 
tumbling down. Naturally, they 
clutter yards and gardens but 
can be a boost to next year's 
flower or vegetable garden if 
handled properly. 

Put them in a compost pile, 
says Dr. Charles D. Welch, 
soil chemist with the Texas 
Agricultural ExtensionService. 
Although It may be easier to 
burn them, the extra time re-
quired to put the leaves in a 
compost pile will return big 
dividends. 

The compost can be used next 
year to increase organic matter 
in the soil or for mulching flo-
wers, shrubs or vegetables. 
Organic matter increases the 
soil's ability to hold water and 
plant nutrients and makes the 
soil easier to work, explains 
Welch. Mulches are valuable 
for controlling soil temperature 
and conserving moisture. 

Making a compost pile is a 
simple operation. Scrap lumber 
or a few feet of net wire and 
four post will take care of the 
enclosure, the chemist points 
out. Starting with a six-inch

Ginning Industry  Report  
A report on the Texas cotton 

ginning industry from the Uni- 
versity of Texas reveals that 
the number of active gins in the 
state declined from 3,335 in 
1935 to only 1,321 in 1963 
while the state's total cotton 
production was increasing from 
2,8 million bales to almostfour 
and a half million over the 
same period. 

The study, compiled by the 
University's Cotton Economic 
Research branch, which is a 
part of the Cotton Research 
Committee of Texas, points out 
the many and varied changes 
that have taken place and are 
still taking place in the Texas 
cotton ginning industry. Trends 
in gin equipment, employment, 
output, ginning costs and gin 
values are analyzed by use of 
material from the Texas Cot-
ton Ginners Association, va-
rious government publications 
and data gathered from a ques-
tionnaire sent to all Texas gins 
in December of 1963. 

While the report divides the 
state into "CropReporting Dis-
tricts" with no special separa-
tion of the area we refer to as 
the High Plains, it is still 
possible to make some general 
comparisons because Districtl 
in the report covers mostof the 

says studies show that children 
with deformities, even minor 
ones, often feel "apart from the 
human race" early in life. He 
advocates correction of the de-
formity at an early age, where 
possible. 

"We all know children or 
adults who have somehow 
learned outwardly to adapt to 
defects. We tend to think that 
there is no problem and to dis-
regard the tremendous human 
aching to be like everyone 
else, at least to the degree of 
not feeling deformed," Dr. 
Edgerton says. 

Dr. Eugene Meyer, associate 
professor of psychiatry and 
medicine at Johns Hopkins, is 
convinced that in 99 cases out 
of 100, a sense of deformity, 
however minor, stunts and 
cripples not only a child's self-
esteem but his relationships 
with others. 

Big ears and misshapen 
noses have long been treat-
ed as amusing targets of low 
comedy. Often the people 
behind the defective fea-
tures join in the laughter 
more heartily than anyone 
else. 

Now doctors wonder if it's 
such a laughing matter. 

"Doctors are beginning to 
suspect that many so-called 
minor defects may be as crip-
pling to emotional and mental 
development as a gross de-
formity is to physical growth," 
says Dr. Virginia Apgar, di-
rector of the division of con-
renital malformations of The 
National Foundation-March of 
Dimes. 

'In the 50 March of Dimes 
birth defects centers that' have 
been opened across the nation 
in the last several years, we 
have seen an increasing num-
ber of these problems." 

As an example, Dr. Apgar 
described a little Nebraska 
girl born with an ugly mass 
of hair extending from right 
shoulder to forearm. The rare 
defect—actually a huge birth-
mark—didn't prevent normal 
use of the arm. But it was so 
disfiguring that it aroused other 
children's taunts. By the age 
of four, the pretty child had 
withdrawn into a shell, worry-
ing her parents and inciting 
her six-year-old brother to 
fight youngsters who poked 
fun at his "hairy" sister. 

According to the child's par-
ents, no one gave them any 
hope of improving their daugh-
ter's appearance until they 
took her to the March of Dimes 
Birth Defects Center at Chil-
dren's Memorial Hospital in 
Omaha. Plastic surgeons re-
moved the hairy surface and 
replaced it with skin grafts. 
Physicians believe that by the 
time the girl reaches high 
school, she'll scarcely remem-
ber which arm showed the up-
setting quirk of nature. 

In the vanguard of medical 
researchers studying deformity 
and accompanying psychologi-
cal problems is a group at Johns 
Hopkins Hospital, Baltimore. 

Dr. Milton Edgerton, profes-
sor of plastic surgery there, 

in 1935 to 397 in 1963. Per-
centagewise, the High Plains 
now has some 30 per cent of the 
state's gins as compared to only 
about 20 per cent in 1935. A 
similar trend on a smaller scale 
also shows up in District 6, 
the area around El Paso and 
along the Rio Grande Valley im-
mediately East of there, which 
now has 5 per cent of theTexas 
total, up from 1 per cent in 1935.

Grande Valley depict the west-
ward movement of cotton pro-
duction withiethe state. Addi-
tional information pointing in 
this direction is that which 
shows 78 per cent of the High 
Plains gins and 80 per cent of 
those in District 6 being initially 
built since 1950. 

Mechanical harvesting has 
had perhaps the most significant 
effect on gin equipment, there-
port states, with gins putting 
in new and additional equip-
ment to do a better, faster and 
more efficient Job. In 1945 for 
instance about 5 per cent of the 
Texas crop was mechanically 
harvested and only 31 per cent 
of the total gins in Texas crop 
was mechanically harvested and 
only 31 per cent of the total 
gins in Texas had seedcotton 
driers, whereas in 1963, with 
81 per cent mechanically har-
vested, all gins reporting at the 
end of the season had this 
equipment. Seedcotton driers 
aid in more efficient trash re-
moval, faster ginning, reduced 
choking and better grades. 

In addition to driers, gins 
have also added such cleaning 
equipment as stick and green 
leaf machines, bur machines, 
green boll traps, moisture con-
trol units and more efficient 
cylinder cleaners in an effort 
to remove the additional trash 
found in mechanically harvested 
cotton. 

The report only gives gin em-
ployment information for two 
seasons, 1960-61 and 1963-64, 
but states that generally the new 
and additional equipment has 
caused gins to use more and bet-
ter trained employees than be-
fore. For the two years re-
ported, average employment 
per gin on the High Plains rose 
from 18.9 employees in 1960-
61 to 21.5 in 1963-64. Total 

counties in this area. 
The explanation for the num-

ber of gins going down while cot-
ton production was going up is 
found in information showing the 
number of bales ginned per gin. 
Annual output per gin averaged 
only 854 bales in 1935 and this 
figure grew to 3,202 bales per 
gin by 1963. Figures from the 
High Plains area for the same 
years were 1,460 and 4,789 
respectively. And, this rise in 
the number of bales ginned per 
plant was accomplished at the 
same time the length of the gin-
ning season was being greatly 
shortened, revealing increased 
per-hour capacity of modern 
gins. Based on gins thatreturn-
ed questionnaires at the end of 
the 1963-64 season, the aver-
age number of bales ginned per 
12-hour shift over the state 
went from 46.1 In 1940 to 70.8 
in 1963, and the High Plains 
average per 12-hour shift 
was 40 bales and 90 bales for 
the same years. According to 
the report, by changing gin 
saw sizes, increasing saw 
speeds and other improve-
ments, the average number of 
bales ginned per hour per stand 
has increased 61 per cent over 
the state since 1940 and 103 
per cent on the High Plains. 

Evidencing the growth of cot-
ton production on the High 
Plains in relation to the rest 
of the state is the fact that 
while the total number of gins 
in Texas was declining, the 
number on the High Plains was 
increasing from less than 250

Per capita food 
consumption in 1964 shouldrise 
about 1 per cent, the largest In-
crease in five years.

Stretch Garments Proper Care

Get the correct 
type of stretch for a garment, 
and give it proper care, she 
says. 

In selecting garments or fab-
rics of stretch, the direction 
of the stretch is important. 
Today's fabrics have warp, 
lengthwise or vertical; filling, 
crosswise or horizonal; and 
two-way stretch, a combination 
of warp and filling. 

For longer wear, an extra 
margin of stretch is recom-
mended. Research results on 

the amount of stretch desired 
show: Tailored clothing, hori-
zontal stretch, 25 to 35 per 
cent; pants with stirrups, verti-
cal, 40 to 60 per cent stretch; 
sportswear, horizontal, 25 to 
40 per cent. 

Sizing of stretch garments 
should follow regular sizing 
methods. Stretch garments have 
the advantage of a tailored 
smooth fit, yet provide for 
movement when It is needed. 
They are not intended to be 
worn skin-tight. 

In caring for stretch gar-
ments, give them a chance to 
relax and snap back into shape 
often. Let the garments rest 
between wearings. Launder and 
press in relation to the most 
heat-sensitive fiber. Read 
labels for fiber contests and 
care procedure, the specialist 
recommends. 

MAKE SURE YOUNGSTERS 
KNOW THEIR GUNS

Fabric manufacturers have 
offered consumers greater 
comfort in stretch garments. 
Now, prospective buyers need 
to be more discerning consum-
ers, says Lynn Parks, Exten-
sion consumer education spec-
ialist. 

The comfort feature is key-
ed to America's accelerated 
way of life. Before buying a 
garment, consumers shouldde-
termine if the stretch property 
of the fabric or garment really 
adds to its comfort in wearing, 
or is it just a promotional sales 
gimmick taking advantage of a 
new and different product. 

"Use of the garment should 

Net blotch, leaf rust, mildew 
and the smuts cause some dam-
age to barley.

All these diseases can best 
be controlled by a preventive 
program, explains the patholo-
gist.

A marketing research or-
ganization has explored special 
market needs for older citizens, 
and has come up with findings 
that should be of interest to 
consumers. 

Many leaders in the field of 
geriatrics have pointed out for 

some time that there are special 
market needs for older citizens, 
says Mrs. Gwendolyne Clyatt, 
Extension Service consumer 
marketing specialist. Now, a 
corporation in New York is go-
ing to do something about it. 

The decision to license a 
trade name, "Golden Years," 
for products approved by a 
board of professional con-
sultants was reached recently 
after a study conducted by a 
marketing research agency. 
The study went directly to 
people in the over 55-age group, 
and found: 

1. There Ia a geriatics mar-
ket. 

2, Sixty-three per cent of the 
people involved in the study felt 
there is a need for products 
made especially for older citi-
z ens. 

3. Mon older citizens would 
buy such products, 81 per cent 
of those interviewed said. 

4. After exposure to three 
institutional advertisements for 
the licensed trade name pro-
ducts, 85 per cent indicated a 
positive attitude toward pur-
chase of such a special brand. 

As might be expected, older 
people tend to state a general 
satisfaction with products 
available to them, but when 
specific products are mention-
ed, "particular dissatisfactions 
are at a rather high level." 

In the study, older people 
were asked to indicate products 
which might be made especially 
for them, and shoes brought the 
biggest response--from 55 per 
cent of the people. Other pro-
ducts named were frozen food, 
dry ready-to-eat cereals, low-
cholesterol foods, margarine, 
vitamins, foundation garments 
and hair preparations. 

Although complete control of

are to be maintained as well as 
what they are designed to do. 

Keep machinery in adjust-
ment, with cutting edges sharp, 
working parts aligned and lubri-
cated, and all mechanisms tim-
ed and in good working condi-
tion. The result will be more 
trouble-free operation, lower 
power requirements and re-
duced operating costs. 

O'Neal emphasizes that 
periodic tractor tune-up and 
minor repairs pay big divi-
dends. Engineers throughout the 
country, he says, have found that 
properly adjusted breaker 
points, ignition timing, spark 
plugs, and carburetors, and 
clean air filters and crankcase 
breathers will lower operating 
cost considerably. 

Complete and regular lubri-
cation and proper storage also 
make for better service, he 
says. 

Other machinery manage-
ment practices O'Neal encour-
ages are keeping records on 
lubrication and repairs. Also 
operating equipment at near ca-
pacity and hiring some ma-
chines on a part-time basis 
when needed might be cheaper 
and more practical then buying 
them. 

O'Neal urges farmers to keep 
up-to-date on latest develop-
ments in machinery for their 
particular types of farming. 
When buying machinery, shop 
wisely, he says. He suggests 
comparing not only prices and 
features, but also the service 
that can be expected. 

Successful management and 
operation of farm machinery is 
becoming increasingly import-
ant, says Henry O'Neal, Exten-
sion Agricultural Engineer at 
Texas A&Ivi University. 

The average machine costs 
for Texas farms is between 20 
and 25 per cent of total farm 
receipts. Fortunately, farmers 
can do much to achieve better 
operating efficiency with their 
machinery. 

O'Neal offers these tips on 
how farmers can get more for 
their machinery dollar. One way 
is to be familiar with the menu-
facturer's recommendations 
for each machine. Farmers 
should know how the machines
