WISDOM OF THE WORLD 
God has so constructed reality that when man 

denies God sooner or later man affirms a wisdom of 
the world which is self-defeating. His own wisdom 
is self-destructive and sooner or later reveals its 

sown foolishness. Let me give some examples. First, 
there are those who deny God and affirm that man 
is hut matter in motion. They then glorify the mind 
of man and view themselves as rational beings who 
;we too intellectual to believe in God. And yet if 
atheism is true, what can they mean by 
rationality? If man is but matter in motion, all of 
his thoughts are but matter in motion which has 
keen put in motion by other motions of matter. 
After glorifying the mind, and denying God, the 
atheist when consistent ends up denying his own 
rationality. 

There are others whose wisdom of the world 
leads the to deny God and to affirm that man ought 
to search for truth. Furthermore, they may say 
that belief in God keeps one from searching for 
truth. And yet. some of these same individuals will 
affirm that all is relative, that there is no truth. If 
there is no truth, their philosophy cannot he true: 
instead it is a system of errors and affirmation of 
foolishness. Why should one he so foolish as to 
search for truth if there is no truth? 

There arc others who say that there is no God, hut 
that man ought to serve humanity. But this is to 
invoke moral law, which when consistent they 
repudiate. Furthermore, who is this humanity that 
one ought to serve? Their philosophy of life 
maintains that man is but matter in motion, and at 
the hest he is just a short-lived animal. if this 
evaluation of man is correct, why should anyone 
serve man? What is man that anyone should he 
mindful of him? 

Yes, when men in their wisdom deny God, they 
affirm a self-destructive wisdom and end up 
denying their own rationality and manhood.

The next two plays amounted to 
losses of two and eight yards, 
forcing the Mustangs to punt after 
an off tackle run on third and 25 
came up short, resulting in only 
eight yards.
