Health care clinic realizes
modest profit in February

For the second time in three months, the Garza County Health Clinic
was back in the black.

According to a report delivered to the Garza County Hospital District
board of directors on March 16, the clinic recorded revenues of $46,076
in February, with expenses totaling $43,347. The clinic realized a profit
of more than $2,700

The clinic earned almost $3,000 in profit in the month of December,
marking the first time since its October 1996 opening that the hospital
district-owned facility proved profitable.

During February, the clinic recorded 781 visits and 1,330 procedures
performed, according to reports delivered to the board.

Laboratory technicians separate the whole blood into
components (including red blood cells, plasma and cryoprecipitate),

Red blood cells carry oxygen throughout the body and are used
for surgery patients. Plasma contains vital blood clotting factors.
Cryoprecipitate is a special blood clotting factor concentrate that helps
control massive bleeding in surgical and trauma cases. Another blood
component, platelets, is vital for cancer and leukemia patients undergoing
chemotherapy. While individual components are transfused for specific
medical needs, a patient with a serious Injury may require several
different components.

Blood donated here helps save the lives of patients in the South Plains
area hospitals.

Receiving the Holy Ghost...Acts 19:1-6
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Continuing with the subject of receiving the holy
ghost we come to Acts 19:1-6. This account will show once
again that receiving the holy ghost is directly related to
speaking in tongues.

To set the scene, a Jewish man named Apollos came to
Ephesus to instruct others out of the scripture according
to the way of the Lord. There was one problem. Although
he wasstrongand diligentin teaching, Apollos understood
only the baptism of John (Acts 18:24-25).

This means Apollos understood only the baptism of
water that was established during John's ministry.
During the same time, a married couple named Aquila
and Priscilla heard Apollos teach, invited him over for
some fried chicken and expounded unto him the way of
God more perfectly.

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Busy bodies or tyrants?

Some call the people behind the Washington-D.C.-based Center for Science
in the Public Interest (CSPI) busybodies, but I call them wannabe tyrants. Let's
look at their agenda, which seeks greater control over our lives.

Last year, CSPI filed a lawsuit against the Food and Drug Administration
(FDA) to reduce the amount of salt in packaged foods. They also called for the
FDA to mandate warning labels on non-diet soft drinks that consumption
increases the risk of obesity, tooth decay and osteoporosis. Earlier this year,
CSPI announced its intent to sue Viacom Inc. and Kellogg Company for
marketing junk food to children.

CSPI has long called for excise taxes on fatty foods, cars and TV sets. Their
justification is that obesity adds to Medicare and Medicaid health costs. They
want some of the tax revenue used to fund exercise facilities and government
fitness campaigns. There's no end to CSPI's consumer control agenda. They

say, "Caffeine-is-the only drug that is widely added to the food supply...

Therefore, they've called for caffeine wamning labels. To deal with teenage and
adult overconsumption of alcohol, they've called for doubling the tax on beer.
According to them, "The last thing the world needs is more drinkers, even
moderate ones."

To fight obesity among young people, CSPI calls for a fast-food advertising
ban on TV programs seen by children. CSPI's director, Michael Jacobson, said,
"We could envision taxes on butter, potato chips, whole milk, cheeses, [and]
meat," adding that "CSPI is proud about finding something wrong with
practically everything."

['m guessing that most Americans, except politicians, find this control agenda
offensive. Politicians might not find it offensive because controlling lives is
their stock in trade, plus there's the promise of the higher revenues from food
taxes. Most Americans who might find the CSPI agenda offensive are not
motivated by principle. It's a matter of whose ox is being gored.

You say, "What do you mean, Williams?" CSPI tyrants are following almost

to the letter the template created by the nation's anti-smoking zealots. Their

fellow traveler, New York University professor Marion Nestle, says that the
food industry "can't behave like cigarette companies. . . .

Yet there's a lot of people who benefit from people being fat and sick, and the
whole setup is designed to make people eat more. So the response to the food
industry should be very similar to what happened with the tobacco companies."
The anti-smoking zealots started out with "reasonable” demands, such as
wamning labels on cigarette packs and no smoking sections on airplanes.

They made exaggerated claims about the cost that smokers were imposing on
the health care system. Then cigarette manufacturers faced multimillion-dollar
lawsuits and multibillion-dollar local, state and federal extortion, not to
mention confiscatory taxes, all of which are passed on to smokers in the form
of higher prices.

Just recently, the City of Calabasas, Calif., adopted an ordinance that bans
smoking in virtually all outdoor areas. Partial justification is to protect children
from bad influences -- seeing adults smoking. Had the anti-smoking zealots
revealed their entire agenda back in the '60s and '70s, they wouldn't have gotten

Jnuch. By using.the piecemeal approach, they've been successful beyond their

dreams, and the food zealots are followirg their example.

I'd be interested to know just how many Americans would like to see done to
our food industry what was done to the tobacco industry: massive multibillion-
dollar lawsuits against food companies; massive suits against restaurants that
serve too large a serving, and confiscatory taxes levied on foods and snacks
deemed non-nutritious.

Consumers will pay for all of this in the form of higher food prices and fewer
choices. There's also the possibility that food zealots in some cities, emboldened
by the success of the anti-smoking zealots in Calabasas, who are concerned
about smokers passing on bad habits to our youth, might call for an ordinance
banning public appearance of obese people so as not to pass bad eating habits
on to our children.

The new mercantilism

When the old-fashioned colonial powers like Great Britain ruled the waves,
and mercantilism was the world's organizing principle, the developed nations
got cheap raw materials from the undeveloped nations and in turn sold them
expensive finished goods.

We may think that mercantilism and colonialism have been left behind, but
as the French say, the more things change, the more they remain the same.

This we are taught by two economists, Michele Boldrin and David K. Levine,
in their work-in-progress, "Against Intellectual Monopoly." For while old-
style mercantilism has indeed largely passed away, at least in the international
arena, it has been rebomn in the guise of protecting so-called intellectual
property (IP).

As Boldrin and Levine argue, new-fashioned mercantilism also entails a
lopsided trade imposed by the industrial nations on the developing world. In
this case, the industrial nations get low-priced finished goods and the societies
of the developing world get "our" ideas, for a price -- a high price. In other
words, if they want access to "our" markets, they must adopt a tough minimum
patentand copyright regime; thatis, they have to pay a hefty tribute to American
and other western companies.

This is a lovely arrangement for those companies and an injustice for those
who are forced to pay, but it is what the World Trade Organization (WTO) and
other international agreements demand. As the WTO's website explains, "The
extent of protection and enforcement of these [intellectual property] rights
varied widely around the world; and as intellectual property became more
important in trade, these differences became a source of tension in international
economic relations. New internationally-agreed trade rules for intellectual
property rights were seen as a way to introduce more order and predictability,
and for disputes to be settled more systematically."”

While these rules have some exceptions, the WTO's TRIPS agreement
(trading rules forintellectual property) "establishes minimum levels of protection
that each government has to give to the intellectual property of fellow WTO
members." Translation: Poor countries, play by the rich countries' patent and
copyright rules ... or else face sanctions and closed markets.

Are those rules consistent with justice? The answer is no. Claims to
intellectual property come down to claims to the ownership of ideas. But how
does one own an idea once it leaves the confines of one's mind? At that point,
other people have copies in their minds. To interfere with their use of their
copies is to violate their freedom. If you've invented and patented the
wheelbarrow and I see you using it as I pass your property, no theory of natural
justice can insist that I have no right to use my own materials to make a copy
of the wheelbarrow. Not only that: no theory of natural justice can insist that
I have no right to sell to willing buyers the wheelbarrows I make. But patent
law would stop me. Similarly, copyright law prevents me, even in the absence
of contract, from nonfraudulently using as I see fit the books and recording
media that I purchase.

But how will we have innovation without protection? History provides many
examples of entire industries that launched without IP protection -- see the
early software industry, for example. In fact, patents consistently have stifled

innovation by letting inventors stop others from building on existing ideas.
Boldrin and Levine illustrate this dramatically with the case of James Watt's
steam engine.

Defenders of IP law vastly underestimate the value of being first in the market
with an idea and vastly overestimate the ease of copying and producing
successful inventions, including pharmaceuticals. The incentive to invent and
invest would be strong without patents and copyrights, as it was in the past.

The new mercantilism is no better that the old. Once and for all, let's loosen
our grip on the developing world and set an example for individual freedom
and real free trade.

The most
dangerous states
for American kids

For those of you who still believe the justice system in America i1s working,
consider the following. For three years 46-year-old Andrew Selva sexually
brutalized two boys, ages 5 and 12, in a small town outside of Columbus, Ohio.
In a plea bargain, Selva admitted to the court that he raped the boys in a variety
of ways. By all accounts, it was savage criminal activity.

But when Selva appeared for sentencing before Ohio Judge John Connor, he
received no prison time at all. Instead, Connor placed him on probation saying:
"He's got a disease like I've got a disease. [ don't know that prison would have
helped, except for revenge, and revenge is not in the sentencing guidelines."

What the sentencing guidelines did call for was a 10-year stretch in a state
prison. But Connor believes he knows better, so it is probation fora child rapist.
By the way, the "disease" Connor referenced in his own case is apparently
alcohol-related, the judge has at least two DUI convictions on his sheet.

This kind of sentencing insanity is increasing across the country because
many states, like Ohio, have no mandatory minimum prison terms for child
predators and, as we all know, there is no shortage of loony judges like Connor.
While some states have passed Jessica's Law, which harshly punishes child
molesters, other states simply will not do anything.

The following are the most dangerous to a child's welfare.--  Vermont:
Even after the national scandal of Judge Edward Cashman sentencing the rapist
of an 8-year-old girl to just 60 days in prison (under pressure; Cashman later
revised the sentence to a paltry three years), the Vermont legislature failed to
pass mandatory minimums for child sexual predators.

The effort was blocked by Democrats, and Republican Governor Jim
Douglas refused to get involved.

-- New York: Despite overwhelming bipartisan support for Jessica's Law,
Democrat New York State Assembly Speaker Sheldon Silver continues to
single-handedly block any vote. Governor George Pataki vows to go around
Silver.

-- Maryland: No mandatory minimums for sexual crimes against children.
The Chairman of the House Judiciary Committee, Democrat Joseph Vallario,
has consistently blocked efforts to pass Jessica's Law.

-- Massachusetts: Absolutely no mandated protection for kids who are
brutalized sexually. The judge is free to bestow any sentence. Speaker of the
House Sal Dimasi, a Democrat, has killed every piece of tough sex offender
legislation that has been introduced.

-- Wyoming: No minimum prison sentences and no GPS tracking for
convicted sex offenders. Governor Dave Freudenthal, a Democrat, doesn't
seem to care.

-- Arkansas: No minimum prison sentences. Governor Mike Huckabee, a
Republican, doesn't seem to care.

-- Tennessee: No minimum prison terms for child sex crimes. Democrat
Governor Phil Bredesen doesn't seem to care.

-- Idaho: No minimum prison terms for child sex crimes. Republican
Govemnor Dirk Kempthormne doesn't seem to care.

-- North Dakota: No minimum prison sentences for any sexual acts with
minors. Governor John Hoeven, a Republican, says he is "studying" ways to
change that.

Also, the states of Colorado, Wisconsin, Maine, Kansas, and Montana have
weak laws protecting kids -~ but at least there are politicians in those states
trying to change things.

In the Ohio case where the child rapist received parole, and in the Vermont
case where the man who raped the little girl initially got 60 days, the three
victims were poor kids. Their parents had no money, no influence, and no hope
of challenging the wicked judges. I submit those awful sentences would not
have been handed down if the rapists had abused wealthy children.

But be that as it may. Any state that will not severely punish an adult who rapes
a child is a disgraceful state. And everybody living there should know it.

Curfew: Where's the evidence of
a threat to our public safety?

The push to impose a curfew on Post youth was approved by a majority vote
of the Post City Council at its regular meeting Tuesday, March 7. City council
member Harold Craig cast the lone dissenting vote for an ordinance to restrict
the liberty of certain people based on their age.

In this case, the council acted through statutory authority to impose such
restrictions based on the needs of "public safety."

We join council member Craig in opposing the curfew ordinance. We find
absolutely no evidence to support the claim that youth under the age of 17 are
creating a threat to our public safety.

If such evidence exists, it was not presented to the council at the March 7
meeting.

Crime by youth in this community has always been very low. Perhaps our
shenff can supply details of youth crime to support the claim that there
currently exists an "extreme" situation.

For almost 100 years the people of Post City have endured, survived and
thrived without such a draconian measure to restrict the liberty of its citizens.
We plead with the council members who support.a curfew to look carefully at
the facts, and demand documented evidence that our youth are a menace to our
public safety.

We have several other objections to the curfew ordinance, which we will
address in future articles.

For now, we urge freedom loving citizens and parents of children under the
age of 17, to express opposition to the ordinance to their elected city council
members. When this ordinance goes on the books, parents and their children

will face a future of being suspected criminals, subject to fines and harrassment
from law enforcement officers

We already have laws to protect us from criminals. Any person, regardless of
their age, are subject to those laws. Law enforcement officers don't need a
curfew to protect the public safety.

All ordinances and parts of ordinances in conflict with the ordinance
are hereby repealed to the extent of conflict of this ordinance.

This Ordinance shall be published in accordance with the requirement

of publishing all Ordinances and becomes effective in accordance with
state law upon passage, but no earlier than September 1, 1999.

ORDINANCE
0-03-06B

An Ordinance of the City of Post, Texas, establishing a Municipal Court
Building Security Fund; providing for the assessment and collection of a
Municipal Court Building Security Fee; providing for severability;
providing for publication and effective date.

Whereas, Article 102.017 of the Code of Criminal Procedure, as
amended, provides for the establishment of a Municipal Court Building
Security Fund, therefore:

Be it Ordained by the City Council of the City of Post, Texas:
Section 1. Establishment of Municipal Court Building Security Fund

A. There is hereby created and established Municipal Court Building
Security Fund, here-in-now known as the Fund, pursuant to
Article 102.017 of the Code of Criminal Procedure, as amended.

B. The Fund may be maintained in an interest bearing account and
shall be considered a Restricted Fund to be used to finance items
as designated in Section 3 of this Ordinance.

Section 2. Establishment of Amount of Fee; Assessment and Collection

A. The fee shall be in the amount of Three Dollars ($3.00).

B. The fee shall be assessed and collected from the defendant upon
conviction of a misdemeanor offense in the Municipal Court as a
cost of court. A defendant is considered convicted if:
|. asentence is imposed on the person;

2. the person receives community supervision, including deferred
adjudication; or
3. the court defers final disposition of the person’s case.

C. The fee shall be collected on conviction for an offense committed
on or after May 1, 2006.

D. The Clerk of the Court shall collect the fee and pay the fee to the
City Secretary of the City of Post, Texas, who shall deposit the fee

in to the Municipal Court Building Security Fund.
Section 3. Designated Use of the Fund and Administration

A. The Fund shall be used only for the purpose of financing the
purchase of security services or enhancements for the Municipal
Court of the City of Post, Texas, and shall include any and all
items described in Article 102.017 of the Code of Criminal
Procedure, as amended.

B. The fund shall be administered by or under the direction of the
City Council of the City of Post, Texas.

The first was netted March 10
when Greg Hollers of Lubbock
caught a 14.78-pound fish while
crappie fishing in seven to eight
feet of water using live minnows
as bait. The fish, which was 26
inches long and 21.5 inches in
girth, was just 0.16 of a pound
under the lake record, according
to a news release from the City
of Lubbock.

The heaviest fish entered
from the lake last season
weighed 13.82 pounds.
