Springtime Becomes Electric:
Protect Appliances During Storms

Remember those April showers
that bring May flowers? Some of
that springtime moisture comes in
raging storms complete with thun-
der, lightning and hail, said a Texas
Cooperative Extension expert.
These storms can be hazardous for
people, places and things, especially
when those 'things' are electronic
or electric. That's why precautions
should be
taken with computers, television
sets, air conditioners, refrigerators
and other electrical or electronic
appliances.
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The Electrical Safety Foundation
International lists lightening,

power outages and electrical haz-
ards as the causes of many summer-
time deaths and injuries. Following
these steps from the foundation could
help reduce these tragedies:

» Before storm season, install a
lightning rod system. If lightning
strikes the building, these devices
can protect the structure by directing
the current into the ground.

® During a storm, stay indoors and
away from windows and doors.

 Use only cordless phones during
a thunderstorm; use corded phones

only for emergencies.

¢ Unplug electronic equipment
including computers and televisions
before the storm, and don't touch
electrical equipment, appliances or
cords during the

storm.

* Stay away from sinks, tubs and
faucets.

* Bring pets indoors.

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Severe storms can bring down
power lines, but just because the
lines are down doesn't mean the
power is out.

In fact, "downed power lines ...
can carry an electric current strong
enough to cause serious injury or
possibly death," according to the
foundation.

That's why the foundation offered
the following precautions:

¢ Stay away from downed power
lines and anything that touches
them. If you are near a downed line,
minimize the potential for shock by
using small steps to

shuffle away. Keep your feet
together and on the ground at all
times.

e Call 911 immediately if you see
someone who is in direct or

indirect contact with a downed
line, but do not touch the person.

® Do not try to move a downed
line. Even wood or other non-conduc-
tive materials that might be used to
move the line can conduct electricity
if wet.

* Do not put your feet in water
near a downed line.

* Do not drive over a downed line.
If your caris in contact with the line,
stay inside the vehicle and honk the
horn for help.

e If you must leave the car, jump
out with both feet together. Don't
touch thecarandtheground at the
same time in order to avoid
being the electric link be-
tween the car and the ground.

Then shuffle away.

A Minority View

.  British Prime Minister Tony Blair, along with other G-8 leaders, have called
' for the doubling of foreign aid to African nations by 2010. The idea that foreign
'aid is a route out of poverty and political instability is not only bankrupted but
+ a cruel and evil hoax as well.
. Nearly every sub-Saharan African nation is poorer now than when they
. became independent during the '60s and '70s. Since that time, food production
' has fallen by roughly 20 percent. Since 1975, per capita GDP has fallen at a rate
ofhalfofone percentannually. Nigerian President Olusegun Obasanjo estimated,
"Corrupt African leaders have stolen at least $140 billion from their people in
the [four] decades since independence.
+ " The call for more aid by George Bush, Tony Blair and other G-8 leaders will
produce nothing but more of the same. Zimbabwe provides an excellent
example of why foreign aid, as a way out of poverty, is a fool's errand. Salem
University, Winston-Salem, N.C., professor Craig Richardson explores this
further in "Leamning from Failure: Property Rights, Land Reforms, and the
Hidden Architecture of Capitalism," a paper written for the American Enterprise
Institute's Development Policy Outlook Series (2006).

Not that long ago, Zimbabwe was one of the more prosperous African
countries. Professor Richardson writes, "Few countries have failed as
spectacularly, or as tragically, as Zimbabwe has over the past half decade.
Zimbabwe has transformed from one of Africa's rare success stories into one
of its worst economic and humanitarian disasters.

" It has the world's highest rate of inflation, currently over 1,000 percent. To
put this into perspective, in 1995, one U.S. dollarexchanged for eight Zimbabwe
dollars; today, one U.S. dollar exchanges for 100,000 Zimbabwe dollars.
Unemploymenthovers around 80 percent. Its financial institutions are collapsing.
The specter of mass starvation hangs over a country that once exported food.
What's the cause? President Robert Mugabe blames domestic and foreign
enemies, particularly England and the United States for trying to bring about
hisdownfall. Of course, according to Mugabe, and some ofthe world's academic
elite, there's that old standby excuse, the legacy of colonialism and multi-national

Garza County Justice of the Peace Courts collected $62,119.68 during the
months of February through May largely from highway travel and traffic fines
1ssued, according to official reports. The fund raising program, operated by
Garza County in coordination with the State of Texas, took advantage of
travelers who were accused of violating State Transportation Codes.

Justice of the Peace Precinct 1 collected $33,552 involving 216 misdemeanor
cases, while JP Court Precinct 2 reported $28,567 involving 160 misdemeanor
cases.

The State and County benefit from a high volume of traffic stops because
traveling victims are largely unaware of the law that regulates the enforcement
officers and local courts and are often willing to show up to the court and pay
without a challenge.

There are some common practices within the local courts and the law
. enforcement community, which may help to increase revenue collections. After
, acitation is issued, the enforcement official files the citation with a local court,
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@' who then sends out a "courtesy letter" informing the travelers that a "complaint”

' has been filed charging them of the violation of laws. The courtesy letters do
+ not typically cite the actual statute people are accused of violating.
. The letter also gives the travelers a date to show up at the court and plea on
, the charges. The travelers are told that if they do not show up at court a warrant
would be 1ssue for their arrest. When they show up, the court forces them to
make aplea of either "guilty," "not guilty," or "nolo contender” (no contest). The
« travelers also have the option of sending in their plea with the payment of the
. fine if they plea guilty.
. Serious problems prevail with the above judicial procedures.

The citation is not the charging instrument. A study of the Code of Criminal
' Procedure (CCP) reveals a clear distinction between a citation and a complaint.
+ The word "citation” is not defined in the code, but the word "complaint” is
. defined as a swom allegation charging the accused with the commission of an
. offense (CCP Article 45.019).

Article 45 also contains a section that refers to the citation. The "citation"

refers to something completely different from the "complaint." The complaint

 1s the undeniable instrument used to charge anybody with the violation of laws.
Yet, the local courts traditionally have sent courtesy letters informing people
. that a "complaint” was filed against them. If it is possible, the courts in essence
. commit perjury by falsely informing the travelers that a "complaint" has been
‘ filed, when no statutory complaint was actually filed.
Local courts require people to make a plea on a citation without a statutory
' complaint being filed. This process is a clear denial of Due Process of Law. If
' no complaintis filed in the court, then there are no charges. Withoutany charges,
. there is nothing to plea on. Yet, the courts force people to make a plea on no
. charges. If people challenge on the issue of no complaint and simply state that
' there are no charges to plea on, the courts simply treat them as if they refused
' to plea and enter a plea of not guilty for them.

If a statutory complaint is filed charging somebody with an offense against
 the laws, the complaint typically is void of a citation of the offended statute
. In this situation, the court denies the accused Due Process of Law by forcing

Then there's AIDS.

Let's look at droughtand AIDS. Zimbabwe's next-door neighbor is Botswana.
Botswana has the world's second-highest rate of AIDS infection, and if there's
drought in Zimbabwe, there's likely a drought in Botswana, whose major
geographic feature is the Kalahari Desert, which covers 70 percent of its land
mass. However, Botswana has one of the world's highest per capita GDP growth
rates. Moody's and Standard & Poor gives Botswana an "A" credit rating, the
best credit risk on the continent, a risk competitive with countries in central
Europe and East Asia.

Botswana compared to her other African neighbors prospers not because of
foreign aid. There's rule of law, sanctity of contracts, and in 2004, Transparency
International ranked Botswana as Africa's least corrupt country, ahead of many
European and Asian countries.

The World Forum rates Botswana as one of Africa's two most economically
competitive nations and one of the best investment opportunities in the
developing world.

Botswana shares a heritage with Zimbabwe, for it, too, was a British colony.
What it doesn't share with Zimbabwe explains its success: the rule of law,
minimal corruption and, most of all, respect for private property rights. No
amount of western foreign aid can bring about the political and socioeconomic
climate necessary for economic growth.

It enables them to buy the allegiance of cronies and
the military equipment to oppress their own people, not to mention being able
to set up "retirement" accounts in Swiss banks. The best thing westerners can
do for Africa is to keep their money and their economic development "experts."

them to make a plea without being informed of the offended statute. To be
charged with the violation of a law means that the State law becomes the offended
party.

This 1s confirmed in CCP Article 45.019 Requisites of Complaint. One of the
requisites of a statutory complaint is that it "must show that the accused has
committed an offense against the law of this state." The laws of Texas are
annotated in the codes, and the offended codes must be cited on the complaint.
Itis impossible for any person to make an informed plea without being informed
of the offended statute.

State and local governments financially benefit because most people do not
challenge the denial of Due Process of Law. The time that it takes to follow the
law related to the issuance of a statutory complaint would cut into the
collections.

The difference is that Hussein used murder and torture
while the coalition would not. Martial law is a legitimate tool of social contro
in any dangerous situation; it is a short-term strategy to allow the new
government to curtail violence.

Truthfully, there is no other solution in Iraq. The terrorists understand tha
if they are defeated in that country, the cause of Islamo-fascism will be greatly
damaged. So they are going to continue to commit atrocities in the hope o
breaking our will. Either the Bush administration OKs tough methods to roo
those people out, or we should get out of Iraq altogether.

No American wants another Vietnam, where the military is exposed to deatt
but cannot use its full force to protect itself. I mean how ridiculous was it tc
allow the North Vietnamese sanctuaries in Laos and Cambodia? How many
Americans died because Lyndon Johnson and Richard Nixon would not confron
the enemy using the full power of the U.S. military?

The Sunni triangle in Iraq and certain parts of Baghdad are havens for terrorists
These places should be totally inundated with Iraqi and Coalition forces
conducting house-to-house searches and imposing dusk-to-dawn curfews. N¢
insurgency can exist without the cooperation of the civilian population. Al
Iraqis should get the message that cooperating with terrorists will no longer be
tolerated.

That feeling will not last long unless more victories like Zargawi are forthcoming
Most Americans will walk away from a stalemate and simply will not tolerate
an administration that allows its soldiers to be brutalized one by one.

When in the Course of human events, it becomes necessary for one
people to dissolve the political bands which have connected them with
another, and to assume among the powers of the earth, the separate and
equal station to which the Laws of Nature and of Nature's God entitle them,
a decent respect to the opinions of mankind requires that they should
declare the causes which impel them to the separation.

We hold these truths to be self-evident, that all men are created equal, that
they are endowed by their Creator with certain unalienable Rights, that
among these are Life, Liberty and the pursuit of Happiness. --That to
secure these rights, Governments are instituted among Men, deriving their
just powers from the consent of the governed, —-That whenever any Form
of Government becomes destructive of these ends, it is the Right of the
People to alter or to abolish it, and to institute new Government, laying its
foundation on such principles and organizing its powers in such form, as
to them shall seem most likely to effect their Safety and Happiness.
Prudence, indeed, will dictate that Governments long established should
notbe changed forlight and transient causes; and accordingly all experience
hath shewn, that mankind are more disposed to suffer, while evils are
sufferable, than to right themselves by abolishing the forms to which they
are accustomed. But when along train of abuses and usurpations, pursuing
invariably the same Object evinces a design to reduce them under absolute
Despotism, it is their right, it is their duty, to throw off such Government,
and to provide new Guards for their future security. —Such has been the
patient sufferance of these Colonies; and such is now the'ne€essity which
constrains them to alter their former Systems of Government. The history

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of the present King of Great Britain [George III] is a history of repeated
injuries and usurpations, all having in direct object the establishment of an
absolute Tyranny over these States. To prove this, let Facts be submitted to
a candid world.

He has refused his Assent to Laws, the most wholesome and necessary for
the public good.

He has forbidden his Governors to pass Laws of immediate and pressing
importance, unless suspended in their operation till his Assent should be
obtained; and when so suspended, he has utterly neglected to attend to
them.

He has refused to pass other Laws for the accommodation of large
districts of people, unless those people would relinquish the right of
Representation in the Legislature, aright inestimable to them and formidable
to tyrants only.

He has called together legislative bodies at places unusual, uncomfortable,
and distant from the depository of their public Records, for the sole purpose
of fatiguing them into compliance with his measures.

He has dissolved Representative Houses repeatedly, for opposing with
manly firmness his invasions on the rights of the people.

He has refused for a long time, after such dissolutions, to cause others to
be elected; whereby the Legislative powers, incapable of Annihilation,
have returned to the People at large for their exercise; the State remaining
in the mean time exposed to all the dangers of invasion from without, and
convulsions within.

He has endeavoured to prevent the population of these States; for that
purpose obstructing the Laws for Naturalization of Foreigners; refusing to
pass others to encourage their migrations hither, and raising the conditions
of new Appropriations of Lands.

He has obstructed the Administration of Justice, by refusing his Assent to
Laws for establishing Judiciary powers.

He has made Judges dependent on his Will alone, for the tenure of their
offices, and the amount and payment of their salaries.

He has erected a multitude of New Offices, and sent hither swarms of
Officers to harass our people, and eat out their substance.

He has kept among us, in times of peace, Standing Armies without the
consent of our legislatures.

He has affected to render the Military independent of and superior to the
Civil power.

He has combined with others to subject us to a jurisdiction foreign to our
constitution and unacknowledged by our laws; giving his Assent to their
Acts of pretended Legislation:

For Quartering large bodies of armed troops among us:

For protecting them, by a mock Trial, from punishment for any Murders
which they should commit on the Inhabitants of these States:

For cutting off our Trade with all parts of the world:

For imposing Taxes on us without our Consent:

For depriving us, in many cases, of the benefits of Trial by Jury:

For transporting us beyond Seas to be tried for pretended offences:

For abolishing the free System of English Laws in a neighbouring
Province, establishing therein an Arbitrary government, and enlarging its
Boundaries so as to render it at once an example and fit instrument for
introducing the same absolute rule into these Colonies:

For taking away our Charters, abolishing our most valuable Laws, and
altering fundamentally the Forms of our Governments:

For suspending our own Legislatures, and declaring themselves invested
with power to legislate for us in all cases whatsoever.

He has abdicated Government here, by declaring us out of his Protection
and waging War against us.

He has plundered our seas, ravaged our Coasts, burnt our towns, and
destroyed the lives of our people.

He is at this time transporting large Armies of foreign Mercenaries to
compleat the works of death, desolation and tyranny, already begun with
circumstances of Cruelty and perfidy scarcely paralleled in the most
barbarous ages, and totally unworthy the Head of a civilized nation.

He has constrained our fellow Citizens taken Captive on the high Seas to
bear Arms against their Country, to become the executioners of their
friends and Brethren, or to fall themselves by their Hands.

He has excited domestic insurrections amongst us, and has endeavoured
to bring on the inhabitants of our frontiers, the merciless Indian Savages,
whose known rule of warfare, is an undistinguished destruction of all ages,
sexes and conditions.

In every stage of these Oppressions We have Petitioned for Redress in the
most humble terms: Our repeated Petitions have been answered only by

repeated injury. A Prince whose character is thus marked by every act
which may define a Tyrant, is unfit to be the ruler of a free people.

Nor have We been wanting in attentions to our British brethren. We have
warned them from time to time of attempts by their legislature to extend an
unwarrantable jurisdiction over us. We have reminded them of the
circumstances of our emigration and settlement here. We have appealed to
their native justice and magnanimity, and we have conjured them by the ties
of our common Kindred to disavow these usurpations, which, would
inevitably interrupt our connections and correspondence. They too have
been deaf to the voice of justice and of consanguinity. We must, therefore,
acquiesce in the necessity, which denounces our Separation, and hold
them, as we hold the rest of mankind, Enemies in War, in Peace Friends.

We, therefore, the Representatives of the united States of America, in
General Congress, Assembled, appealing to the Supreme Judge of the
world for the rectitude of our intentions, do, in the Name, and by the
Authority of the good People of these Colonies, solemnly publish and
declare, That these United Colonies are, and of Right ought to be Free and
Independent States; that they are Absolved from all Allegiance to the
British Crown, and that all political connection between them and the State
of Great Britain, is and ought to be totally dissolved; and that as Free and
Independent States, they have full Power to levy War, conclude Peace,
contract Alliances, establish Commerce, and todo all other Acts and Things
which Independent States may of right do. And for the support of this
Declaration, with a firm reliance on the protection of divine Providence, we
mutually pledge to each other our Lives, our Fortunes and our sacred
Honor.

County awards contract

for lake fire/EMS building

In a special Friday meeting,
Garza County Commissioners
agreed tospend almost $170,000
tofinalize the construction of the
fire/emergency services build-
ing near the entrance to the
Sam Wahl Recreation Area at
Lake Alan Henry.

The court granted the contract
to Beasley Construction, one of
two bidders on the project.

Beasley’s bid on the project
was $167,525 and represented
the sole complete bid presented
to the court.

According to the contractual
agreement between the con-
struction firm and the county,
Beasley will erect the pre-engi-
neered metal building at a cost of
$75,000; finish out the structure
for $41,5600; handle all neces-
sary concrete work for $40,400;
install stairs and a storage area
above the building’s office area
atacostof $6,075; and complete
all electrical and lighting work
for $4,550.

The existing concrete pad,
poured last year by another
contractor, has been deemed
unsafe and inadequate and will
need to be removed, according
to reports. County officials
agreed Precinct 4 employees
could handle that portion of
the project.

Beasley representatives in-
dicated they could begin the
project by Aug. 1.

According to the contractual
agreement, Beasley has 120 cal-
endar days, excluding holidays

and weekends, to complete the
structure.

In October, commission-
ers cancelled their original
contract for the building’s
construction. That contract,

with Miller Construction, was
finalized in November 2004
and stipulated a timeline for
the structure’s completion, ac-
cording to Dispatch records.

Man injured in dive at Lake Alan Henry

a Lubbock hospital following a Saturday afternoon accident
that occurred at Lake Alan Henry.

The young man, whose name and city of residence were
unavailable at press time, was injured when he and sev-
eral other young people were diving into the lake from the
shoreline near Campsite #20, located just soutl} 9}' the public
boat ramp.
