(Will) Parker, 81, Bovina’s first
justice of the peace, were con-
ducted Friday afternoon at the
Church of Christ here,

Mr, Parker, a resident of
this community since 1919 and
of the area since 1914, died
Thursday morning at Clovis
Memorial Hospital,

He had been seriously ill
only a short time, June 21, he
suffered a light stroke and was
confined to the hospital for a
time. He partially recovered
and returned to his home. He
suffered another stroke July

Proposed  CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

NUMBER ONE ON THE BALLOT

PROPOSED CONSTITU-
TIONAL AMENDMENT
TO BE VOTED ON AT AN
ELECTION TO BE HELD
ON NOVEMBER 3, 1964.
SENATE JOINT RESOLU-

TION NO. 6 proposing an
amendment to Section 5 of
Article VII of the Constitution
of the State of Texas so as to
remove the authorization to
transfer not exceeding one per
cent annually of the total
value of the permanent school
fund to the available school
fund.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. Section 5 of Ar-

ticle VII of the Constitution of

the State of Texas is amended
to read as follows:

“Section 5. The principal of
all bonds and other funds, and
the principal arising from the
sale of the lands hereinbefore
set apart to said school fund,
shall be the permanent school
fund, and all the interest de-
rivable therefrom and the
taxes herein authorized and
levied shall be the ailable
school fund. The available
school fund shall be applied
annually to the support of the
public free schools. And no
law shall ever be enacted ap-
propriating any part of the
permanent or available school
fund to any other purpose

whatever; nor shall the same,

appropriated to or used for the
support of any sectarian
school; and the available
school fund herein provided
shall be distributed to the sev-
eral counties according to their
scholastic population and ap-
plied in such manner as may
be provided by law.”

Section 2. The foregoing
Constitutional Amendment
shall be submitted to a vote
of the qualified electors at an
election to be held on the first
Tuesday after the first Mon-
day in November, 1964, at
which election all ballots shall
have printed thereon the fol-
lowing:

“FOR the Constitutional
Amendment to remove the
authorization to transfer
not exceeding one per cent
annually of the total value
of the permanent school
fund to the available
school fund.”
“AGAINST the Constitu-
tional Amendment to re-
move the authorization to
transfer not exceeding
one per cent annually of
the total value of the per-
manent school fund to the
available school fund.”

Section 3. The Governor of
Texas shall issue the neces-
sary proclamation for the elec-
tion and this amendment shall
be published in the manner and
for the length of time as re-
quired by the Constitution and

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Wulff of Brady sald passage
of this Dbill is a step toward
qtabllizlng the U, S. beef
cattle Industry and voiced the
hope that it would be followed
by prompt and favorable action
in the House of Representa-
tives.

The bill passed the senate
by a vote of 72 to 15. Senator
Ralph Yarborough and Senator
John Tower were among those
voting for the bill. **Our sena-
tors are to be commended for
this action,”” Wulff . stated.
“pPresuming this bill becomes
law, it means that the beef pro-
ducer of the future will have
a reasonably sound base upon
which to make decisions for
future operations,”’

Wulff pointed out that under
present conditions any efforts
by producers to bring supply
in line with demand could be
voided by increased importa-
tions of beef from other coun-
tries. ‘“The domestic beef pro-
ducer can look to the future
with little hope knowing that
each time he tries to solve his
own beef supply problems his
action will resultinforeignbeef
taking over a larger share of
the U, S, beef market,*’ he de-
clared.

The bill passed by the Senate
would restrict imports of beef,
veal, lamb, mutton and canned
meats to & flve-year average
based on the years 1959-1963,
Beef imports during this period

were the highest five years in

history.

‘““We believe this is a rea-
sonable bill,’”* Wulff said, *‘We
are not closing our doors to
beef imports, we are only ask-
ing for action which would pre-
vent the ruination of the U, S,
cattle industry, and the severe
crippling of countless com-
munitles, the economics of
which are tled closely to beef
cattle production and process-
ing,"” Wulff emphasized,

He called attention to the fact
that beef Imports were only
1 1/2 per cent of domestic beef
production in 1956 but said that
the so-called voluntary agree-
ments negotiated recently with
Australia and New Zealand set
quotas based on the 1962-1963
beef Import levels which
amounted to 10 to 11 per cent
of domestic production, In addi-
tion the agreements allowed a
3.7 per cent per year growth
factor, Wulff said the pattern
of these negotiations had set
the stage for other negotiations
which could allow continued in-
creases in beef imports,

He pointed out that the Chair-
man of the Australian Board
of Trade hailed this growth fact-
or as a major break-through,
An Australian newspaper quot-
ed him as saying, “First time
an agriculture exportnationhas
given assurance of a share in
growth of a foreign market.”

‘““These negotiations are
solid evidence of the need for
the bill passed by the Senate,”’
Wulff declared. ‘‘While the
cattle raisers from importing
countries were represented by
able and competent men, the
U, S, beef man had no one who
stood up for his Interests, These
agreements can be voided by
either country on six months’
notice, and who can say the
domestic beef producers will be
better represented inany future
negotiations?”’

Wulff said passage of the
senate bill indicates a deep
understanding of the disastrous
effects beef imports are having
on present U, S, producers as
well as the tragic conse-
quences which could result in
the future without such a law,

“Such a law also would en-
sure a contilnued supply of
quality beef to the consumer
at reasonable prices,’’ he said.
““Consumers’ preference for
this kind of beef is indicated by
the steadily rising per capita
consumpton during the pasttwo
decades,”’

Do not use a ron-
nel feed additive and a ronnel
mineral supplement atthe same
time, Dairy animals within 28
days of freshening or lactating
dairy animals should not be fed
ronnel,

Ruelene may be applied as a
0.5 per cent spray for grub
control. Thorough coverage of
the animal is essential with
large animals requiring ap-
proximately’ 1 gallon of spray
while smaller animals require
only 1 to 3 qts. depending onthe
size, Do not apply to dry dairy
animals within 28 days of fresh-

The
second application should be
made 3 to S days after the
first,

applied only once a season,

Texas Farm Bureau Presi-
dent C, H, DeVaney {s urging
Farm Bureau members to con-
tact their congressmen in sup-
port of legislaton to reverse
or nullify the recent U, S,
Supreme Court decision on ap-
portionment of state legisla-
tures.

The Court ruled June 15 that
‘““As a basic Constdtutional
standard, the Equal Protection
Clause requires that the seats
in both houses of a bicameral
state legislature must be ap-
portioned on a populadon
basis,”

In 28 message to county Farm
Bureau presidents and policy
execution chairmen, DeVaney
pointed out that the ruling {s
contrary to state and national
Farm Bureau policies,

‘“It violates our state policy
on reapportionment,’’ DeVaney
said, *It sets a precedent to
authorize judicial action to ap-
portion our county boards of
supervisors, city councils, and
all other elected officials of
political subdivisions, It will
seriously reduce our rural re-
presentation,'’

The TFB leader said the
Equal Protection Clause of the
Fourteenth Amendment was in-
tended to secure the equal status
of all cidzens with respect to
access to the courts and equal
protecton under existing laws,

‘“The Supreme Court has

clearly over-stepped its au-
thority in handing down this
ruling,’’ DeVaney said.

He noted that some 75 bills .

have been Introduced in the
House and several {n the Sen-
ate designed to reverse or nul-
lify the decision. Major ap-
proaches outlined in these bills
include a Constitutional amend-
ment authorizing a state with a
bicameral legislature to appor-
tion the membership of one
house on factors other than pop-
uladon,

Another approach, he said, is
a proposal to limit the juris-
diction of the federal courts as
provided in Article III, Section
2 of the Constitution,
