22 ARE_DEAD AND 50 INJURED

Caught Like Rats in a Trap in New-
ark Box Factory.

Newark, N. J.: In ten minutes
twenty?five girls were burned alive
or crushed to death on the pavement
in leaping from the windows and fire
escapes of the fourstory brick paper
box factory. The collapse of a wall
interrupted further search.

Fifty were taken to hospitals, of
whom two may die. Among the in-
jured is Joseph E. Sloane, deputy fire
chief, He may recover.

The rush of flames was incredibly
swift.

The building was extremely inflam-
mable and the first gush of flames
cut off possible escape by the stair
ways.

A net had been spread beneath
the window and the girls began to
jump “like rats out of a burning bin"
was the way a fireman described the
pell-mell descent. They crawled out
of the windows, rolled down on the
heads of those bhelow them and fell
to the pavement sixty feet below.
Some of them stood in the windows
outlined against the flames and
jumped clear: others from the land-
still others from the steps
of them and they fell everywhere—
into the net, on the necks of the fire
men and fifteen of them on the stone
slabs, When the awful plunges ceased
there were eight dead in the street
and the gutters ran red. Seven girls
were so badly crushed that they died
in the hospitals. Fifty are still un-
der surgical care.

Crosbyton Wins in County Seat Fight.

Fort Worth: An injunction grant-
ed by the District Court Crosby Coun-
ty forbidding the romoval of the coun.
ty seat from Emma to Crosbyton, fol-
lowing the election of September 17,
was dissolved by the Court of Civil
Appeals of the Second District. Two-
thirds vote to remove a county seat
to any point not within five miles of
the geograpical center of the county,
Just before the election the T.and
Commissioner fived a new point as
the center and Crosbyton is. within
five miles of this point.

Oklahoma Census Totals 1,657,155,

‘Washington: According to the full
and final official count of the popu-
lation of Oklahoma is 1,657,155; as
compared with a population for the
same area in 1900 of 790,391, and in
1890 of 258,657. The increase from
1900 to 1907, therefore, was 623,786,
or 789 per cent, as compared with
an increase from 18900 to 1900 of 531,
734, or 205.6 per cent., A special cen
sus of Oklahoma was taken in 1907,
when the population was shown to be
1,414,177. The increase between 1907
and 1910 is, therefore, 242,978, or 17.2
per cent,

MADERO ISSUES HIS ORDERS

Says His Followers Must Respect
Rights of Foreigners—Border |Is

San Antonio, Nov. 24.—Reports from
Mexico Wednesday night indicated
that the Diaz forces are safely in
control of the situation at all points
where disturbances have taken place
and that they are pushing on an ac-
tive campalg st the revolution-
ists in every quarter.

Francisco Madero, supposed head of
the revolutionists, issued a
