RED'CROSS SEAL IN HISTORY
First Used During the American Civil 

War— Now an Aid In Fight­
ing Tuberculosis.

<* Red Cross C hristm as seals data  
back  In th e ir origin to “charity  

's ta m p s ,” first used for the sold iers ' 
re lie f funds In Doston la 1862, during 
the Civil war. A fter the  war. th is  

. m ethod of raising  money w as discon­
tinued in  th is country  for a genera­
tion, although It found vogue In Por- 
tugal, Sw itzerland, A ustralia, F rance, 
Spain, D enm ark, Norway, R ussia, 
Sweden and o ther E uropean coun­
tries. T here a re  now several hun­
d red  different types of charity  stam ps 
used In all p arts  of the world.

Stamps or seals were first used to  
get money for the antl-tnberculosls 
crusade In Norway and Sweden In 
1904. After being used In theee coun- 

■*, tries for three years, as a direct ro­
ll suit of the Interest of Jacob Rlls In 

th is movement, the Delaware Anti- 
Tuberculosis association, headed by 
Mias Emily P. Blssell, and the Red 
Cross society ofv Delaware combined 
In fasulng a  tuberculosis stamp. So 

. successful was this campaign that 
nearly $3,000 was realized, and the 
next year, in 1908, the American Red 
Cross was Induced to Issue a national 
Red Cross tuberculosis stamp. From 
thjs sale, $135,000 w as realized. that 

'amount being almost doubled in 1909.

Are th e  g rea t financiers of the 
country beginning to see a new light?

It was las t D ecember when public 
announcem ent was made th a t the 
Gould holdings of W estern  Union had 
been taken over by the Telephone 
company. *

On account of th e  high esteem  In 
which th e  m anagem ent of the tele­
phone company is so generally held, 
g rea t things were predicted as a re­
su lt of the absorption of W estern 
Union, By th e  press of the country 
the ‘‘deal" was m ost favorably com­
m ented on, It being widely pointed 
out th a t under the direction of such 
men as Theodore N. Vail and his as­
sociates. the telegraph company was 
bound soon te  work Itself into a po­
sition where It could offer the public 
fa r  more efficient service than  It had 
ever before been able to offer.

But a very few m onths had elapsed 
when It became apparen t to the new 
m anagem ent th a t a modern and up- 
to-date appraisal of th e  company’s 
asse ts  would m ake possible a far 
g rea te r degree of efficiency of oper­
ation. "H ere," they  said to them ­
selves, “we've bought control of this 
property and we know It's Immensely 
valuable, bu t we don’t  know Just 
how valuable. These appraisals of 
real esta te  and securities owned were 
made a long time ago. If we have 
a complete Inventory made of every 
thing we've got we can announce the 
facts to the rubllc, s ta r t c new ret. of 
books, and begin our responsibility 
to  atockholders right there.”

How Inventory W at Taken.
The m ost expert accountants and 

appraisers to  be had w ere put a t the 
task . T heir labors lasted  over eight 
months. T heir re p e r t and Its publi­
cation by th e  company m arks an  ep­
och in finance.

It began by recom m ending an ad­
justm ent of th e  difference betw een 
th e  appraised and book values "by a 

'charge of $5,595.089 against sur­
plus. Book values of securities held 
were reduced to m arket values, bad 
and doubtful accounts were “charg­
ed off,” an allow ance of $2,000,900 
warf made for “depreciation,” another 
of $500,000 for •“reserve," and so on, 
until the old surplus of $18,867,000 
cam e down to  $5,136,000.

It required courage, th e  publication 
of Jhif» Statem ent to  stockholders, say­
ing In effect: “The property of
your com pany bas been reval­
ued: the  surplus Isn 't nineteen mill. 
Ions, as you have been led tb  be­
lieve, bu t five m illions,” but It was 
th e  tru th , and P residen t Vail did not 
flinch. "A ccuracy and publicity," he 
declared, was essential. "The stock- 
bolder has a righ t to  know. The 
shares of th is company are  sca tte r­
ed from one end of the Union to  the 
other. This Is m ore than  a private  
corporation. I t  Is a g rea t national 
en terprise . The publia Is entitled  to 
the facta."

The report was ordered published 
forthwith. Financiers of the old 
school and speculators generally, were 
aghast. What would happen? Would 
the bottom drop out of Weatern 
Union when the shareholders realiz­
ed that their propetry was worth 
$13,000,000 less than they had sup­
posed? But the amazing thing 
happened. The stock went up and 
Stayed up. The publia had respt&id- 
ed to this remarkable display ot 
frankness and confidence; to the nsfw 
motto, “Accuracy and Publicity.”

The full significance ot the action 
of the new board Is stated concisely, 
by Harper’s Weekly In these words:'

"Is this policy of publicity and of 
open handed dealing with sharehold­
ers and public the forerunner of a 
similar movement on the- part of oth­
er big corporations? Certainly it Is 
to  be hoped that It Is. In the case 
of these big companies, dependent 
upon public patronage and doing busi­
ness under public franchise, can 
there be any question of the right of 
$ke people to know?

“That right la being recognised. 
It Is recognised now in this epochal 
se t on the part of the telephone and 
telegraph Interests. It Is the dswn 
o f a  new era In corporation finance.”
