such office any other office or 
position of honor, trust or pro-
fit, under this State or the 
United States, or from voting 
at any Election, General, Spe-
cial or Primary, in this State 
when otherwise qualified." 

Sec. 3. The foregoing consti-
tutional amendment shall be 
submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this State 
at an election to be held on the 
first Tuesday after the first 
Monday in November, 1972, at 
which the ballots shall be 
printed to provide for voting 
for or against the proposition: 
"The constitutional amend-
ment to provide that directors 
of soil and water conservation 
districts are not disqualified 
from holding or being compen-
sated for more than one of-
fice."

She and her husband, who died 
in May of this year at the age 
cit. 88, and their three children 

Johnny, Pete and M arth a J ure 
-- made the then rigorous trip 
from Iowa Park out west to 
Bovina, a distance of about 300 
miles. 

In spite of their introduction 
to the area where they would 
make their home for the next 
47 years of their married life, 
the Vestals weren't entirely un-
familiar with this part of the 
world. 

Jessie, a native of North Car-
olina, and Cora, who was born 
in Jack County, were married in 
1910 at Taiban, N.M. 

They lived in a half-dugout 
and farmed at House for sev-
eral ye ars before moving to Iowa 
Park. The Vestals lost a boy 
and girl in early childhood. 

Jessie and Cora farmed with 
teams of mules and horses be-
fore coming to Bovina. "We 
made some of the best crops 
back then with our teams," Mrs. 
Vestal remembers. They plant-
ed maize and Indian corn at

Cora. 

At that time, there were no 
paved streets, no electricity, 
no natural gas and only several 
hundred inhabitants in Bovina. 

"We rented a couple of rooms 
in the old two-story hotel when 
w, arrived. Put our wood cook-
stove up there and stayed until 
wa built our home later that 
year. 

"Jessie had to charter a rail-
road car to bring the lumber 
and building materials from 
Iowa Park. There weren't a 
whole lot of trees around here," 
Mrs. Vestal said. 

"As I remember it, it was 
mostly cattle country even then, 
pretty open with very few fenc-
es and not too much farming 
going on." 

The Vestal farm covered from 
what is now about Avenue E to 
the Running Water Draw just 
south of Bovine. 

"We bought the place on cred-
it. In 1928 my son and I picked 
the cotton which made ore and 
one-half bales to the acre that 
year and paid off the note on the 
place." 

Mrs. Vestal makes light of her 
chores during those years, 
saying only she ". . . . just 
kept house for Jessie and kept 
the children in school." 

"I always planted lots of flow-
ers wherever I lived as I did 
when we moved here. Nt. J. 
Sam Gaines used to admire my 
flowers when he happened by. We 
bought milk and eggs from Mrs. 
J. Sam when we first came 
here." 

Some of Mrs. Vestal's neigh-
bors that she can recall in-
cluded Loudie and Maggie Mc-
Gee, Mr. and Mrs. Ayers (Ma-
ble Ellison's parents), Mr. and 
Mrs. Ezell, Mr. and Mrs. G aire s 
and Mrs. Pearl Moore. 

"I got acquainted with Pearl 
when she ran over ore of my 
old setting hens and brought it 
to me." 

Mrs. Vestal, who never learn-
ed to drive, was afamiliar sight 
as she walked around town tak-
ing care of her various chores 
and visiting neighbors. 

"Jessie told Pearl one day, 
when she came to visit and I was 
gore, to just sit still awhile and 
I would zip by shortly."

\Then quizzed about the pro-
cess of turning ears of corn 
into the good yellow meal, Mrs. 
Vestal remarked that they grew 
most of the corn they used, but 
if they didn't have enough, they 
bought corn from the neighbors. 
Mrs. Vestal helped with the 
process from planting to bag-
ging. 

"The first thing we did after  

the corn was picked, was to 
shuck and silk it. 

"After the corn had dried, we 
would nub it (clean it), shell the 
corn and then wind it several 
times before it was ready to 
grind. 

"Jessie was awfully partic-
ular about it. 

"People would come from 
miles around to grind their own 
corn besides what we sold 
through the grocery store here. 

"Jessie ground wheat into  

flour too, but Just for our own 
use." 

The grinding usually took 
place every other Saturday, 
Mrs. Vestal recalled. 

"His biggest business in corn 
meal wasn't at Bovina though, 
it was in Banks, N.M., which 
is now Just a ghost town." 

During the next several years 
after the Vestals moved to Bo-
vina, the small community be-
gan growing and building and  

" . . it's been growing ever 
since, I guess." 

The Ridgelea Addition, which 
is on the old Vestal land, start-
ed selling and building up about  

15 years ago, as best as Mrs. 
Vestal could remember.

1900's, Mrs. Vestal could re-
ma tuber the sand storms most 
vividly. 

"I used to get a chill when-
ever I would see those old black 
clouds boiling up. 

"Seems like the w..!ather was 
a lot cooler back then and vw 
had a lot more snow than we get 
nowadays." 

Recalling the social life, Mrs. 
Vestal said she could remem-
ber attending the Pentecostal 
Church in a tent each week in 
the same location the church 
building is today on First Street. 

"Jessie played the banjo then, 
sometimes for dances. We used 
to have big suppers at the school.  

Each family would bring some-
thing for the pot and we would 
make a big washtub full of soup. 
I can remember one time when 
Mrs. Langer killed and dressed 
a bunch of her guineas for the 
soup. (For those who do not re-
member guineas or have never 
seen them, they are a breed of 
gray chickens, smaller than the 
average chicken and a little 
larger than the Banty breed.) 

Perhaps the most remark-
able thing about Mrs. Vestal's 
story is the fact that she never 
dwells upon, or even mentions, 
how difficult things must have 
been in those days, especially 
as it would seem to those of us 
who are accustomed to having 
the gamut of automatic electri-
cal appliances from washing  

machines and dryers, automatic 
heating and cooling, modern 
ranges and refrigerators, to 
other electrical gadgets by the 
score that we take for granted. 

I ler only comment during the 
interview was ".... we used 
to have lots of fun." 

Up until the past several 
years, the 78-year-old Mrs. 
Vastal could still be seen "zip-
ping" around town taking care 
of her chores and "doing" for 
her neighbors. According to her 
friends, she wouldn't let people 
"do" for her and still prefers 
it that way. 

Although she admits to being 
a "little slower these days," 
there is still a sparkle in her 
eye and an active interest in 
others around her.

Richard Carson Tells Of Trip To Africa 
consin at Madison for two weeks 
introduction to the Fulani lang-
uage. There, they satin aclass-
room eight hours a day, studying 
only the language. "We had had 
about enough of that -- French 
was at least similar in some 
ways to our language -- but 
this was entirely different. It 
really made our heads spin," 
Richard commented. 

"Our instructor was the son 
of a missionary and he had been 
reared in the town we were be-
ing sent to. Eight months later, 
he and his family were in our 
locale. He was on a leave of ab- 
sence to study another African 
dialect. He was about 35, had 
a doctorate in African language 
and spoke about 10 or 11 dif-
ferent dialects. We became real 
good friends." 

F. Kennedy Airport to Paris to 
Douala, Cameroon, to the capi-
tol city of Yaounde and then on 
to Ngaoundere. 

The men had filled out infor-
mation for their passports two 
months prior to their departure. 
Peace Corps officials told them 
that their documents would be 
waiting at JFK. "\Then we got 
there -- no passports. Every-
one we talked to was a com-
plete blank. We were supposed 
to fly out on a new 747 jet, 
but we missed that plane." The 
passports were finally located 
in a mail storage room in the 
basement of the airport building. 
All five expressed disappoint-
ment at not being able to fly 
the 747, which was just being 
introduced to the airways. In-
stead, they took a 707 flight and 
landed in Paris at night. "We 
just had 45 minutes to get across 
town from Orly to LeBourget. 
All we got to see of Paris 
were the street lights.

Training Begins 

Cameroon-Bound 

After the training period at 
the university was over, the men 
were scheduled to fly from John 

Richard flew to Philadelphia 
in M arch for his shots.and orien-
tation and then to St. Thomas 
in the Virgin Islands for eight 
weeks of intensive training in the 
French language. 

Five of the eight men were to 
be sent to Cameroon. All were 
just out of college and had some 
background in the cattle indus-
try. 

Besides Carson, the men 
headed for Cameroon were Dan-
ny Dean from Ft. Worth, Dean 
Johnson from Douglas, Wyo., 
Rick Carron from Pocatella, 
Idaho, and Zane Walker from 
Lynchburg, Ohio. 

"It was vital for us to learn 
the French language," said 
Richard, "because most of the 
government officials we would 
be working with in Cameroon 
spike French and Fulani (the 
native African dialect)." 

"We were in class from six 
to seven hours aday. We started 
out by repeating French words 
and phrases and then progres-
sed to workbooks and reading.

In addition, we had cross-cul-
tural classes -- information on 
\vile re we were going, customs 
of the people and some history 
of that part of Africa." 

The trainees were quartered 
in the Estate Nlandahl, a lang-
uage training center for the 
Peace Corps for the past 10 or 
12 years. About 85 trainees 
ware there at that time -- all 
going to Africa or some other 
French speaking country. 

"We had three hours a day, 
Saturday afternoon and all day 
Sunday off" said Richard. The 
men toured the islands and spent 
a lot of time at the beach. 

After their seventh week of 
training, the director of the ani-
mal husbandry department in 
Cameroon tie w over to interview 
the five men who were assigned 
to his territory. Richard com-
mented that the State Depart-
ment arranged the trip and took 
the official on a tour of the U.S. 
after the interviews. 

At the conclusion of the eighth 
week, the trainees were given a 
government test on language 
proficiency. The test was rated 
on a scale of 0 to 5. A mini-
mum grade of "two" was re- 
quired. 	• . then they assume 
you are capable of taking care 
of 	yourself, language wise, in 
that country." 

After the French training was 
completed, the five men were 
flown to the University of Wis-

"After She had been in Cam-
eroon a few months, that got to 
be sort of an inside joke about 
the street lights of Paris." 

However, Richard did saythat 
he got to see a lot more of Paris 
on his return trip. 

After the men arrived in 
Ngaoundere, they underwent 
a two-week additional training 
period in French and Foulani 
with orientation in the depart-
ment and region in which they 
would be working. They also 
got acquainted with the people 
they would be associated with, 
especially with the official 

ive teams in all or about 25 
people working on the project. 

Objective of the project, Rich-
ard said, was an analysis of 
the cattle industry on the plant-
au area surrounding Ngoaun-

dere -- an area of about 73,000 
square miles. 

According to the project's co-
ordinator, Jim Nash, who was 
directly responsible to the 
Peace Corps for the project, 
" 	. . this was like breaking 
new ground. No one knew just 
exactly how me were going to 
handle the thing." 

Ngaoundere, according to 
their information, is probably 
the largest cattle producing area 

(homologue in French) assigned 
to each one of the men. The 
homologue could speak some 
French and was fluent in Foul-
ani. "He was our interpre-
tor wren things got a little above 
our he ad. He could converse with 
the Foulani or French." 

Finally, after 12 weeks of 
training -- out into the bush. 
Their vehicles were British 
Land Rovers, the equivalent of 
pickups here except heavier. 
Each volunteer as assigned 
to a group of five men making 

in Africa. The Cameroon gov-
ernment wanted to know the 
number of cattle on the plateau, 
the migratory habits of the na-
tives and other information. 

"Our primary concern, as far 
as the natives knew, was to vac-
cin ate the cattle," said Richard. 

The primary cattle disease in 
the area is sleeping sickness 
caused by the Tsetse fly. The 
cattle contract the disease dur-
ing the migration -- when they 
move the herds from the high 
plateau area to the low country. 
A Tsetse fly never gets over 
three miles from water and the 
cattle are driven along the riv-
ers and streams to the low coun-
try. 

"When we went out into the 
bush to work, the research team 
visited the village chieftain 
first. He took care of us-- gave 
us a place to stay and some-
times even fed us. 

"Their main staple was 
'couscous' made ofpounded ma-
nioc root mixed with some type 
liquid and formed into a ball. 
It is dipped in a meat sauce. 
We didn't eat any more of the 
couscous than we had to. 

"The natives gtew okra, on-
ions, garlic and pepper. Every-
thing they eat is highly sea-
soned. Sometimes the chief 
would feed us chicken which was 

a real special treat to them. 
"To a Foulani, the more cat-

tle he owns the richer and more 
respected he is. However, they 
sell more of their herds, espec-
tally the five-year-old steers, 
than the government thought 
when we went in there. 

"Every other herd we vacci-
nated, we took down statistics 
on each member of the herd --
sex, age, breed, coat color and 
markings. We talked to the own-
er of herd and found out how 
many calves he had, how many 
had died, why, and the causes 
and types of diseases. 

"With all this information 
compiled and analyzed, the gov-
ernment hopes to get some idea 
of the potential in the area," 
Carson said. 

"1 figured that I looked at 
some 11,000 cattle while I was 
there. I got to where I could 
just look at one and tell how 
old it was after 1 had looked 
into the mouth of about 1,000 
he ad." 

The Department of Elevage 
(livestock) set up a program of 
free vaccinations in the bush. 
Each village has a vaccination 
corral. On the appointed date, 
the team would be in the village 
for a series of vaccinations and 
interviews.

Carson said there were two 
paved streets in the town. The 
higher income group -- the 
French, government officials 
and Lebanese -- live in one 
section of town with the Foulani 
in another. 

"Zane and I built a crude 
squeeze chute in the Lutheran 
workshop at Ngaoundere and 
gave it to the research team. 
They 'thought' they had heard of 
it before but they weren't sure." 

Richard noted that there were 
wry few horses in Cameroon. 
A village chief might own a 
few but they were used mostly 
on ceremonial occasions. "I 
didn't see but one or two shoats 
all the time we were over there 
and they looked as if they had 
every kind of disease in the 
world. Pork is 'unclean' to a 
Moslem, so they have no use 
for pigs. 

"They gave us two years to 
complete our part of the pro-
ject. We had the survey, which 
was the major portion, complet-
ed in eight months. All that re-
mained to be done when we left 
was to comiple and analyze the 
results of the survey." 

tie bit of everything to the mar-
ket every day. 

"When we were in Ngaound-
ere, from May until Septem-
ber, we stayed at the Wakwa 
research station, some 15 kilo-
meters from town." 

Carson said the Foulani did 

not particularly believe in edu-
cation. They might send their 
sons to the Lutheran school or 
to a Moslem school where they 
learned to read and write Ara-
bic, the Moslem language, which 
wasn't of much use in C ameroon. 

"When we were in orientation, 
they warned us about the dif-
ferent types of diseases we 
might contract and about eating 
the food and drinking the water. 
However, after we had been 
there a while, we forgot most 
of it except boiling the water 
and none of us ever caught 
any of the terrible things they 
warred us about." 

Each village had at least ore 
se wing machine and seam-
stress. The machine stayed busy 
all the time making the tradi-
tional Foulani garb. 

Carson said the white smock-
type garment the men wore over 
their clothes was decorated with 
colorful stitching. "The Foul-
ani men managed to keep their 
white smock much cleaner than 
we did when we were out in the 
bush." He said he felt they 
stayed clean because they were 
Moslems and must pray five 
times a day and must be clean 
each time they pray. 

Missed Showers 

And Ice Cream 

in explaining the cattle buy-
ing and selling system in Cam-
erron, Carson said that a cattle 
buyer would make a run through 
the villages and buy a steer 
here and there until he would 
collect about 40 head. From 
Ngaoundere to Douala, where 
the buyer sells to butchers, it 
was a 36-day walk for the buyer 
and his herdsmen. 

Carson said the tribesman 
received about $100 to $125 
(equivalent to American money) 
for a steer. The buyer gets about 
$160 from the butcher. 

Ore sidelight brought out by 
Carson was that non-Moslems 
are not allowed to be butchers. 
There are certain rules to be 
followed, such as the steer fac-
ing in a certain direction to be 
killed. After the steer is butch-
ered and dressed, it is quarter-
ed and put on a table in the open 
market to be sold. 

Describes Cattle 

Richard and Zane had to come 
back early -- Zane in January 
and Richard in May. Carsonre-
ceived his draft notice and come 
back for that reason. The other 
three men are still inCameroon. 
"The last time I heard from 
them, they asked me to keep 
sending The Blade because they 
had really missed it after I 
left," Richard said. 

He regrets having to come 
home early be cause he had pl an-
red to travel to the other coun-
tries in Africa before returning. 

When asked what he missed

Ngaoundere 
The altitude of Ngaoundere 

is about 3500 feet. Up on the 
plateau, the average rainfall is 
about 80 inches with the rains 
falling between April and No-
vember. 

"The cattle are all up on the 
plateau then and everything is 
green, cool and beautiful. After 
the dry season begins, the Fou-
lani burn off the grass and take 
the cattle to low counrry. C arson 
said he believed the grass is 
burned largely to control the 
brush and trees, which are sim-
ilar to Mesquite. 

Ngaoundere. the main city in 
the northern region, has about 
20,000 people. The m ainnation-
alities are French, Lebanese 
and Foulani. 

Carson said they worked with 
two breeds within the Zebu trop-
ical-type cattle. 

The Mborro is the ancient, 
traditional Foulani cattle. They 
are long, tall and rangy. Car-
son said they could remind ore 
of a cross between a Longhorn 
and a Brahman. Both breeds 
strongly resemble the Bra- 
hman. The Mborro are hardy, 
according to Carson, but not 
good led producers. "They look 
sick all the time and are pretty 
wild." 

The Goudali are colored pre-
dominately white with red spots, 
sort of like an Appaloosahorse. 
That breed is shorter, wider 
and with a bigger hump. "The 
Goudali are a little Letter milk 
producers than the Mborro. 
They probably give almost a 
pint a day." Carson said they 
were warred, however, not to 
drink the milk because of pre-
valent diseases, particularly tu-
berculosis. 

"The Foulani we came in con-
tact with were friendly and may-
be a little suspicious but inter-
ested when they found out we 
were Americans. One of our 
Black homologues knew some-
thing of our racial problems 
over here. He was a little an-
tagonistic toward us, but it was 
mostly curiosity." 

Two Lebanese cousins owned 
almost the whole shopping dis-
trict in the French section.Each 
had a grocery. hardware-gen-
eral store and service station. 
One had a trucking company and 
the other a bakery. 

There were about25 Lutheran 
missionaries in the city. The 
mission was the largest in 
northern Cameroon and maybe 
the whole country, Carson stat-
ed. The men and their families 
at the French research station 
completed the higher-income 
bracket of the population. An 
Army recruit training center 
was also in the city. 

The missionaries, govern-
ment people and Frenchmen liv-
ed in European style homes with 
all the comforts. 

The remainder of the popula-
tion lived in the traditional Af-
rican-Moslem round (as oppos-
ed to square) mud huts with 
grass roofs. Maybe a well-to-
do native would have a walled-
in compound with several huts 
and a well. 

Some of the Foulani owned 
cattle, Carson said. Some own-
ed "manny wagons" which is the 
public transportation. A "mam-
my wagon" is a vehicle between 
a Volkswagen van and small 
school bus. "The people were 
jammed into benches in the 
wagon with their possessions 
piled on top." 

They shopped at anopen mar-
let. The people brought food, 
clothing, pots and pans and alit- 
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the most while in Africa,  Rich-
ard quickly and emph atically an- 

„,....... swered, "hot showers.” He said 
they had to take cold showers 
while in the training sessions on 
the Virgin Islands and were told 
it was to prepare them for Af-
rica. "I really believe they just 
didn't have the facilities at the 
training center." 

Two other things he missed 
the most were his chewing to-
bacco and homemade ice cream. 
Mrs. Carson said it cost so 
much to mail a carton of chew-
ing tobacco that they had to 
stoo. Richard said he chewed 
betel nuts, the native habit, in-
ste ad.

"I've discovered that some of 
the people buy things justfor 
harvest season and throw them 
away when they leave. They say 
they don't bring good things 
along because it is usually torn 
up during the trip." 

Mrs. Whitten -- "Children's 
clothes and old dishes."

Mrs. Ware -- "On stuff I 

really want to get rid of, I 
mark it real low." 

Mrs. Glasscock -- "I mark 
it just as cheap as I can with- 
out giving it away." 

Mrs. Kelso -- "It's just a 
hit or miss situation when it 
comes to pricing things -- just 
like the jelly glasses." 

Mrs. Whitten -- "I price it 
at what 1 think people will pay 
for it. I have sort of judged --re.  
by what we did at the Study 
Club's rummage sales."

"I had a man come up to me 

in the post office one day when 
I was putting up posters. He 
asked me if I didn't know 'that 
I was putting others out of busi-
ness with my garage sale.' I 
told him that some people could 
afford to buy at garage sales 
where they couldn't at a second-
hand shop or a retail store," 
said Mrs. Kelso. 

"I've found that a sale needs 
to run more than ore weekend. 
That's because some people just 
have so much money they can 
spend each week. If they see 
something they want, they'll 
come back next weekend if they 
know you will continue the sale," 
she continued.
