The fifth point he pointed to
was that of “prospecting.”” By
this, he explained, “I mean |
contacting people. But first it
is necessary to carry on a good |
program in the first four points.

“Under this head, 1 would
take a long look at existing in-
dustry and ask it frankly why
ain't you any bigger than you
are?’ |

“Then there is the man with
an idea who necds an outlet
for that idea. He is an excellent
source for prospecting |

“Of course there are other
‘prospectors’ for the commun-
ity which seeks new industry —
such things as Texas Indus-
trial Commission, the West Te-
xas Chamber of Commerce, the
Santa Fe Railroad, Pioneer Gas
Company, Southwestern Public
Service and General Telephone.”

He said another source of
prospects is the Texas Manu-
facturies’ directory which lists
factories in Texas. “Many of
these have more than one lo-
cation in Texas and are looking
for still more plant sites. So,
don’t overlook this source as a
prospeet.”
