In raising both calves and colts it
is best to begin their training very
early. The calf that has been chased
around the farm by the family dogor
capstantly  irritated by the surly or
nervous actious of its caretaker, will
not often grow into the quiet, gentle
cow which tends to business and nev-
er kicks the milk pail. The young
colt that is carelessly trained will ac-
cumulate & number of tricks that can
never be entirely overcome.

Teaching the children on the farm
how to handle live stock is one of
the best ways of assisting in bringing
up the stock right. It is usually the
children, assisted by the dog, that
get the most fun out of chasing the
cows and colts or teasing the bull from
the safety of a good strong fence.
Such amusement is not intestionally
harmful to the animals, but it results
in bringing up horses and cattle with
bad dispositions, and these disposi-
tions often cost money and result in
accidents, which are not profitable for
the farmer.

When Placed Too Close Together
Insects Are Killed Getting
Into Wrong Entrances,

| R
{ It is strange what a difference of
| opinion there is concerning so sim-
| ple a matter as the arrangement of
| hives. Some beekeepers place them
not more than six inches apart. Our
own experience is that five feet is not
too far.

We have repeatedly noticed that
| when hives are placed so close togeth-
| er large numbers of bees are killed
when the returning swarm enters, in
considerable numbers, the neighbor-
g hives, says & writer in Wisconsin
Agriculturist. And then, too, there
are losses of queens when fertilization
takes place. And last and most im-
portant of all, if there is foul brood in
the aplary it will spread through the
agency of the young bees, particularly
on windy days when these youngsters,
which are always accepted, are blown
away from their own to other en-
trances.

It you must place hives so close
together, face the first south and the
next to the north, Facing to the north
will not be injurious to the bees, as
s0 many imagine, In the above we
bave overiooked ome thing, viz, that
when bhives are placed so close to-
gether, young queens, returning from
their wedding flights, get into the
wropg entrances and are killed.

TOP DRESSING FOR
TIMOTHY MEADOWS

Diluted Liquid Manure Applied
Directly After Harvest Makes
Excellent Stimulant.

The best time to top dress timothy
and mixed grass meadow is directly
after harvest. Diluted liguid manure
applied at this time is & most excel-
leut stimulant. Well-prepared com-
posts of wood's earth and stable
manure, or seasoned muck—mixed
with slacked oyster shell lime spread
quite thin, will protect the grass roots
and as soon as the manure is dissolved
by a heavy shower the growth of the
grass will be much improved. The
compost must be fine and evenly
spread. Fresh stable manure should
not be used, pile it between layers of
rich earth and by fall it will be fine
enough to spread over land for fall
seeding. Any mulch is valuable upon
the freshly mown grass, and the most
of it will be washed into the ground
after one or two settled rains,

Timothy meadows should not be
pastured, as close grazing is very in-
Jurious—the crowns are exposed to
the hot sun and if the weather should
remain hot and dry for several weeks,
most of the timothy will be destroyed.

A thin coat of well-rotted manure,
say six loads per acre, put ov with
the spreader, will thicken the sod, pre-
vent the growth of rink weeds and a
heavier crop of clean timothy may be
cut the following season. This is the

Cut Finger Caused Him to Find a Way
of Handling Nitroglycerin
With gafety.
When that very dangerous explosive,
nitroglycerin, was first invented ex-
traordinary precautions had to be tak-

| en o prevent accidents while the lub'

stance was being handied, but, not-

withstanding this, so many disasters

occurred that there seemed to be |
strong probabilities that its manufac-

ture and use would have to be pro- |
hibited, says an English paper,

After soveral governments had actu-
ally interdicted its use, however, |
means were discovered by which this |
powerful explosive could be used with |
4 minimum of danger to those who
handled it.

One of the methods employed was to
convert ‘he nitroglycerin into dyna |
mite by its absorption in the Infusorial !
earth known as kieselguhr. This |
process, however, involved a reductfon
of the explosive power of the nitro
glycerin and explosives chemists per-
gisted in their researches to find some
substance which, when %dded to nitro-
glyccrin, would render it safe for han- |
dling without diminishing its explosive
force.

One of these chemists was Nobel.
It is on record that one day while No- '
bel was at work in his laboratory he |
cut his finger, and in order to stop
the pleeding he painted some collodion
(a liquid preparation akin tp guncot-
ton) over the cut to form a protective
artificial skin.

Having done this, he poured some of
the collodion, by way of an experiment,
into a vessel containing nitroglyecerin,
when he noticed that the two sub- |
stances mixed and formed a jellylike
mass.

He at once set to work to investi-
gate this substance, and the outcome
of these experiments was blasting gel-
atin, a mixture containing 90 peg cent
of nitroglycerin and 10 per cent of
soluble guncotton. Thus, as a result

INJURY BY CORNSTALK BORER

One of Rersons Why Corn Stubble
Should Not Be Permitted to Stand
in Field Undisturbed.

By A. F. CONRADIL Clemson Agricul-
tural College.)

The cornstalk borer is one of the
reasons why corn stubble should not
be allowed to stand in the fleld all
winter undisturbed. This Insect Is one
of the most notorious corn pests of
the South. Without cutting the stalks
the evidence of its work may be seen
in every cornfield at the time of her-
vesting by the holes that may occur
on any portion of the stalk. These
holes vary largely in number.

The point to be remembered in the
life history stages and habits of this
insect is its habit of remaining as a
larva in the base of corn stubble be-
low the ground during winter., Here,
therefore, 18 a chance for those farm-
ers who are friends of this species to
do 1t a great favor by allowing the
corn stubble to stand undisturbed In
their flelds during fall and winter, De-
stroying corn stubble is not very easy,
excep!. on modern farms where there
is sufliclent horse power and the stub-
bles can be turned under thoroughly.

Turning under corn stubble is of
great help in reducing the corunstalk
borer for the next season. Where thor
ough turning cannet be practiced, there
are other methods, such as “busting”
out the stubble and hauling it w the
compost heap for rotting. After the
corn {s gathered the stalks, stubble and
everything else may be bursted out,
raked in heaps and after a few weeks
for drying, burned.

In experimental work a very large
percentage of larvae was destroyed
during winter where the stubble was
plowed out and left exposed to the
weather. It can readily be seen that
when these methods are practiced by
farmers only here and there it does
not help the situation very much. The
control of the cornstalk borer depends
on the co-operative action of the farm-
s of a community.

Save Mairy Vetch Seed.

Farmers who are growing hairy
yetch this year are cautioned by the
agricultural department to save their
seed if they expect to continue grow-
4ng this valuable crop. The greater
part of the seed has been imported
from Russia and Germany, and, ow-
ing to war conditions, the supply will
be necessarily limited, and bring &
very high price, as it has in the past.

In Experiment at Missour! Station ne

Il Results Were Noticed—Test
at Other Stations,

Ten yearling mules, welighing ap-

No il |
results were seen from the use of the
silage but the mules did not consume |
large quantities of it This it Is
thought may have been due to the
fact that the silage was made from
rather immature corn,

Successful experiments in feeding si-
lage to horses and mules, conducted
by the North Carolina and Peansyl
vania stations have been reported to
the department of agriculture. It is
advised that corn silage should always
be fed in combination with other feeds
and that under no circumstances
should spoiled silage, either moldy or
rotten, be fed to horses and mules.
