Micronaire, Grade 
Lower in South 
Plains Cotton

Cotton classed during the 
week ending Friday at the Lub­
bock Classing Office of the 
USDA was considerably lower 
in grade and micronaire than 
during the previous week, 
according to W. K. Palmer, in 
charge of the Lubbock Office.

Micronaire i s  much lower 
this year than at this time in 
1965. Only 57 per cent of the 
cotton classed last week was in 
the desirable category of 3.5 
and better compared to 81 per 
cent during the corresponding 
week last year.

Twelve per cent of the cotton 
was in the micronaire range of 
3.3 to 3.4, 18 per cent was '
3.0 to 3.2, 10 per cent was 
2.7 to 2.9 and 3 per cent was 
in the 2.6 and below, or Wasty, 
category. This means that 43 
per cent of all cotton classed 
at Lubbock last week had mic­
ronaire which carried a dis­
count.

Grades of the cotton classed 
at the Lubbock Office were also 
lower than the previous week.

Middling made up 10 per 
cent of the total classed at 
Lubbock last week, Strict Low 
Middling 13 per cent, Middling 
Light Spotted 40 per cent, Strict 
Low Middling Light Spotted 
17 per cent and Middling Spot­
ted 10 per cent.

Average staple length im­
proved slightly but continued to 
average 15/16 of an inch. 
Eighty-three per cent of the cot­
ton classed at the Lubbock 
Classing Office last week was 
15/16 of an inch and longer 
compared to 72 per cent the 
previous week.

The USDA Cotton Classing 
Offices at Lubbock, Brownfield 
and Lamesa classed approx­
imately 31,000 samples during 
the week ending Friday, Nov­
ember 4th. This brought the 
total classed at the three offices 
this season to 44,000. Through 
November 4th last year
100.000 samples of the 1965 
crop had been classed.

The Consumer and Marketing 
Service of the USDA reported 
increased trading in the new 
crop cotton with prices steady. 
Average prices for the most 
predominant qualities in the 3.5 
to 4.9 micronaire range were; 
Strict Low Middling 29/32 • 
18.00, Strict Low Middling 15/16 
-18.50, Strict Low Middling 
31/32 - 18.90, Middling Light 
Spotted 29/32 -  18.20, Midd­
ling Light Spotted 15/16 -  18.65, 
Middling Light Spotted 31/32 
• 19.15, Strict Low Middling 
Light Spotted 29/32 - 17.15, 
Strict Low Middling Light Spot­
ted 15/16 -  17.65, and Strict 
Low Middling Light Spotted 
31/32 - 18.05.

Prices paid farmers for 
cottonseed ranged from $60 to 
$70 per ton.

time to look into the rising 
cost o f food recently brought to 
the nation’s attention through 
housewives boycotts which 
started in the Denver area. 
He said it would have been 
natural for anyone not famil­
iar with the problems of Amer­
ican agriculture to have auto­
matically placed the blame for 
spiraling food costs on the 
farmer, rather than where it 
belonged.

The second day of the conven­
tion featured an address during 
the morning session by 
Congressman W. R. Poage of 
the 11th Congressional District. 
Poage said a lack of understand­
ing by the American people 
about the requirements o fagri- 
cultural production was a new 
threat that could well destroy 
the farm programs.

He told :he 390 delegate mem­
bers and guests that the average 
farm prices are just about 80% 
of parity, that is, a unit of agri­
cultural production will buy 
about 4 /5  as much as the pro­
ducts of industry.

Poage, who is a member of the 
House Committee on Agri­
culture, said continuation of 
government payments to farm­
ers to keep down surpluses is 
impossible, but he added, the 
talk of allowing farmers to pro­
duce all they can must stop.

The keynote adlress of the 
convention was given by Farm­
ers Union National President 
Tony Dechant on Wednesday 
night. He arrived in Mineral 
Wells on Tuesday evening and 
spoke informally to the conven­
tion during a late night session. 
As State President Jay Naman 
put it: “ Tony wearing his over­
a lls .”

Dechant told the late night 
session about some of the na­
tional programs and policies he 
intended to support during the 
coming year. He also stressed 
the 50> wheat export certificate, 
and said he would hold the 
Johnson Administration to their 
prom ise of full parity for farm­
ers during the sixties. He added, 
“ This is already 1966, and there 
are only three years of the six ­
ties left so they had better get 
busy.”

His keynote address was 
given at the Wednesday night 
banquet, following the presenta­
tion of an “ OUTSTANDING 
SERVICE AWARD" to retiring 
Texas Farmers Union Vice 
President Joe Berg of Amarillo 
who stepped aside after over 
20 years of service to the o r ­
ganization. Dechant repeated 
his promise that the 3/4 million 
member organization would 
oppose any legislation or action 
nol consistent with reaching 
100% of parity for the American 
farmer. He said parity must 
be reached through higher 
income to farmers including 
direct payment if necessary, 
or through lower production 
costs, or both. He did predict 
a better future for agriculture 
in the years ahead.

The Wednesday session of the 
convention also ieatured talks 
by Oklahom? Farmers Union 
President George Stone, and 
North Dakota President Ed 
Smith. They both spoke of o r ­
ganizational growth in their 
states, the housewives boycotts 
in the national chain food stores, 
and the farmers problems In 
their areas. Stone said, “ Our 
mr ln emphasis must be placed 
on farm Income since theaver- 
age age of farmers is far too 
high to create a healthy sit­
uation. It is important that farm 
products bring enough m meyto 
interest younger people and 
create ambition within them to 
stay in the agricultural field.”  

The closing session of the 
convention, Thrusday morning, 
featured an address by U. S. 
Senator Ralph Yarborough (D- 
Tex). The Senator pledged his 
support of many of the programs 
adopted by Farmers Union, and 
critlzed the U.S.D.A. for their 
failure to solve the farm prob­

lem. He told the convention that 
the Department’ s failure to 
solve the problems of cotton 
production, grain sorghums, 
and other problems could only 
be met through a bold, new 
program for the family farmer. 
He stressed the urgence of re ­
cognizing the Importance of our 
farm oolicy during a time when 
the Soviet Union and Red China 
were emharrassed by their low 
prediction, and emplusized the 
impact of the farm policy on 
the world as a whole.

Awards for the Farmers 
Union “ Editor of the Year”  
and the “ Rural Minister of the 
Year”  were presented during 
the closing session. H. M. Beg­
garly of the Tulla Herald re ­
ceived the “ Ed'tor”  award 'or  
his coverage of the farm prob­
lems and his service to the 
Texas Farmers Union. The 
“ Minister of the Year”  award 
went to Rev. Jacinto Alderete 
of Crosbyton. He was selected 
for his outstanding service to 
his rural community.

Thursday afternoon, the dele­
gates elected officers for the 15, 
000 member Texas organi­
zation.

Jay Nanrn of Waco will serve 
his sixth term as President.

A. Dean Harman of Tulla was 
elected to replace retiring 
Vice-President Joe Berg of 
Amarillo who stepped down 
after 20 years of service.

Elizabeth Doshier of Waco 
will continue as State Sec­
retary -  Treasurer.

Following the convention the 
Board of Directors met in a 
special session to elect a new 
state executive committee. Joe 
Rankin of Ralls, Robert Cathey 
of Dublin, and Grady L. 
Smothermon of Prosper were 
elected to two year terms. 
Those elected to serve one year 
include: W. R. (Buck) Breed­
ing of Wellington, Forest 
Creamer of Paducah, Donald 
Meek of Victoria, and Charles 
Hensley of Cameron. Delegates 
to the 1967 National Farmers 
Union Convention were also 
named. They include Joe Rankin 
of Ralls, and Robert Cathey 
of Dublin. Alternates to the con­

vention are Forest Creamer of 
Puducah and W. R. (Buck) 
Breeding of Wellington.

The 1967 program which will 
be supported by the Texas 
Farmers Union included sev­
eral resolutions intended to help 
raise farm income. One strong­
ly criticized the skip-row 
method of projecting cotton al­
lotments for 1967. Farmers Un­
ion State President Jay Naman 
said the present method which 
does not permit farmers who 
allow a few rows of land to 
lay fallow between producing 
rows as a means of crop ro­
tation to discount the fallow 
land. He said under the pre­
sent regulations the fallow land 
on such farms is counted as 
producing land and will cut 
cotton income in some 25 Texas 
counties by nearly 4-million 
dollars in 1967 alone. A second 
cotton resolution urged Texas 
support of the Cotton Research 
and Promotion Act to provide 
funds for research and develop­
ment of cotton products.

The organization asked for an 
emergency appeal to Secretary 
of Agriculture Orville Freeman 
to take action to adjust the sales 
policies of the Commodity C re- 
dit Corporation. The Farmers 
Union said the present sales po­
licy allows the sale of old crops 
held by the C.C.C. to be placed 
on the market while the new 
crop is being marketed thereby 
lowering prices on new cotton 
and other crops.

The program also asks for 
continuance of the Department 
of Agriculture’s policy in per­
mitting barley to be cojnted 
as a feed grain base; urged 
support of Texas Constitutional 
Amendment No. 1, and offered 
support of the Texas Partners 
Organization for better re ­
lations between the people of 
Texas and Peru.

The 1967 program calls for 
a 50$ export certificate on 
wheat. This means farmers 
would receive 50$ more per 
bushel on wheat purchased by 
the government for export in 
connection with our foreign po­
licy. This wheat is currently 
bought at a price that is much 
lower than the A merican market

AUSTIN--Addition of kinder­
gartens to the public schools 
will be a major school proposal 
in the 1967 session of the Leg­
islature.

State Board of Education has 
recommended it. Texas State 
Teachers Association feels it is 
vital to public education, and 
will support the board’s po­
sition.

Expanding the public school 
system to 13 grades is advocat­
ed by educators on the ground 
that children learn more quick­
ly at age 5, and simply because 
more education is needed for 
this complicated world. It 
could, o f course, increase the 
cost of public schools by one- 
twelfth, at both state and local 
levels.

School teachers will press for 
a pay raise to lift Texas sal­
ary levels to the national aver­
age, but will let the Board of 
Education carry the ball on the 
kindergarten proposal.

SCHOOL COST RECORD-- 
Last year’ s price of $674,516, 
534 for the minimum operation 
of Texas public schools set a 
record, but State Education 
Commissioner J. W. Edgar says 
the "minimum foundation fund”  
will be even greater this year 
-$667,857,000.

Fund, which is distributed ac­
cording to the needs of the 
school district and its average 
dally attendance, draws its re­
sources from two state sources; 
the available school fund, in­
cluding a fourth of all occup­
ation taxes by the state, and 
other state revenues.

Of last year’ s total, $123, 
439,886 was furnished by the 
school districts themselves, 
and the rest by the state. Fig­
ures do not include federal aid.

EAST TEXAS OIL--Railroad 
Commission has been given 
proposals by five oil companies 
for changing the method of a ll­
ocating oil allowables in the 
East Texas Field to eliminate 
what the companies said was 
discrimination.

Atlantic Richfield, Mobil, 
Sun, Cities Service and Superior 
oil companies all put forth wide­
ly different plans to eliminate 
both inequities within the field 
between marginal and prorat- 
able wells and inequities be­
tween the East Texas Field and 
other fields in the state.

City of Kilgore, Kilgore 
Chamber of Commerce and 
other local governmental bodies 
oppose all changes.

HIGHWAY BEAUTIFICA­
TION—“ Texas faces the pros­

pect of losing about $20,000, 
000 a year in federal highway 
funds,”  Lt. Gov. Preston Smith 
said, if it does not conform fully 
with the federal Highway Beau­
tification Act of 1965.

Smith pointed out that, in 
writing the Act, the federal 
government included a 10 per 
cent penalty in federal aids to 
states that do not cooperate fully 
with the provisions of the new 
law.

State must fulfill its part by 
seeing that billboards and other 
outdoor advertising are moved 
back 600 feet from interstate 
and federal-state highways. 
Garbage dumps and junkpiles 
can be no closer than 1,000 feet.

Social Security 
Q’s and A’s

Question: Since I have no 
relatives, how do I go about 
naming my church as the bene­
ficiary or co-owner of the Sav­
ings Bonds I own?

Answer: Unfortunately, you 
can’ t. Regulations provide that 
bonds issued in either case must 
name natural persons only. But 
you could write a will leaving 
the bonds to your church. Bonds 
may, of course, be purchased 
by you in the name of the church 
as sole owner.

Question: Several months
ago, someone wroie to inquire 
about the then current value 
of a $1,000 Series E Bond 
bought in June, 1942. I don’t 
have a $1,000 bond, but I do 
own several $100 bonds bought 
that same month. What are they 
worth?

Answer: Each of your $100 
bonds bought in June, 1942, 
will be worth $161.64 in Dec­
ember, 1966. As you will rea­
lize, that is quite a bit more 
than the $75 you paid for each 
of them.

Question: Back in the early 
1940’s, my aunt bought a num­
ber of Series E Bonds in var­
ious War Bond drives. We came 
across them the other day while 
helping her clean out some 
papers. Are they any good?

Answer: Just as good as the 
day she bought them, even more 
so, because interest has been 
securing on them since that 
day and is continuing to accrue. 
No E Bond ever sold has stop­
ped earning interest.
