Bread and Jelly or Jelly sandwlcbee 
srtll of course be popular fur chlldreil's 
.UDchea throughout the school year. 
Poaslbly thla Is the flrat thought In 
die mother's mind as she gradually 
Ills her preserve shelves during the 
xaaon. Her next thought will nn- 
loubtedly turn to Jellies which accom­
pany meat—tho linn, transparent 
laes that dress ap a meal so easily 
rben guests come. Probably avery 
lousekeeper iDlenda a certain propor- 
dun of her supply of tart dinner Jel- 
Uea to be used aa holiday gifts for her 
irienda, for no remembrance Is more 
■nlrersally accepted than a glass of 
purs homemade Jelly, perfect to Sex- 
lure and attractively packed.

A basket of six Jellies, poaslbly 
nade from different fruits, makes an 
Ideal Chiistmaa or annlveraary pres- 
mL individual site Jars nr glasixa 
are best when making a gift of Jelly 
to a person who Uvea alone, who would 
tnjoy a bit of Jelly occasionally at a 
meal, but wxiold have troubla using 
up a larger glaaa.

Firm tart Jelly ran be used In mak­
ing Jelly ocnelet. Jelly muffins. Jelly 
goughuuta. Jelly tarts, or pastry 
squares covered with Jelly. In rank- 
lug Jelly muffins, part of the batter la 
dropped In the tin. a culx of Jelly Is 
pat In tbe middle, and tlx  rest uf tbe 
batter Is put on top.

Delicious coofectlunt can be made 
of cubes of oveMtIff Jelly. By using 
lootlipicks to handle them they cau 
be dlpp»«d Into Bw-eet chocolate meitjnl 
ever hut water and set on paraffin 
paper to harden. Special chocolate 
fur candy-coating may tw purchased 
In roost grocery stores. Iirlgbt-<-ol- 
ored firm Jelly may be used aa a gar­
nish for cold meals or desserts. If cut 
In fancy shapes, and has the advan­
tage of being not only decorative, but 
palatable. A bit of Jelly on Ilia fop of 
aacb portion of “ fioallng island” or 
other custard dessert adds to Its at­
tractiveness and food valix.

Balter cakes of tender texturg, light 
and thin, are excellent when spread 
with good Jelly, lolled up and covered 
with powdered eugar. The cakes 
ahoBld be about the site of an ordi­
nary saucer. A very deliciuua denaart 
la which Jelly appears la made by par­
ing and coring apptoe of some vart- 
aty that wlU bold their shape well, 
and cooking them In a sugar alrup till 
tender. Tb* sirup la made In the pro­
portion of one cnpfnl of sugar to two 
cufifuls of watar, and la boUad •  few 
miDutee before the applee are put In. 
There ehonld be enough alrup to cover 
tbe apples and the pen ahoeld be eev- 
•ind dmrta« rsaklBg When they are

done they should be taken out and 
drained, and the core cavity Is filled 
with Jelly. The apples are served with 
“hard“ sauce made of butter and 
sugar.

When a batch of Jelly haa for aome 
reason failed to set as firmly as nna 
would like, there are still many uses 
for It. A glassful of soft fruit Jelly 
in a punch supplies both nweetenlng 
and fruit flavor. A few spoonfuls of 
soft tart Jelly beaten Into wbl|«ped 
cream gvas a dellcloua flavor, ’^ r t t  
filled with the Jelly and baked are 
good for dessert. The Jelly can be 
used os a sauce for blanomange, bnt 
cakes <x Ice cream. It may be served 
with cream ctxeoe or cottage cheese 
for lunch. With hot bread or In sand­
wiches the Jelly Is os uacfnl aa If It 
were firm, and for Jelly roll or layer 
rake It la easier to spread than a stiff 
jelly. Mixed with coconut the Jelly 
may be used tu line a desoert mold, 
adding both tn the flavor and apixer 
once of the dlah. Tbe Ingenious cook 
will think of many other ways of 
using her Jellies to Introdooe variety 
Into tbe menu.
