It may be true that “gentlemen
farmers” sometimes overplan their
bulldings and attain a pleasing archi-
tectural effect with the outlay of con-
siderably more money than the genu-
fne farmer would think justified.
There should be a happy medium be-
tween the barn so planned and the
one which, like Topsy, has “Just
growed.” A well-planned dairy barn
should not be a buliding In which
every effort has been made to make
for picturesque effect, but in which
ea® detall contributes to the welfare
of the cows, and the arrangements
are such as to lessen, as much as pos-
sible, that daily problem of the
chores.

Here Is a gambrel-roofed barn,
shingled, and with tile walls, with four
sets of stanchions accommodating In
all seventy head. Water bowls serve

Iron stanchions that swing are now
conceded by most dairymen as best
for the purpose. A short chaln at
the top and the bottom help to give
the cow the desired frecdom of moves
ment,

It will bs observed that In this
barn provision Is made for a hay mow
above the dailry barn floor, with the
hay being dropped down through the
hay chute at the end of the feed alley,
This Is after all the mogt satisfactory
way of keeping the cows supplied
with this dally necessity, and besides
the full hay mow is not to be despised
as a factor in keeping the barn com-
fortable for the cows in winter.

Light is provided in abundance. It
Is a moot question with some as te
whether Bossy should not face the
light, instead of having her back to It
But the advantage of facing the cowy
inward, head to head, and the eas
this means in the handling of fodder
litter and keeping the place clean gen
erally commends the latter plan,

Essential Features of
Self-Feeders for Hogs

Pigs that are to be fattened for mar-
ket, says Arthur L. Anderson, whe Is
In charge of the hog section of the
animal husbandry division at Univer-
sity farm, will make the most rapid
and economlical gains If put on a self-
feeder. The time required for the
hogs to reach the marketable weight
is reduced by this system of feeding.
Also the labor bill is cut down mate-
rially.

The free cholce system, or allowing
the hogs to select feeds to the amount
of their own wanting, has been found
a satisfactory plan. e wants of
the pig are a good criterion of his bod-
ily needs.

Self-feeders vary a great deal In
minor features of construction. The
essential features, says Mr. Anderson,
are:

1. Substantial and ralnproof con-
struction.

2. A V-shaped hopper to Insure a
constant supply: avallable to the pigs

8. A small opening at the base of
the hopper to control the escape of
feed, and adjustable for the various
kinde of feeds,

4. A trough from which the hogs
may eat, so constructed as to provent
the waste of feed.

What evils are likely to follow such
early breeding practice? It is appar
ent that If evils do follow they are to
be observed chiefly In one of the fol-
lowing: 1. the growth eof the young
dam may be retarded and her ultimate
size diminished. 2. The vigor and thrift
of the offspring may be below that of
the offspring of more mature animals.
3. A possible decrease In the size of
the race or breed. 4. Loss of fecundity
and danger to the dam at time of giv-
ing birth.

All domestic animals are, of course,
bred before they have attained full
maturity. They are still growing.
They are rarely bred at the beginning
of puberty since under average farm
conditions the breeder has discovered
that such early matings are neither
safe nor profitable. There is'reason
to belleve that there s a right and
wrong age at which to first breed, but
no definite rules seem to be avallable

Selecting Herd Bull to

Improve Weakest Points

In the selection of a herd bull, the
chief factors to be considered are the
kinds of familles in the herd, and
the size, character, natural fleshing,
quality, and evenness of conformation
of the bull, according to Dr. C.'W.
McCampbell, head of the animal hus-
bandry department, Kansas State
Agricultural college.

“The study of the females of the
herd should receive the most careful
consideration,” Deoctor MeCampbell
added. “By a careful study of the
females in the herd, a bull can be se-
lected that will improve the weakest
points in the herd, as well as add to
its general improvement,
